What is the definition and difference between a need and a want ?

What happens when money is spent on wants and there’s none left for needs?

How do you think your parents make decisions between a need or a want?

Where do you think your parents get money?

What we covered –

Your child learned the definition of  “needs” are what we must have to live and be healthy and that the “wants” are extras, or things people have or use to enjoy.  We reinforced the idea of a “want” by asking, “Could you live without it?”
