Outstanding (100 Point) Club Leader of the Year Award
Leaders score points by the following:

· 5 points for club program of a minimum of six meetings planned is submitted to Extension Office by December 1

· 5 points if the program lists member presentations for at least ½ the program plan (does not need a specific topic)

· 5 points if program includes pledges, list of members and leaders and monthly roll call – youth led – America and 4-H pledges – youth led

· 5 points if program includes a short business meeting, including reading previous meeting minutes and treasurers report, motions made, carried and voted on (if applicable) – club officer led

· 5 points if at least ½ the programs include a game or recreation 

· 10 points for completed re-enrollment for their club members by Dec. 1 (new members can enroll any time throughout the 4-H year – they must attend a minimum of 4 meetings to exhibit at the fair)
· 10 points for enrollment fees collected and paid to the Extension Office by Dec. 1

· 2 points per service project (max. 10 points) no limit on projects submitted – each project requires a short description of the project and photos, prepared by club member(s) and submitted by July 1 of the current 4-H year

· 20 points maximum (5 points per meeting) attendance at leader training/informational meetings in the current 4-H year (Sept 16 – July 1)

· 25 points maximum for % of eligible members nominated for county awards

Forms must be submitted to the Awards Committee by July 1 to be eligible

Award presented at the Awards Night at the fair. 

Leaders receiving the award would be ineligible for two years, to insure that more leaders have an opportunity to be recognized.  

· Prize $50 certificate to local restaurants per leader.  

· Traveling Trophy/Banner at the fair and displayed in their community throughout the 4-H year. 

· Certificate of Recognition sent to their workplace (if applicable).
