Outstanding (100 Points) Club of the Year Award (point system to be established)

Clubs score points by the following:

Maximum points per area

· 2 points per service project (max. 10 points) no limit on projects submitted – each project requires a short description of the project and photos, prepared by club member(s)
· .1 point per % (max. 10 points for 100% increase) % increase of member enrollment

· Example: previous year total members of 10 vs. new year membership of 12 for an increase of 2 members and 20% increase or 2 points 

· 1 point per % (max. 10 points) % of member in regular attendance at meetings

· Total number of members actually attending meetings vs. Maximum total number of all members x total number of meetings (Sept – June)   Example:  Perfect attendance of total of 10 members attending all six meetings vs. attendance of 6, 7, 8, 10, 7, 8 = 46 or 46/60 or 76% or 7.6 points for the score

· .1 point per % (max. 10 points) % of # of members nominated/applied for/recognized with awards  (project, county awards, and out of county awards) 20 eligible members, 8 recognized with awards, 40% or 4 points 

· 1 point per % (max. 10 points) % club attendance at county workshops

· 10 points for active Club officers who participate in a club business meeting and in program planning

· 1 point per member (max. 10 points) for clubs with member(s) who participate in leadership opportunities outside their club 

· Example: county council, state council, etc.

· 5 points for Club Officers attended Officer Training (per office served) offered by the Extension Office

· 5 points Club program submitted to Extension Office by December 1

· 5 points if the program lists member presentations for at least ½ the program plan (does not need a specific topic)

· 5 points if program includes pledges and roll call – youth led – America and 4-H

· 5 points Short Business meeting, including reading previous meeting minutes and treasurers report – club officer led

· 5 points if at least ½ the programs include a game or recreation 

Maximum possible points = 100

Forms must be submitted to the Awards Committee by July 1 to be eligible

Award presented at the Awards Night at the fair. 

Clubs receiving the award would be ineligible for two years, to insure that more clubs have an opportunity to be recognized.  

Prize would include a pizza party for the club and a traveling trophy or banner to be displayed in their community throughout the year and at the fair.
