For the leadership and Citizenship awards, members must be enrolled in these projects.


Member may receive award only once.





LEADERSHIP: Recognition of young people who have acquired and demonstrated leadership skills and 


	abilities.





ACHIEVEMENT: Recognition of young people who have shown outstanding personal growth through participation in a wide variety of 


	4-H projects and programs.





CITIZENSHIP: Recognition of young people who have learned the meaning of citizenship and have demonstrated their understanding through good citizenship practices.





AGRICULTURE: Recognition of young people who have grown personally through participation in a wide variety of agricultural projects and programs.





AK-SAR-BEN: Recognition of those 4-H members who are making significant progress toward maturity through their service for the advancement of the 4-H program in their county or area.  (Need not exhibit at AK-SAR-BEN)





DANFORTH "I DARE YOU" AWARD: Two available - 1 boy and 1 girl.  Given to outstanding 4-H boy and girl for excellence of leadership and personal growth.  Awarded to High School Senior  (as of current year) in Winnebago County.





MERIT: Recognition to members whose accomplishments reflect significant personal growth, active citizenship, earned club and community leadership, competency on project work, and unselfish service to 4-H members and others.
