All 4-H members interested in showing beef at the Iowa 

State Fair must register at the Extension Office by Decem-

ber 1 to schedule a retinal imaging scan.  All market beef 

animals that might be exhibited at Ak-Sar-Ben or at the 

Iowa State Fair (ISF) must have either a hair sample pulled 

for DNA analysis or have a retinal image taken. There is a 

$5 fee per animal due at the time of weigh in for those ani-

mals being identified for either the ISF or Ak-Sar-Ben.
