Paint: Use outdoor acrylic paint, such as exterior house
paint, to paint your barrel. Use up old paint from past projects. Check out the SWAP Shop at the Fremont County Land-
filll Some artist have used Krylon Fusion or RustOleum spray paint. Finish: After the paint has dried completely. apply
one or two coats of spray on polyurethane. Once dry, be sure to promote its worth!!!
