MARKET BEEF WEIGH-IN

ALL 4-H AND FFA MARKET BEEF MUST BE WEIGHED AND

IDENTIFIED WITH AN OFFICIAL 4-H EAR TAG.
FREMONT COUNTY will weigh and tag ALL market beef Thursday, Dec. 29, 1:15 to 3:15 p.m. at the Vet Clinic
in Sidney. All market beef animals that will be exhibited as Fremont County 4-H or FFA Projects in 2012 must

be weighed on Dec. 29.

e All 4-H members interested in showing beef at the lowa State Fair must notify the Extension Office by
Dec. 1 to schedule a retinal imaging scan or

i g * All market beef animals that might be exhibited at Ak-Sar-Ben must have either a hair
sample pulled for DNA analysis or have a retinal image taken.

There is a $5 fee per animal due at the time of weigh in
for those animals being identified for either the lowa State Fair or Ak-Sar-Ben.

RURAL YOUTH LOAN from the FSA

Farm Service Agency offers a variety of opportunities for kids

ages 10-20 with their Rural Youth Loan program.

= Loan funds may be used to buy animals, equipment, and supplies

= Buy, rent or repair needed tools or equipment

= Pay operating expenses for a project.
These are direct loans and have a maximum loan amount of $5,000.00 over a period of 1-7
years. Current interest rate is 1.75% for the month of October and slightly varies month to
month. The project must be an organized and supervised program of work. It must be
planned and operated with the assistance of the organization advisor, produce sufficient in-
come to repay the loan, and provide the youth with practical business and educational experi-

ence in agriculture-related skills.
