Hail Assessment Tips oDefoliationin Soybeans

Defoliation is the percentage of the trifoliolate leaf area exposed at the date of storm

that is destroyed by hail.
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ADJUSTMENT OF LOSS IN R1 —R3.5

defoliation

Leaf area can be destroyed by
damage to trifoliolate leaves
that remain on the plant and by
removal of individual leaves or
leaflets. Leaves that have
dropped off or that have been
injured from causes other than
hail should not be considered as

leaf area destroyed.

NOTE: LEAFLETS OR
TRIFOLIOLATE LEAVES ABOVE
THE POINT ON THE STEM WHERE
IT IS CUT OFF OR BROKEN OVER
ARE NOT CONSIDERED IN
DEFOLIATION.
