The Child Care Quality Rating System (QRS) is experiencing changes due to FY10 budget reductions.
QRS will not be suspended; the program will continue to operate at a reduced capacity for FY10.
ISU Extension environment rating classes scheduled for fall will continue to be held. Spring classes
may need to be canceled unless supported through local empowerment dollars.

Environment rating assessments will continue through 6-30-2010.

Providers will be able to apply and re-apply for QRS through 6-30-10.

Programs will continue to receive ratings and achievement bonuses.

QRS specialists will still be available to assist providers with the QRS process.

Funding for National Administrator Credential (NAC) classes is being discontinued.

Funding for QRS public awareness campaign is being suspended.
