The exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done as a planned part of a project or
program through-#.

CONDUCT RULES

All exhibitors and program participants are expected to be cooperative, courteous
and good-# representatives while on the fair grounds and particlpating in 4

events. Use or possession of alcoholic beverages or drugs on the Madison County
Fair grounds will result in disqualification of the exhibitors entry and/or continued
participationby thelé er i n t he event.

All members staying on the fair grounds must be chaperoned by a local club leader,
parent or advisor and must stay in a place designated by the fair board. Exhibitors
may not stay in the livestock barns.

PROTESTS

Division superintendents will have authority to make all decisions in accordance with
the rules and regulations of the show in their respective divisions. The Madison
County Fair Board will not consider a protest, complaint or appeal based upon the
statement that judge or judges are incompetent.

When a protest or complaint is made, it must be made in writing and filed in the
Madison County Fair office within one hour of the time the project in protest was
exhibited. $50 must accompany the protest (refundable if sustained).

An executive committee made up of the Fair Board president, Extension Council chair
person, division superintendent and Extension staff member shall make the final
decision.

Should general and specific rules conflict, the latter shall govern. Exhibitors failing to
comply with the rules are subject to forfeiture of all premiums. If found guilty, the
exhibitor must pay the cost of proof and return any awards received.

LIABILITY

The Madison County Fair Board will use all precautions to ensure the safety of ani-
mals or articles entered for exhibition after their arrival and placement at the Madison
County Fair. However, under no circumstances will they be responsible for loss,
injury or damage. The management will in no case assume or pay transportation or
delivery charges on articles sent for exhibition.

EXHI BI TORSd CODE OF ETHI C¢
As developed by I.A.F.E.
(INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF FAIRS AND EXPOSITIONS)

Exhibitors of animals at livestock shows shall at all times deport themselves with

honesty and good sportsmanship. Their conduct in this competitive environment shall
always reflect the highest standards of honor and dignity to promote the advance-
ment of agricultural education. This code applies to junior as well as open class

exhibitors who compete in structured classes of competition. This code applies to all
|l ivestock offered in any event at a |
Code of Show Ring Ethicso, fairs and |

which they impose on the local, county, state, provincial and national levels.
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All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility
to do more than avoid improper conduct or questionable acts. Their moral values
must be so certain and positive that those younger and more pliable will be influ-
enced by their fine example. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers and absolutely
responsible persons who violate the code of ethics will forfeit premiums, awards and
auction proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition in accordance with
the rules adopted by the respective fairs and livestock shows.

Exhibitors who violate this code of ethics demean the integrity of all livestock exhibi-
tors and should be prohibited from competition at all livestock shows in the United
States and Canada.

The following is a list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock
in competitive events:

1.

All exhibitors must present, upon request of fair and livestock show officials, proof of
ownership, length of ownership and age of all animals entered. Misrepresentation of
ownership, age, or any facts relating thereto is prohibited.

Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide
animal health certificates from licensed veterinarians upon request by fair or live-
stock show officials.

Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at fairs or
livestock shows.

Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free
of violative drug residues. The act of entering an animal in a livestock show is the
giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolutely responsible
person for show management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or
other substances from the animal to be used in testing. Animals not entered in an
event which culminates with the animal entering the food chain shall not be adminis-
tered drugs other than in accordance with applicable federal, state and provincial
statutes, regulations and rules. Livestock shall not be exhibited if the drugs adminis-
tered in accordance with federal, state and provincial statues, regulations and rules
affect the animal s performance or app

If the laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or other sample taken
from livestock indicates the presence of forbidden drugs or medication, this shall be
prima facie evidence such substance has been administered to the animal either
internally or externally. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or
other substance tested by the laboratory to which it is sent is the one taken from the
animal in question, its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and
preservation, transfer to the laboratory and analysis of the sample are correct and
accurate and the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken
from the animal in question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal at the
time the sample was taken, with the burden on the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or
absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise.

At any time after an animal arrives on the fair or livestock show premises, all treat-
ments involving the use of drugs and/or medications for the sole purpose of protect-
ing the health of the animal shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian.

Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or the external
application of any substance (irritant, counterirritant, or similar substance) which
could affect the animal és performance
appearance, except external applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of
animals which affect appearance only and except for surgical procedures performed
by a duly licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the
animal, is prohibited.

The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animals to
cause swelling, using electrical contrivance, or other similar practices are not accept-
able and are prohibited.

Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or livestock show management,

other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show officials before, during, or after the
competitive event is prohibited. In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, fair
and livestock show management, or other show officials shall be treated with cour-
tesy, cooperation and respect and no person shall direct abusive or threatening

conduct toward them.

No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire
with another person or persons to intentionally violate this code of ethics or know-
ingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by affirmative
action or inaction to violate this code of ethics. Violation of this rule shall subject
such individual to disciplinary action.

The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for an ani-
mal 6s condition by an owner, exhi bitor
or she was actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of the treatment of the
animal in contravention of this code of ethics.

The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter,
trainer, or absolutely responsible person to have disciplinary action taken by the fair
or livestock show for violation of this Code of show Ring Ethics and any other rules
of competition of the fair or livestock show without recourse against the fair or live-
stock show. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent that any proceed-
ings or disciplinary action taken by the fair or livestock show may be published with
the name of the violator or violators in any publication of the International Association
of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expositions and any special notices to
members.

The act of entering of an animal in a fair or livestock show is the giving of verification
by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person that he or she
has read the IAFE National Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the conse-
guences of and penalties provided for actions prohibited by the code. It is further a
consent that any action, which contravenes these rules and is also in violation of
federal, state, or provincial statues, regulations, or rules may be released to appro-
priate law enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such infractions.

The Madison County Fair Association requires animals to be fed, watered and cared
for in a responsible and timely manner.

Any violations of these rules at the Madison County Fair will be managed by the
committee of: Fair Board president, Extension Council chair person, Extension
Council staff member and department superintendent.

The responsibility for making proper entry rests upon the exhibitor. ENTRY FORMS
are available at the Madison County Extension office. All entries must be submitted t
the Extension office prior to the June 5 entry deadline at 5 p.m.

ENTRY IN OPEN CLASS DEPARTMENTS must be made on open class entry forms
See rules and fees in Open Class Livestock Premium section.

ENTRY FEES must be paid at the time entries are made. The fees should be col-
lected from the exhibitor by the Madison County Extension office. All entries must be
paid in cash, check or money order, with checks made payable to the Madison Count
Fair Association. No other forms of payment will be dwapfaddwill be

made. See department rules for information on fees.
