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The Business of Babysitting: Advertising

With the coming of summer, you may
be seeking additional babysitting oppor-
tunities. Have you considered advertis-
ing your services? Check out these tips
for spreading the word about your
babysitting business:*

Word of Mouth: Tell friends and family
that you are available to babysit and ask
them to pass this information on to
anyone they know who might be seek-
ing a sitter.

Flyers and Posters: Make flyers or post-
ers advertising yourself as a babysitter.
List your name, age, phone number and
any qualifications you have (such as
Babysitting Basics training and any ex-
perience you have caring for children).
Itis also a good idea to include your
hourly or daily rate of pay. Cut tabs with
your name and number at the bottom
of the flyer so parents can tear one off
and contact you later. Check with librar-
ies, daycares, elementary schools,
stores, etc to see if you can post your
flyer. (You may get some “no’s” but it’s
always worth a try!)
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Business Cards: Make small cards with
your name and number on them.
When you meet families with small
children, offer them your card.

Classified Ads: Buy an ad in the baby-
sitting or “services” section of your
local paper.

Recommendations: This is probably
the best way to get jobs after you've
started babysitting. Do your job well,
and ask the families you work for to
recommend you to other parents they
know.

babysitter referral service: sign up and
be informed whenever anyone con-
tacts the Extension Office seeking a
trained babysitter!

*As in all matters babysitting, remem-
ber: SAFETY FIRST! A/ways check with
a parent before trying any of these
advertising methods. Do NOT babysit
for a family you know nothing about.

You and your parents may want to
arrange a short meeting with a first-
time family before babysitting for
them. If either you or your parents
feel it might not be safe, there is no
need to accept the job.
