ENROLLMENT  

Itôs Time to Enroll in 4-H! 
 

The 4-H Community Club program is open to 
youth in grades 4-12.  If youôre a Clover Bud, 
grades K-3, be sure to continue reading to learn 
about enrollment  opportunities for you!   
 
If you want to continue to be a 4-H member or 
know someone whoôs wanting to join 4-H , itôs 
time to re-enroll and become a member for the 
2009-10 4-H year. 
 
To enroll in the 4-H Community Club you need to: 
 
1.   Be in the 4th - 12th grade.  Clover Buds, 
youth in grades K-3 , will have the opportunity to 
be a member of a Clover Buds 4-H club and/or 
participate in the Clover Buds after-school pro-
gram.  Third grade     Clover Bud youth who were 
enrolled members in 2008-09 may continue 
membership in the 4-H Community Club pro-
gram. 
 
2.   Submit a Re -Enrollment Form.  These 
forms tell us if you have a new address, the pro-
jects you are   interested in learning about for the 
year, what club you belong to and much more 
important information.   
 
3.   Submit the Iowa 4 -H Youth Code of Ethics.  
By signing this form, you and your parents/
guardians agree to abide by the Iowa 4-H Youth 
Code of Ethics.  This form needs to be signed by 
you and your parent/guardian. 
 
4.   Pay your $30 program development fee.  
The  program development fee is your member-
ship fee for the 2009-10 4-H year.  The fee sup-
ports state programming, including research 
based youth development opportunities, curricu-
lum development, volunteer and county staff 
training and support, and events such as state 
fair, conference and recognition.  Returning Clo-
ver Buds - pay a $10 membership fee.   
 
5.   Return all information to your 4 -H Club 
Leader.  All re-enrollment information and fees 
are due to your club leader by Oct. 30, 2009.  If 
you do not submit   re-enrollment information by 
Oct. 30, you will not be a 4-H member until you 
do so and will no longer receive 4-H information, 
including the 4-H Newsletter after November 
2009.

Death in a Tin Can  
 

Harvest will be starting soon and itôs impor-
tant to remember one thing - stay out of the 
grain bin when the auger is running!  It may 
be the best way to free clogs, but itôs also a 
quick way to die!  Let us give you some quick 
facts: 
 

Timeline to death by suffocation:  
 

0 secééééé...Standing over center of au
           ger on top of grain, clog 
           breaks free, auger run- 
           ning, grain flows. 
14secééééé..Nearly knee-deep in grain. 
15 secééééé..Trapped, unable to move. 
16 secééééé..Free-fall ride begins. 
17-59 secéééé.Scream for help. 
60 secééééé..Body out of sight. 
61secééééé..Mouth and nose fill with  
         grain. 
61-180 secééé..Oxygen supply shut off. 
180-240 secéééBrain damage likely. 
240-300 secéééSkin discoloration sets in. 
5 minééééé...No pulse --- Dead. 
 
*If youôre loading a semi in 12 to 15 min., flow 
rate will be much faster and timeline shorter.
