The Clothing Selection/Fashion Revue Superintendents have been busy making arrangements for the contest to be held on Friday, July 17th. Please see the schedule on the back of this letter to find your judging time.  

If you have a conflict with your assigned time, you will need to contact someone else on the schedule to switch times - then let the Extension Office know.  If you have a change in plans and will not be participating, please call the Extension Office to let us know at 243-1132.

A few things to remember:

SYMBOL 108 \f "Wingdings"Turn in your completed Clothing Event Report Form for every division you entered,

The Clothing Event Report Form should be completed before you arrive on the 17th   you will take this with you when you interview with the judge.  The questions on this form are meant to help you prepare for the judging experience.  By thinking about these questions before hand, it will be easier to answer the judge’s questions.
If you are entered in the used challenge you should staple your receipt to your clothing event report form. A hand written receipt is fine. For seniors to be eligible for State Fair in the used clothing division they must adhere to the state $15 challenge found on p. 53 of the fairbook.
Question 10 on the second page of the Event Report Form is the commentary for the style show.  You will need to complete Question 10 for the ONE outfit you plan model. The announcers will be reading directly from this sheet during the style show, so please make sure it is neat and easy to read.

A Style Show will be held Friday at 11:45 P.M. at the Heritage House.  You are not required to do this, but it is fun for the residents and a great practice for you. If you plan to model in the style show on July 17th please plan to report by 11:30 AM.
You are required to model one outfit in the style show at county fair, Thursday, August 6th  3:00 PM in the Community Building.   Please meet near the kitchen, dressed and ready to get in line no later than 2:30 P.M. At the end of that style show, results, ribbons and honorable mention certificates will be announced, followed by pictures of those people.
