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Letter to All 4-H Families,

ISU Extension is in the process of restructuring to meet current financial realities. Due to a drastic reduction in state
funds, ISU is making a $ 38.8 million dollar budget reduction for the 2009-2010 fiscal year. Extension is just over
ten percent of that budget and is preparing for a $ 4.15 million dollar reduction. To accomplish that, a restructuring
process is underway that will eliminate all area and county extension education directors, five area offices and area
office administration. Twenty Regional Directors will be put in place and additional reductions will be made within
Extension program departments on campus in the near future. Your Marshall County ISU Extension office will
remain open and available, as well as our county paid staff members and will continue to be at your service.

The Marshall County Extension Council is your nine-member elected council dedicated to the outreach mission of
Extension and the programs that we offer. Our Council has a strong commitment to 4-H programming and offering
opportunities for positive youth development. As the director position is transferred from county to a regional
position, we will make this process as seamless as possible for our 4-H families, clients and partners.

It is important that all of our 4-H families, leaders and members be aware of changes within the state ISU Extension
structure. Again, our commitment to the 4-H program is very strong and our county office staff members and office
will continue to be open and available to strengthen the 4-H program and the work in other program areas. Feel free
to contact our office or council members with questions about the process.

Order of Record Book

Record books will be assembled in
the same order as before. As
follows:

Cover: The cover needs to be an
“official” record book cover (green),
available at the Extension office, or
a 3-ring binder with the same
information listed: Name, Address,
Club Name, County and State

“Face” page: Should include:
(1) Your photo (preferably a head
& shoulder photo)

(2) Your name

(3) the 4-H year (2008-2009, for
example)

(4) Grade—at the beginning of the
4-H year (as of Sept. 15)

(5) Age at the beginning of the 4-H
year (As of Sept. 15)

(6) Club Name

Youth and 4-H Summary: from
the State 4-H website will be used
by all age groups.

e Photos are a great addition to
the Participation Summary
(should be photos of club
activities, not project activit-
ies) AND are a great addition
to each of the project records.

e News clippings of your
participation in club/county 4-
H activities, not related to a
project area.

Please note: The current year’s
summary is stacked on top of the
previous summaries and this section
of the record book stays together as
a unit.

Project Records: Each project
areas’ information should be pre-
ceded by a divider with a tab that
states the project area title.

Project areas should be placed in
record book in alphabetical order
(ex. Aerospace, beef, photography,
visual arts.)

The most recent year’s project work
should be placed on top of the last
years behind the appropriate project
area tab.
