Record books should be assembled in the 

same order as in the past: 

Cover: The cover needs to be an “official” 

record book cover (green), available at the 

Extension office or a green insert page with 

the same information listed: Name, Address, 

Club Name, County & State 
 

Face page:  
*your photo (preferable a head & shoulders  

  view) 

*your name 

*the 4-H year just completed (2008-2009) 

*grade (as of last Sept. 15
th

) 

*age (as of last Sept. 15
th
) 

*club name 
 

Youth and 4-H Summary: from the State 4-

H website should be used by all age groups. 

*photos are a great addition to the Yearly 4-

H Summary and they should be photos of the 

4-H‟er at club activities, not project related. 

*news clippings of your participation in 

club/county/state activities should be placed 

with the Summary. 

NOTE: The current year‟s summary is placed 

on top of the previous summaries and this 

section of the record book stays together as a 

unit. 

Project Records: Each project areas‟ 

information should be preceded by a divider 

with a tab that has the project area written on 

it. 

 

Photos of 4-H‟er working in their project 

area should be included with your project 

record form. 

 

Project areas should be placed in record book 

in alphabetical order (ex. aerospace, beef, 

photography, visual arts) 

 

Be sure to include all the communication 

(conference judging, talking to livestock 

judges, club presentation, club tour, etc), 

citizenship in the project area, leadership 

activities that you participated in, on your 

project record form.
