Swine Weigh-in 
The Marshall County 4-H/FFA Swine Weigh-in will be held on Saturday, April 4th at Nelson Grain 
from 8-11am.   

 

Persons interested in an on-farm weigh- in should contact Tom Hemesath to schedule a time. (485-1438). The fee 
will be $2 per tag and $25 for weighing at your farm. 
 

The maximum weigh-in weight is 75 pounds, so the pigs should be born from mid January to early February. 
 

Derby pigs are classed according to the beginning weigh-in weight, so it is a good idea to have some size variance in 
your pigs so they are not in the same weight class at the fair. This might help prevent siblings from showing against 
each other in the same class.  
 

A maximum of 20 pigs can be weighed-in, tagged and ID’d at $2 per tag.  
 

Any youth or parent who will not be attending the weigh-in with their pigs, must sign a waiver form, which takes the 
place of the signature line on the ID form. The waiver form must accompany the person bringing your pigs to weigh-
in. Forms are available at the Extension office.  
 

 
Sheep/Meat Goat Weigh-in 

The Marshall County 4-H/FFA Sheep and Meat Goat weigh-in is scheduled for Sunday, April 26th from 1-4pm at 
the Eric Edler Farm NW of State Center. Animals will be weighed and tagged for county fair at a cost of $2 per 
head. Sheep and meat goats nominated for state fair must also have retinal images taken. The fee is $5 per head 
(covers county and state fairs). 
 

Sheep and Meat Goats nominated for Ak-Sar-Ben must have DNA pulled for an additional $5 fee per head. 
 

Any youth or parent who will not be attending the weigh-in with lambs/goats must sign a waiver form which 
takes the place of the signature line on the ID form.  The waiver form must accompany the person bringing 
your pigs to weigh-in.  Forms are available at the Extension office.

Beef IDôs:  Itôs just around the corner. Time to start thinking about what you are going to ID on your breeding beef 

ID forms due to the extension office no later then May 15
th

. All breeding heifers, cow-calf projects and any bottle 

calves MUST be IDôd in order to exhibit at the 2009 Central Iowa Fair and also the Iowa State Fair. If you have any 

questions, please feel free to call anyone on the beef committee.  

 

Bottle Calf Class: This will be an Open Class Division. It will still be part of the beef show but will not be limited to 

only clover bud members. It will be open to the entire Marshall Co. Community. All rules in this division will remain 

the same with the exception of the age requirement. It will now be open to all kids who have completed kindergarten 

through the fourth grade. Be sure to include a photo of the youth with their calf, along with the ID form.

 at the fairgrounds the beef committee will be 

holding a workshop for all beef exhibitors. We encourage each exhibitor to bring a calf to the fairgrounds to work on 

and practice with. We will be going over daily care at home, grooming techniques, clipping, and most importantly 

showmanship. We would like to also have a family picnic as well along with a Marshall Co. Jr. Beef meeting. Any 

exhibitor enrolled in a beef project will be receiving a letter in the mail soon with all the details and times. We hope to 

see you ALL there!
