2012 Verification Process

4-H Derby Swine Show

Again for 2012 - 4-H’ers exhibiting market hogs, MUST exhibit a minimum of one (1) derby hog.  If a 4-H’er ONLY shows breeding gilts, derby hogs are not required.  It’s strongly recommended that market hog exhibitors weigh-in a minimum of 2 derby hogs in April to meet the exhibit requirement.  Each exhibitor will be allowed to show a maximum of 12 market/derby pigs at the state fair.  All 12 entries by an exhibitor may be entered in the derby class subject to a limit of six crossbred and six purebred derby pigs.  Or, if 12 pigs are exhibited, one must be derby, and the remaining 11 market hogs must be split so that no more than 6 pigs are crossbred.

Verification Process 
1) All swine – derby, market and breeding - must be verified during the time frame of Saturday, April 21, 2012 through Saturday, April 28, 2012.  For a list of regional sites, go to:  http://www.extension.iastate.edu/4h/projects/livestock/swine.htm 

2) All swine will be tagged, ear notches read, and have a DNA sample taken.
3) Derby pigs only will be weighed.  Pigs weighed on April 21st will have a maximum weight limit of 45 pounds.  If weighed after April 21st, add one pound for each day, resulting in maximum weight of 52 pounds on April 28th.  

4) The cost for the process will be $6 per pig to be collected before leaving the verification site.  All on-farm weigh-ins will be $150.  All checks should be made payable to the Iowa 4-H Foundation.

5) Be sure the ID form is completely and accurately filled out
6) Double-check that ear notches and all other information is written down correctly
7) Accuracy and completeness is the 4-H’ers responsibility
8) State Office staff will transfer the data from the 106 form into 4hOnline, so it’s important everything is correct
9) 4-H’ers will handle all of their own pigs during the verification process.

10) All pigs must be ear notched prior to verification using the national universal ear notching system.  Pigs will also be identified using an official 4-H ear tag, color markings and sex will be recorded.

11) Weighing and the identification/verification process will be supervised by an ISU Extension staff member or their designee. 

12) Each 4-H member will be allowed to nominate and weigh-in a total of 20 crossbred and 20 purebred derby pigs, and 20 crossbred and 20 purebred market pigs.  Pigs may be either barrows or gilts.  A maximum of 10 purebred and 10 commercial breeding gilts may be identified.  Purebred gilts nominated for the derby or market class may also be entered in the breeding gilt division, with final designation during State Fair check-in.

13) Again in 2012, registration papers for all purebred animals MUST be presented at check-in during the Iowa State Fair.  No copies need to be sent to the State 4-H Office prior to State Fair check-in.  The ORIGINAL registration paper, or litter registration from the breed association will be the only documents accepted.  No faxes or copies.  The registration paper MUST be in the 4-H’ers name or show a logical family relationship.    

14) Hogs nominating for Ak-Sar-Ben must go through either your County Extension Office or you may contact Ak-Sar-Ben at, 402-554-9600 to obtain hair DNA envelopes.  No swine will be nominated for Ak-Sar-Ben at spring State Fair weigh-ins.

State Fair Swine and 4hOnline Enrollment System


State 4-H Office staff will enter all weigh-in data from the 106 ID forms into 4hOnline system right after regional weigh-ins occur

If the 4-H’er does not log in and verify, the data will stand as-is after May 15th and no further changes can be made

Reminders for 2012 State Fair


Each market hog exhibitor is required to show a minimum of one (1) derby hog 


Spring beginning weight requirements:


Saturday, Apr. 21 – Max. weight of 45 lbs. for derby pigs


Saturday, Apr. 28 – Max. weight of 52 lbs. for derby pigs


A 1 lb. increase per day allowed based on the above restrictions


Actual State Fair Entry is due July 1st through your County Extension Office.  The April weigh-in only nominates your animals for State Fair eligibility.
