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HAMILTON COUNTY FAIR QUEEN CONTEST RULES 
 

1. Each contestant must be at least 16 years of age and not more than 21 years of age on the first day of the Iowa State 
Fair. 

2. Contestants must never have been married or have had children. 
3. The county fair queen must reside in Hamilton County.  The only exception:  she may reside in an adjoining county if 

the majority of her activities are in Hamilton County. 
4. Each contestant must be an active member of at least one service organization in her community:  i.e. church program 

or group, Girl Scouts, 4-H, FFA, school activities. 
5. Only the County Fair Winner will be eligible to represent Hamilton County at the State Fair Queen Contest.  (Alternates 

will be considered in order of selection in the event the Queen is unable to participate.) 
6. No professional model (one who has had ongoing employment in which modeling was the primary part of the job) is 

eligible to compete. 
7. Any Hamilton County Fair Queen Finalist from past years is not eligible. 
8. Two small photos identical (billfold size head and shoulder pose) must be submitted with your entry form.

RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 1.  Competition for premiums is open to anyone who wishes to enter unless otherwise stated under special rules. 

  2.  The Rules and Regulations should be carefully read by each exhibitor to avoid misunderstandings and especial ly the ru les in each 
department  entered. 

  3.  All articles exhibited must be owned by the person entering same; and to entitle any article other than horses to a cash premium, it must have 
been manufactured, produced, or grown by the person entering it. 

  4.  All open class entries may be made at the office of the secretary starting Monday, July 13, 2009.  Pre-registration is highly recommended but 
entries will be accepted until the times stated in the rules for each department. 

  5.  Should any person enter an article or an animal in a name other than that of the bona-fide owner, the person making such entry shall not be 
allowed a premium should one be awarded. 

  6.  The secretary shall furnish a card to correspond with every entry on the books showing exhibitor number and class number, same to be 
attached to article exhibited.  No animal or article deemed unworthy shall be awarded a premium, nor any barren animal shown in the breeding 
classes. 

  7.  Anything entered in the wrong class must be changed to the proper class at the secretaryôs office BEFORE showing, or the secretary will rule it 
out. 

  8.  Exhibitors must see that articles intended for exhibition in any open class are delivered to the Department Superintendent.  The association will 
not, in any case, provide transportation or be subject to any expense either in delivery or return from the grounds.  The Hamilton County Fair 
Association will use all diligence to secure the safety of the stock and articles after arrival and arrangement on the grounds, but will not be 
responsible for any loss or damage that may occur.  It is particularly desired that exhibitors give their personal attention to their property and at the 
close take charge of it. 

  9.  Open class exhibit building will be open from 10:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. on Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, and Saturday; and 1:00 - 5:00 p.m. on 
Sunday. Exhibits will be released at 5:00 p.m. Sunday.  Commercial exhibits will be open from 6:00 p.m. - 9:00 p.m. on Tuesday; 10:00 a.m. - 9:00 
p.m. Wednesday - Saturday; and 1:00 - 6:00 p.m. on Sunday. 

10.  No articles shall be exhibited in more than one class except in case of livestock.  

11.  No articles or animals shall be removed from the Exposition before the specified release time.  If removed before that time without consent of the 
Superintendent, they shall forfeit any premium that may have been awarded. 

12.  Exhibitors are expected to follow the program promptly in producing the stock when instructed to do so, and any person refusing shall be ruled 
out of competition. 

13.  Any person knowingly misrepresenting the age, breeding, etc. of stock or the manufacturer or production of articles competing for premiums at 
the fair; or any person who shall attempt to interfere with the judges while in discharge of their duty, or who shall afterwards on the premises of the 
association use any disrespectful language with reference to any decisions or awards shall thereby forfeit his right to any premium which might be 
entitled and shall be excluded for one year thereafter. 

14.  No person shall be allowed within the ring except officers of the society, exhibitors at the time only of making the exhibitions, committees, and 
other persons when provided with proper badges. 

