Now is the time to put all your information together for your
record keeping! REMEMBER a project is MORE than an
EXHIBIT!H!

For each project area include:
Project goals and accomplishments
Material used
Project meetings attended and what you learned at them
Leadership or citizenship skills you used
Financial summary
New skills or ideas learned
How you plan to build on the new skills & ideas learned for

future use
Add pictures of you doing your project
Project worksheets if applicable (market animals, breeding
animals, horticulture, poultry, pets, rabbits, dog, horse,
photography etc.)

Do you have trouble remembering the difference
between a project and an exhibit?

A Project: A project is the topic or area that you want to
learn more about. This is what you signed up for on your
enroliment form (like Aerospace, Home Improvement, Beef,
Sheep, Woodworking, Clothing, Photography, Food &
Nutrition, etc.) When you fill out your project sheets be sure
to include all the things you did in that area not just your
fair exhibit. Example - in foods have you prepared meals,
snacks, helped serve meals at special community events,
prepared food for a picnic, grocery shopped, done a
presentation in the food area, etc.

An Exhibit: An exhibitis one example of what you have
learned in the project area during the year. Hopefully you

have done a variety of things besides your exhibit.
