Clover Kid Dog Show 

There will be a Clover Kid Dog Fun Show again this year at fair.  In order to participate, you will need to at-
tend dog obedience classes.  There is a meeting on June 2nd at 5:30 pm by Bob Williams Arena.  Classes 
also begin on June 2nd after the informational meeting.  You must bring a parent and your dog’s vaccination 
papers on June 2nd.  Dog Identification Report form is due to the Extension Office by May 15th before 5 pm.   
Dog Identification Report forms will not be accepted after the above date.                            

Bottle/Bucket Calf 
If you are in grades 1-3, you are eligible to show a Bucket Calf at the fair.  Each child will need to have their 
own calf to care for and bring to exhibit at fair.  There will be a project guide to complete as well.  Calves 
must be born between March 1st and May 31st of 2008.   

Clover Kids will weigh-in their calves on Saturday, June 6th from 9:00-10:30 am at the Story County Fair-
grounds.  Calves will be brought to the fair on Saturday, July 25th and taken home on Wednesday, July 29th.  

Exhibitors must complete the Clover Kid Entry Form (enclosed in newsletter) to the Extension Office by June 
26, 2009. 

Sheep, Goat and Swine Fun Shows 
Clover Kids in grades 1-3 can participate in fun shows this year for Goats, Sheep and Swine.  For these 
shows you will not need to bring your own animal to the fair.  Anyone who would like to participate should 
indicate so on the fair entry form which is enclosed in this newsletter or you can find it in the 2009 Fair Book 
that is available on the Story County Extension website  www.extension.iastate.edu/story 

Clover Kid Lamb Project 
Clover Kids in grades 1-3 have the opportunity to participate in the Clover Kid Lamb project.  This project is 
very similar to the Bottle/Bucket Calf program in that each child cares for their animal and then exhibits  dur-
ing the fair.  There will be interviews with adult volunteers and a record keeping form to complete.   

Clover Kids will identify their lambs on Saturday, June 6th from 9:00-10:30 am at the Story County Fair-
grounds.  Lambs will be brought to the fair on Friday, July 24th and taken home on Wednesday, July 29th. 

There will be two educational workshops for the Clover Kid Lamb project this year.  The dates are as follows: 
June 28 and July 12.  The workshops will be held on the Story County Fairgrounds in Nevada.  Please call 
the office at (515)382-6551 for more details or if you plan to attend.
