"How much should the cash rent increase?" has been a much-asked question this year. Setting a cash rent in
stable times is hard enough. Setting a cash rent with higher prices for corn and soybeans and increasing land
values is even more difficult. Input costs, such as seed and equipment, are rising dramatically.

lowa State University (ISU) Extension and Farm Bureau is offering two Farm Land Leasing workshops on
Thursday, August 21, at 1:30 p.m. and again at 6:30 p.m. at the Holiday Inn-Amana on 1-80. You may attend
either session. Jim Jensen and Bob Wells, ISU Extension Field Ag Economists, will be the presenters.
According to Jensen, "The 2008 Cash Rental Survey shows increases in all land classes for the last year.”
They will be discussing land values, leasing practices, crop share leases and lead an interactive discussion on
methods to calculate a fair cash rent. Jensen stated, "The most frequent stumbling block for setting a cash
rental rate is knowing the expected yield. A soil analysis program called “Soilview” can be used to get the
expected yields of the farm and then plug that information into a spreadsheet from the Ag Decision Maker"
web site. Use of those tools will be discussed.

The Farm Land Leasing workshop costs $20 per person, and includes the 2008 Farm Leasing Arrangement
booklet, copies of the presentation, and refreshments.

STATEWIDE RE-SHOW OF THE 2008 COMMERCIAL MANURE
APPLICATOR TRAINING SCHEDULED FOR WASHINGTON COUNTY

Commercial manure applicators who have not fulfilled their 2008 manure applicator certification training
requirements can attend the three hours of annual continuing instruction required to maintain their manure
applicator certification on Wednesday, Aug. 20, from 9 a.m. to noon. lowa State University (ISU) Extension
and the lowa Department of Natural Resources (DNR) will conduct a statewide re-show of the 2008
Commercial Manure Applicator Satellite Downlink at that time. There is no fee to attend the workshop which
will be held at the Washington County Extension Office.

Commercial manure applicators who have not completed their 2008 training and those wanting to certify for
the first time should attend. The workshop will provide the required three hours of annual training and will
cover applicator rules, recordkeeping requirements, road and transportation issues by the lowa Department of
Transportation, and a review of manure spills and prevention and mitigation strategies.

Applicators unable to attend the program on Aug. 20 need to schedule time at the Extension office to watch
the training videotape. If attending the re-show of the satellite program or watching the three-hour tape is not
convenient, commercial applicators may contact their local DNR field office to schedule an appointment to
take the certification exam to meet certification requirements.

Commercial manure applicators who have already completed training for 2008 are not required to attend.

The coalition, made up of pork producers, packers/processors, restaurants and food retailers,
dedicated itself to finding a food-industry solution that would give confidence to consumers that U.S. pork is
produced in a way that respects animal well-being. PQA Plus™ merges the food safety and animal well-being
concepts of the original PQA program into three steps: individual certification through education, farm site
assessment, and the opportunity for audit that gives customer credibility.

PROGRAM GUIDELINES, ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION

Pork producers with current Pork Quality Assurance™ (PQA) Level 111 certification should be aware that the
PQA™ program has been revamped and expanded to include an animal well-being assessment. Because of
this new structure and the renaming of the program to PQA Plus™, all existing PQA™ certifications will not
be renewed at the end of the certification period. The lowa Pork Industry Center and lowa State University
Extension are teaming up to provide necessary certification training for producers.

NITROGEN MANAGEMENT TOUR -AUGUST 20

lowa State University Extension & Linn Cooperative will present a nitrogen management tour on the Bob
McArthur farm west of Whittier the evening of August 20. The record flooding in 2008 has increased
concerns about nitrogen fertilizer losses in area corn fields, according to Jim Fawcett, ISU Extension Field
Agronomist. Research and demonstration plots at the site of the tour include both fall and spring nitrogen
applications, with and without nitrogen stabilizers, with nitrogen rates from 0 to 200 Ib/A, says Fawcett. Dr.
John Sawyer, ISU Extension Soil Fertility Agronomist, will discuss the future direction of nitrogen
management at the tour. A free meal will be available at 5:30 p.m., courtesy of Syngenta and DOW, with the
tour following the meal.

RAPID INCREASE IN SOYBEAN APHID NUMBERS REPORTED IN
SOME AREAS OF IOWA

AMES, lowa -- Soybean aphid numbers have increased dramatically in some lowa soybean fields, especially
in northern lowa, and are reaching levels where there will be an economic benefit from the application of
insecticides, according to an lowa State University Extension entomologist.

Jon Tollefson, ISU professor of entomology, said lowa has been experiencing heavy aphid infestations during
odd numbered years such as 2005 and 2007. The even numbered years have had lower aphid numbers. He said
“the weather this year, however, has been somewhat atypical. There were frequent rains, with the totals now
reaching the total typically had in a whole year. We also have been having a summer that has been rather cool.
This cool weather is very favorable to soybean aphid reproduction and increased numbers in our soybean
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crop.” Minnesota experienced the increase the week before last and ISU Extension released an alert last week
in the Integrated Crop Management News that encouraged soybean fields to be closely watched for aphid
invasions and increases.

By this week extensive economic infestations of soybean aphids were reported in northwest lowa with some
economic infestations in northeast and north central lowa, Tollefson said. “There is the possibility with the last
several days of very hot and humid weather that the aphid increases will slow down. However, you should not
wait to see if the weather stops the aphid increase. Walk your beans and look at the upper trifoliate leaves for
aphids,” he advised. If aphids are present, sample them by counting the aphids on the plants. If there is an
average of more than 250 aphids per plant in a field, apply an insecticide to it. There is also a ‘speed scouting’
technique that requires less time.

Speed Scouting: When aphids are found, estimate the population size per plant. Count all the aphids on
several leaves and the plant terminal to establish what 100 or 250 aphids look like and then use this as a
mental reference for gauging populations on other plants. Tollefson said a quicker scouting method, called
speed scouting, has been developed at the University of Minnesota, described at
http://www.soybeans.umn.edu/crop/insects/aphid/aphid_sampling.htm. Speed scouting uses the number of
infested plants (40 or more aphids per plant equal an infested plant) as a guide for determining whether an
insecticide application is justified. This is not a new threshold but rather a sampling tool that helps determine
if the soybean aphid population within a field is above the 250 aphid per plant threshold.

ISU Extension offers several resources to assist soybean producers with aphid management. The ISU
Entomology Soybean Aphid Web site, http://www.soybeanaphid.info, is produced and maintained by Matt
O'Neal in ISU Entomology focused on soybean aphid. It includes links to local and regional soybean aphid
information. The Web site includes links to insecticide evaluation reports from 2005-2007 for soybean aphid
management; a thorough description of soybean aphid biology and distribution; Integrated Crop Management
Newsletter articles on soybean aphids; and other resources. Two new publications directly addressing
soybean aphid are now available from ISU Extension county offices or directly from the ISU Extension store,
www.extension.iastate.edu/store. They are Soybean Aphid Management Field Guide, 2008, CSI-11, and Speed
Scouting Soybean Aphids, CSI-15. Both are available free, supported by a grant from the lowa Soybean
Association.
