Bits & Bytes

What is the best way to store left-over flower and vegetable seeds? PCMG Mary Belieu passes this
along: If stored properly, the seeds of many vegetables and flowers will remain viable (alive) for
two or three years. Ideal storage conditions are cool and dry. It is generally best to keep the
seeds in their original packets. Fold over the ends of open seed packets, then place the surplus
seeds in a tightly sealed jar or plastic lidded coffee can. Place one or two tablespoons of
powdered milk in a small envelope and place the envelope in the container. The powdered milk
will absorb the moisture from the air inside the container and keep the seeds dry. Place the
tightly sealed container in the refrigerator or other cool location.

From Master Gardener Ann Bublitz: | thought it might be good to make the local MGs aware of the
new lowa Food Cooperative that has been formed: www.iowafood.org. This is a group of
producers that has just started to allow people to order food from them on a monthly

basis. Order cycles open on the first of the month, close on the second Thursday of the month
and delivery day is held on the third Thursday of the month. There is a fee to join.

Many of these producers have participated in the DSM Farmers Market in the summer and all of
the food and non-food items are from the surrounding area. They don't have the variety of
products of a farmers market yet, but an increasing choice. More information, including items
available for purchase, is available on their website, www.iowafood.org.