AWARDS 

15. The judge will decide which premiums, if any, are to be awarded except as otherwise provided in special rules under the head of departments. 

16.  Exhibitors will be limited to two premiums in each lot. 

17.  All checks must be cashed within 30 days of issue or they will be void. 

GENERAL RULES 

18.  All horses showing for prizes must be exhibited in the designated place or no premiums will be awarded. 

19.  Judges shall report to the Superintendent any exhibitor who shall interfere with the judging.  In cases of any interference the Superintendent may 
demand a proper apology and/or withhold any premium previously awarded and exclude any further entries by such exhibitor in classes yet to be 
judged. 

20.  Judges may withhold first premium if in their judgement the best exhibit in the class is not worthy of a prize.  It is the object of the Association to 
further improvement and the judge may at his discretion award first, second, or third or withhold premiums as he/she may deem proper.  This rule 
will be adhered to even where there is competition. 

21.  Judge should see that the awards are correctly listed.  It is well that the judges see that the Superintendent understands the entering of awards. 

22.  Judges and Superintendents should see that the awards are properly signed before turning the books over to the Secretary. 

23.  Any animal or article must have won first in its class in order to be eligible for Champion.

SUPERINTENDENTS OF DIVISION 

24.  It is the duty of the Superintendents to be on the grounds early in the morning of the first and each succeeding day of the Exposition.  They are 
to be ready to arrange the animals and articles entered for exhibition so as to exhibit to the best advantage to the spectators as well as to the judges. 

25.  Each Superintendent will give instructions to the awarding judge before the latter enters upon his duties. 

26.  It shall be the duty of each Superintendent at the close of the Exposition to make a detailed report to the Secretary of the expense incurred by 
him in his department. 

27.  The Superintendent will assist in locating stalls.  No stalls will be considered taken until paid for. 

JUDGES 

28.  No person shall act as judge in any class in which he or she may be an exhibitor. 

29.  Should any doubt arise as to the irregularity of an entry, or any other important matter that a judge feels incompetent to decide, they must at 
once report the same to the Superintendent of the proper department. 

30.  In case of violation of Rule 14 the judge shall make a written report to the Secretary, who shall bring the matter before the Board of Directors. 

31.  Great care should be taken by the Superintendents in recording the awards in the Judgeôs Books, furnished them by the Secretary, in order that 
no mistakes occur. 

32.  When the awards in any class are made and entered on the Judgeôs Book the report shall be signed by each judge and the books returned to 
the Superintendent of the Department. 

33.  The Association will not be liable for any errors of committees or clerks in placing premiums. ALL PERSONS WILL BE PAID AS SHOWN BY 
THE JUDGESô BOOKS. 
34.  The Fair reserves its Board the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and regulations; and to arbitrarily settle and determine all matters, 
questions, and differences in regard thereto, or connected with or incident to the fair.

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 GENERAL RULES FOR ALL VOAG -FFA 

AND 4-H EXHIBITORS  

1. Entries are open to students who are regularly enrolled in Hamilton 

Vocational Agriculture departments or active FFA members in a 

Hamilton County FFA Chapter, who have retained active 

membership until November 30, following the fourth National FFA 

Convention after graduation from high school, and/or, entries are 

open to bonafide Hamilton County  

4-H members who have filed 4-H Project Enrollments in the 

Extension Office, given a presentation and have attended 75% of 

their local club meetings during the current club year. Entrants failing 

to comply with any of the rules are not eligible to exhibit. 

2. Swine and sheep entries are open to out-of-county townships that 

border Hamilton County for 4-H and FFA members.  Beef and horse 

entries are open to 4-H and FFA members in adjoining counties. 

3.  All entries must be in the Extension Office by 4:00 p.m., 

Friday, June 26, 2009.   

4.  Insofar as possible diligence will be used to insure the safety of all 

animals and articles entered for exhibition, but UNDER NO 

CIRCUMSTANCES  will the Fair Board or Department 

Superintendent be responsible for any loss, injury or damage. 

5.  All entries must be made in the name of the member and be the 

property of the member. 

6.  All exhibitors must have records complete and/or up-to-date at the 

designated time after the fair to be eligible for premium money and to 

be allowed to exhibit at the County Fair.  (VoAg-FFA - October 1st 

and 4-H- September 1st) 

7.  Judges' decisions will be final and awards made on their decisions. 

8.  All exhibitors  are to assist with the care and upkeep of the exhibit 

buildings during the fair.  This will include regular cleanup of all 

exhibit buildings, carry refuse to designate areas. 

9.  Exhibits are to be the outgrowth of project work done during the 

year and not the result of work done in other organizations. 

10.  Each exhibit entered must be a result of a different learning 

experience. 

11.  Exhibits are to be entered and removed at the designated time in 

the schedule of events. 

12.  Rule infractions will be subject to the forfeiture of premiums and 

one-year suspension from showing at the County Fair. 

13.  Officials request that there be no commercial advertising in or 

around 4-H or FFA buildings. 

14. All county fair entries should be identified at a local club 

achievement show, workshop or club tour or an approved alternative 

(contact the Extension Office) prior to the fair. 

15. CONDUCT - Any false representation, interference or 

unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of any exhibitor or his/her 

family to judges or officials will be dealt with by the County Fair 

Board according to the equities of the case.  Any failures to comply 

with rules governing county fair exhibition will be dealt with by the 

County Fair Board.   

16.  It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to know the fair rules. 
 

4-H EXHIBIT BUILDING  

GENERAL RULES  
 

1.  Note fair schedule for entry and judging times.  Exhibitors will 

comply with all general rules and regulations. 

2.  All entries must be received in the County Extension Office no 

later than 4:00 p.m., Friday, June 26, 2009. 

3.  There will be an entry fee of .50 for each exhibit entered. 

4.  Each article exhibited must be the work of an active 4-H member 

(must have attended at least 75% of the club meetings held during the 

year, which may include excused absences.) To be eligible for exhibit 

at the county fair, it is recommended a member be enrolled in the 
project by May 15. 

5.  The work must be an outgrowth of a 4-H project goal and not the 

result of work done that has been evaluated or graded in school or 

other organizations. 

6.  Each exhibit must be the result of a different learning experience. 

7.  Copyright logos, designs, or trademark materials should not be 

used for exhibits on public display at a fair or other setting without 

written permission.  If written permission has been obtained for an 

exhibit in the technique class, it should be included in the written 

support materials of this exhibit.  For display purposes, exhibits will 

then be labeled ñcopyright permission grantedò. 

8.   All entries in the Home Economics Department should be 

identified at a club achievement show, club tour, or an approved 

alternative (contact the Extension Office) prior to the fair.  This is 

recommended for entries in the other departments, but not required.   

9.   Exhibit classes are broad categories.  To plan exhibits, 

4-Hôers can use project guides and manuals and program materials to 

plan goals and learning experiences. 

10.  Exhibits will be evaluated based on memberôs goal and 

will include demonstrated learning, quality of work and 

technique and general appearance and design. 
11.  All 4-H projects are eligible for exhibit at the county fair when 

regulations are followed.   

12.  All exhibits are to be labeled only with the official entry tag.  

The main item of each exhibit must have the entry tag securely and 

prominently attached, additional separate pieces of the exhibit must 

carry the class number and name of exhibitor.   

13.  4-H exhibits will be evaluated through conference judging.  

Each exhibitor should be prepared to discuss with the judge:  

a) the goal which led to the exhibit; b) steps in reaching the goal; 

c) what the 4-Hôer learned; d) ideas or plans for the future based 

on what was learned. 

14.  If a member cannot participate in conference judging (all except 

gardening), each exhibit must have responses written, audio taped or 

videotaped for steps in reaching the goal.   

If these requirements are not met, the ribbon rating will be lowered 

one place.  

15.  If using cassette tape to provide goals and explanations, please 

provide own recorder for playing tape.  If using video tape, please 

notify Extension Office when entering by June 27th.. 

16. ******All exhibits to be considered for State Fair must have 

responses to questions, as listed in #4 of State Fair Rules; written, 

audio taped or videotaped. 

17.  Exhibits selected for State Fair competition must be members 

who have completed 5th through 12th grade during the 2007-08 school 

year, and graduated not before the 2008 year.  Members must have 

completed one or more years in 4-H. The number of exhibits selected 

for exhibition at the Iowa State Fair is based on state quotas which 

are based on the county enrollment. 

18. On any large exhibits selected for state fair, the 4-H'er will be 

responsible for transporting to and from the state fair.

1.  Exhibit classes are broad categories. To plan exhibits, 4-Hôers are 

encouraged to use project guides and manuals and program materials 

to determine goals and learning experiences. Some project manuals 

include specific exhibit suggestions and procedures. An exhibit can 

represent an idea, a part, or all learning involved in the respective 

project or program. 

2.  Exhibits that do not comply with the class description, size 

guidelines, copyright, and safety and approved methods will be 

disqualified and not put on public display. The exhibitor will receive 

written evaluation comments and an explanation on why the exhibit 

was disqualified. Counties will be notified of disqualified exhibits. 

3.  Eligible exhibits are an outgrowth of the 4-Hôerôs participation in 

the selected project or program. An individual or group can do 

exhibits. Exhibits might be, but are not limited to, an actual product, 

poster, display box, report, notebook, model, videotape, 

audiocassette, etc. 

4.  The 4-Hôerôs goal and applicable exhibit standards will form the 

basis of the evaluation process. Evaluation criteria will include 

demonstrated learning, workmanship and techniques, and general 

appearance and design. Exhibitors will receive written evaluation 

comments on the exhibits and a blue, red, or white Iowa State Fair 

exhibitorôs ribbon. [Exception: Historical/Family Heritage class 

exhibits receive certificates.] 

5.  A written explanation, an audiocassette, or videotape is to be 

included as part of each exhibit. The exhibitor should respond briefly 

to the following questions about the exhibit: 

 
a. What was your exhibit goal(s)? 
b. How did you go about working toward your goal(s)? 
c. What were the most important things you learned as you worked 

toward your goal(s)? 
d. What would you like to do in this project area next year? 

 

Å Judges have seven to ten minutes to evaluate the total exhibit. 

The information requested needs to be well organized and 

brief. 

Å Check for additional requirements in exhibit classes for food 

and nutrition, photography, visual art and 4-H 

Historical/Family Heritage and ñLive Healthy Iowaò. 

6.  Age for exhibiting at the Iowa State Fair: 4-H'ers who have 

completed 5th grade through 12th grade (or that equivalent.) 

Exception, see rule #3 for 4-H Historical/Family Heritage class, that 

includes youth and adult(s). 

7.  Each county may enter the assigned number of exhibits; quotas 

are based on county enrollment. (Guidelines for county allocation of 

the quota are included in this Iowa State Fair Handbook, VI-1053-

SAS.) 

8.  Exhibitors must have participated in the project or program from 

which the exhibit is an outgrowth. 

a. The exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done to accomplish a 

goal(s) determined by the member or group during the current 

4-H year. 

b. The exhibit should be selected at a county event. 

c. All entries must be made in the name of the county and 

certified by an Extension staff member. 

9.  No entry fee is required. 

10. Each item in an exhibit must be securely labeled, including the 

name of the county, class number, and exhibitorôs name. Labels 

should be placed on the back of posters, notebooks, and/or cards, on 

the bottom of jars, and in an inconspicuous place on other items. A 

completed Iowa State Fair entry tag should be securely fastened to 

the main item in each exhibit on or near the upper right corner or in 

an easily seen location. Be sure to include the exhibitorôs grade and 
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years of participation in the project/program. Entry tags will be sent 

to each county office from the Iowa State Fair Office. 

11. Due to security, 4-Hôers are discouraged from sending items that 

have special meaning and historical value as the exhibit or part of an 

exhibit. The Iowa State Fair and Iowa State University Extension will 

use diligence to insure the safety of articles entered for exhibition 

after their arrival and placement. However, they will not be 

responsible for damage or loss by fire, theft, etc. 

12. When limited by exhibit space and size and nature of the exhibit, 

the department superintendents reserve the right to rotate exhibits for 

display. Exhibit displays should be in proportion to the main item or 

idea being displayed. If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate 

what was learned, the following maximum size guidelines apply: 

a. Posters and banners are not to exceed standard poster board 

size of 22"x28" or foam core board size of 22"x30". 

Exception: see rule #5 in Communications for Poster Art. 

b. Chart boards, graph boards, project presentation boards, and 

model displays, etc., are not to exceed 4ôx4' in size. Maximum 

size is determined by measuring the flat (unfolded) dimensions. 

c. Display boxes are not to exceed 28"x22" in height or width 

and 12" in depth. 

Exception: See rule #7 for Food and Nutrition exhibits. 

13. Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects) 

should NOT be used in any exhibit. Wildflowers taken from parks 

should NOT be used. It is illegal to possess songbird feathers or 

nests. Game animals "legally taken", such as pheasant, goose, duck, 

or quail are acceptable. Purple loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria) is a 

plant that should not be planted in gardens. It has the potential of 

becoming noxious in Iowa. Other dried established noxious weeds 

are acceptable to use in exhibits. 

14. Duplication of copyright material or design should not be used in 

a 4-H exhibit that is presented as original work by the exhibitor. A 

copyright design cannot be displayed in a public setting (fair) without 

permission being granted from the owner of the copyright. When the 

owner of the copyright has granted permission, the exhibit will be 

displayed and labeled appropriately. Those without permission 

cannot be displayed. 

15. All exhibits, activities and programs must represent appropriate 

safety procedures in the development of the exhibit and during the 

evaluation process. This includes static exhibits and activities 

revolving around the communications program.

GUIDELINES 12, 13, 14, and 15,

CLASS A - 4-H CLOTHING  
 

1.    When application of design elements and art principles must 

be explained, the following guidelines shall be used: 

 a)  Members in grades 4-6 are responsible for  

 application of the design element line or color. 

 b)  Members in grades 7-8 are responsible for 

 application of two design elements. 

 c)  Members in grades 9-12 are responsible only for 

 application of at least one design element and at  

 least one principle of design. 

2.  In this division, a garment may be for someone other than the 

exhibitor. Worn garments may be shown, but must be clean. 

3.  For clothing exhibits, a small safety pin must be used to attach the 

entry tag to the garment. 

4. Garments may be covered with clear plastic bags for exhibition.  

Fold simpler garments for exhibit rather than using a hanger.

     a.  Outfits may be either dressy or casual, such as tailored or      

party clothes, suits, active sportswear, and coats. 

     b.  Undergarments and accessories may be made or selected by the 

members. 

2.  The 4-H'er may exhibit the garment in the clothing exhibits and 

model in the county competition held during the county fair. 

3. The outfit and accessories that will be worn in the State Fashion 

Revue or Clothing Selection may not be entered as a state fair exhibit 

from the county. 

4.   Garments made by members in school are not allowed. 

5.  The 4-H'er selected to participate in State Fashion Revue must 

have been enrolled for three or more years in the Clothing project

3.  4-Hôers selected for State Fair Clothing Selection must be a senior 

4-Hôer and not have represented the county before in the State 

Clothing Selection. 

4.  This event gives young men and women a chance to show their 

skill in selecting and purchasing an outfit for a particular purpose.  

Entries can be made in one of the following three categories: 

   a.  Casual Clothes:  clothes for school or work.  Work may range 

from professional to non-technical and service types. Restaurant, 

sales, hospital (receptionist, nurses' aide), grocery store (from 

manager to stock person), house cleaning, secretary, 4-H volunteer, 

etc. are examples of types of clothes that might suggest casual 

clothes. 

   b.  Sport or Functional Clothes:  clothes that assist with a task or 

activity protect you from the environment or promote safety.  

Clothing may be chosen for a particular sport, i.e. bicycling, 

temperature control situation, or for use in a specific hazardous 

situation, i.e., farming. This clothing may be selected to minimize 

environmental conditions or to help prevent accidental injury.  

Clothing to meet special needs of a handicapping condition fit under 

this category. 

   c. Special Occasion (Dressy) Clothes:  clothing for special events 

(graduation, prom, wedding, etc.). Clothing is chosen to allow 

personal expression with some thought of future use.

CLASS B - 4-H FOOD AND NUTRITION

exhibits must follow these special rules: 

1. The recipe (ingredients, preparation instructions, time, 

temperature) MUST be included for any prepared food exhibit. 

Source of recipe must be credited. 

2. Preserved foods must include the Food Preservation Exhibit 

Label, VI -991201-WB/SAS. Only food processed after August 1. 

2008 is acceptable. 

a. Type of food 

b. Method of preservation 

c. Processing time 

d. Date processed 

e. Source of recipe and/or method of preservation (if a publication, 

include name and date) 

Current USDA and/or Iowa State University guidelines for home 

food preservation methods must be used. (Check at County Extension 

Office for recommended practices or call the ISU Answer Line 1-

800-262-3804 for current researched information.) 

3. Preserved foods exhibits MUST include two (2) product samples. 

One will be opened for evaluation and then discarded. The second 

will be on display and then will be returned to the exhibitor. 

Perishable food products will be discarded when removed from 

display. 

4. Prepared foods should be placed on a firm disposable plate or flat 

cardboard.  (Display 5 individual items or one loaf of bread, one pie, 

etc.)  Place exhibit in a reclosable plastic bag with entry tag fastened 

outside the bag. 

5. Products that require refrigeration (cream fillings, cream pies, meat 

or broth, relish or fruit trays, cheeses, eggs, custards, egg noodles, 

and friendship starters, etc.) are not acceptable entries for the fair. 

These items do not hold up well at room temperature and often pose a 

food safety hazard. Such items will not be accepted, judged, or 

displayed. 

6. Due to safe handling concerns during processing, no meat jerky 

product exhibits are allowed. 

7. All food products and food preparation procedures used, 

illustrated, or described must be unquestionably safe. Any exhibit 

considered being or to portray a food safety risk will not be 

accepted, judged or displayed. 

8. The use of alcoholic beverages in the preparation or production of 

4-H food exhibits is NOT permitted. 

9. If you choose to use a display box, the dimensions are not to 

exceed 10"x12"x14". (The three dimensions can be applied to best 

fit the exhibit size for height, width, or depth.) Posters and other 

display boards must follow size guidelines in General Rule 12. 

10. All food products/exhibits should be appropriate for human 

consumption/nutritional evaluation. 

11. Food Product exhibits must be prepared, baked, or cooked using 

only food grade utensils and containers.

This process evaluation is the only acceptable 

place to exhibit portions of green ware or white ware to provide the 

appropriate surface to illustrate the process techniques being 

explored. Processes could include glazes, paint blending, and surface 

preparation to the final product.  A finished product will only be used 

in the evaluation to determine level of accomplishment of the goal. 

3. A portfolio showing several examples of practicing techniques of a 

medium where you used design ideas from photos, magazines, 

pictures.  You must credit the sources of design ideas. 

4. You may use a series of rubber stamps, stencils, etc. to create a 

design, develop technique or study color and texture.  Detailed 

explanation of the use of the design elements/art principles is 

required.   

5. Create a picture while practicing and improving your technique(s) 

of drawing, shading, blending, etc.  The write-up focuses on the 

techniques practiced to demonstrate skills in applying the design 

elements and/or art principles.

e. The "4-H Photography Exhibit Labelò must be completed and 

attached to each photo exhibit entry.  Tape to back of mounting or 

fold label as appropriate for each exhibit.

   JUNIOR LIVESTOCK DEPARTMENT  
(4-H and VOAG-FFA) 

(ALSO SEE GENERAL RULES IN FRONT OF 4-H SECTION) 

1.  All animals must have been properly enrolled as a 4-H project or 

VoAg-FFA enterprise. 

2.   All Market Beef must have been weighed in by January 15th and 

Market Sheep and Market Meat Goats by May 15th at a designated 

time and site.  All livestock must have been identified on Livestock 

ID and on file at the Extension Office by May 15. 

3.  SUBSTITUTE SHOWMAN  ï Excusing a member from 

personally exhibiting his or her animal(s) defeats the important 

objectives of 4-H/FFA work.  Hence, the management does not 

approve the use of substitute showmen except in extreme cases. 

If a 4-Her or FFA member is injured or is seriously ill at the time of 

the show or is involved in another FAIR activity with a non-flexible 

schedule at which their presence is mandatory (i.e. another livestock 

show, queen contest, quiz bowl, Pride of Iowa) the 4-Her or FFA 

member may submit an application for a substitute showman.  The 

Superintendents will decide on eligibility. The substitute showman 

must be a 4-Her or FFA member eligible to exhibit at the fair, already 

exhibiting in the species, and APPROVED IN ADVANCE OF 

THE SHOW by the superintendents.   

Forms for the approval of substitute showman may be obtained from 

the Extension Office.  These forms must be filled out completely and 

approved IN ADVANCE OF THE SH OW.   If the request is 

approved, the form will be handed to the clerk checking the class into 

the show ring. 

An exhibitor, who has more than one animal in a class, need not 

secure approval for another eligible showman (someone already 

exhibiting in that species) to exhibit one of his/her animals.  

However, it is expected such cases will be brought to the attention of 

the clerk checking animals into the check-in area or show ring.   

No substitution will be allowed for showmanship lots. 
4.    All purebred livestock exhibited in breeding classes must be 

registered and recorded in the exhibitor's name or in partnership with 

parent or guardian prior to the date of showing. 

5.    In the event of two entries in one class or illness of exhibitor, a 

bonafide VoAg-FFA or 4-H member, enrolled per Items 1 and 2 in 

General Rules, may show the animal upon approval of the 

Department Superintendent. 

6.    All animals will be placed on a merit basis into blue, red or white 

ribbon groups.  To be considered for a champion ribbon and/or 

trophy, the animals must receive a blue ribbon and be of 

championship quality (as designated by judge). 

7.   All exhibitors must comply with the general rules and health 

requirements of the Hamilton County Fair. 

8.   Each exhibitor shall wear the official rust-colored Hamilton 

County Exposition T-shirt or a plain white T-shirt, and long pants, 

when exhibiting in  4-H/FFA Shows.  Appropriate shoes (no sandals) 

should be worn.  When exhibiting in strictly 4-H, a 4-H T-shirt can 

be worn.  Entrants failing to comply with any of the rules are not 

eligible to exhibit. 

9.  Showmanship-Only Hamilton Co. exhibitors are eligible to 

participate in showmanship classes. Judging will be according to 

the following criteria, in order of importance: Presenting the animal 

in ring; appearance of animal; appearance and merits of exhibitor; 

showing any other animals; promptness to arena.  The animal brought 

into the ring must be the property of the entrant and must be 

exhibited in a regular livestock class (Market or Breeding). 

10.  All livestock superintendents MUST ADHERE to fair check-

in times. 

11.   Any exhibitor removing livestock from pen or stall prior to 

6:00 p.m. on Sunday will forfeit premiums, will be stripped of any 

titles, and will have a one-year suspension from showing at the 

Hamilton County Fair. 

12.  No straw allowed in any livestock barns. (See Exception)  No 

bedding is allowed in beef or dairy pens. (See Exception)  

EXCEPTION: For health reasons, bedding, including straw, may be 

used for milking Dairy Cows only. Wood chips/sawdust/shavings are 

allowed in the sheep barns.  Sawdust allowed in the horse barns.  

Sawdust or shavings must be used in swine pens. 
13.  Pens must be cleaned and will be checked by Superintendents 

following removal of livestock.  Exhibitors failing to do so will 

forfeit premiums. 

14.  Any artificial means of removing or remedying physical defects 

or conformation in animals exhibited, such as pumping or injecting 

air, will be considered as fraud and deception.  This includes no 

painting (or black adhesive) above the hooves on beef animals.  Fair 

officials do not allow the use of diesel fuel on hogs. All animals 

giving evidence of such treatment will be barred from exhibition at 

the Hamilton County Fair.  The Hamilton County Fair Board will 

make final rulings.  (Exception: False switches will be permitted on 

beef.) 

15.   Entry fees must be paid at the time entries are made or they will 

not be accepted.  No refunds.  See individual Department rules for 

limitations on entries.

1. Iowa 4-H Animal Care & Management disclosure Statements 

for ALL Livestock Animals and Horses WILL BE TURNED IN 

AT THE FAIR UPON CHECK -IN.  (These are to filled out and 

signed ï the forms are available at the Extension Office or on our 

county web-site www.extension.iastate.edu/hamilton 

 2.  No individual health certificates will be required on animals or 

poultry exhibited at a County Fair 4-H and/or FFA exhibition, but 

must be inspected when unloaded or shortly thereafter by an 

accredited veterinarian. Dr. Richard Stribe of Webster City is the 

official veterinarian. 

     POULTRY - All poultry exhibited must come from U.S. 

Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks, or have had a negative 

Pullorum-Typhoid test within 90 days of public exhibition and an 

authorized tester must have performed the test.  If you need to have 

your poultry tested, you can contact the Extension Office for a list of 

licensed testers. 

     Quarantined animals or animals from quarantined herds 

cannot be exhibited. Swine exhibitors must sign an affidavit that 

to the best of his/her knowledge swine dysentery and/or pseudo 

rabies has not been in evidence in their herd for the past 12 

months. 

     Evidence of warts, ringworm, foot rot, pink eye, draining 

abscesses or any other contagious or infectious condition will 

eliminate the animal from the show. 
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     All swine must be consigned directly to a slaughter establishment 

from the exhibition. 

    The decision of the official show veterinarian will be final. 

 

                          HERDSMANSHIP DIVISION  

Herdsmanship will be judged twice a day, everyday during the 

county fair.  Barns will be judged 1 hour after weigh-ins are 

completed and 1 hour after each livestock show is completed.  Since 

a fair is an educational event for all people of the county, it is 

necessary that the barns and other exhibit places be kept clean, neat 

and well cared for.

Clean, groomed, as comfortable as possible, securely tied or penned 

in correct pen, and animals correctly fed and watered. 
 

REMEMBER : ALL Pens, Stalls, Alleyways and Overall Barns will 

be judged after the Junior Livestock Auction on MONDAY, July 27, 

2009.  Clubs who do not leave their area in an orderly manner will 

have to respond to the Hamilton County Fair Board enforcements. 
    
The overall objective of "Herdsmanship" is to encourage 

exhibitors to present their livestock, alley, and pen area to fair 

goers in an attractive and appealing manner. 
 

Enforcement of these rules will be carried out with the following 

procedures: 

1. A Warning will be issued for the 1st violation.  A special 

sticker being placed on their exhibitor card will give 

exhibitors a warning.  These stickers may not be removed 

under any circumstances; records will be kept as to who 

receives them. 

2. If a second Warning has to be issued to the exhibitor, they 

will lose their premium money. 

3. A third Warning will result in a meeting with the barn 

superintendent, an extension staff personnel, the 

herdsmanship judge, and a 4-H & Youth Committee 

member, the exhibitor and his/her parent(s).  Final result 

could be being barred from the 2008 Hamilton County Fair.
