Any FFA member living in East 
Pottawattamie County who attends school outside the county must have the approval of his or her 
instructor stating that this is the only County Fair the member will be participating in as an FFA member.

PROVIDED BY THE FAIR BOARD’S DIRECTORS 
 
A special camping area for the 4-H and FFA, or any other persons associated with the fair activities, will 
be available during the Pottawattamie County Fair.  A fee of $15/day will be paid to the Fair Board 
Secretary at the time of registering.  The registration form must be posted on the camper unit so that it 
is visible to night guards at all times.  UNREGISTERED CAMPERS will not be allowed in the area.  The 
night guards have complete supervision of the campers during their stay.  Campers under age 16 must 
have an adult chaperone.

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GENERAL EXHIBIT RULES 
NON-LIVESTOCK 4-H AND YOUTH PROJECTS 

EACH 4-H’ER CAN ONLY TAKE FOUR SELECTED EXHIBITS TO STATE FAIR 

General Guidelines and Information 
1. Exhibit classes are broad categories.  To plan exhibits, 4-H’ers are encouraged to use project 

Hot Sheets to determine goals and learning experiences.  Some project manuals include specific 
exhibit suggestions and procedures.  An exhibit can represent an idea, a part, or all learning 
involved in the respective project or program.   

 

2. Exhibits that do not comply with the class description, size guidelines, copyright, safety, and 
approved methods will be disqualified and not put on public display.  The exhibitor will receive 
written evaluation comments and an explanation on why the exhibit was disqualified.  Counties 
will be notified of disqualified exhibits.  Exhibitors are encouraged to use project tip sheets for 
additional information about specific exhibit evaluation standards. 

 

3. Eligible exhibits are an outgrowth of the 4-H’er’s participation in the selected project or 
program.  Exhibits can be done by an individual or group.  Exhibits might be, but are not limited 
to, an actual product, poster, display box, report, notebook, model, video tape, audio cassette, 
etc. 

 

4. The 4-H’er’s goal and applicable exhibit standards will form the basis of the evaluation process.  
Evaluation criteria will include demonstrated learning, workmanship and techniques, and 
general appearance and design.  Exhibitors will receive written evaluation comments on the 
exhibits and a blue, red, or white Iowa State Fair exhibitor’s ribbon.   

 

5. A written explanation, audio recording, or video recording is to be included as part of each 
exhibit.  The exhibitor should respond briefly to the following questions about the exhibit: 

a. What was your exhibit goal (s)? 
b. What steps did you take to learn or do this? 
c. What were the most important things you learned as you worked toward your goal(s)? 

i. Judges have seven to ten minutes to evaluate the total exhibit.  The information 
requested needs to be well organized and brief.   

ii. Check for additional requirements in exhibit classes for food and nutrition, 
photography, visual art and 4-H Historical/Family Heritage and Go the Distance 
classes. 

 

6. Due to security, 4-H’ers are discouraged from sending items that have special meaning and 
historical value as the exhibit or part of an exhibit.  The Iowa State Fair and Iowa State 
University Extension will use diligence to insure the safety of articles entered for exhibition 
after their arrival and placement.  However, they will not be responsible for damage or loss by 
fire, theft, etc. 

 

7. When limited by exhibit space and size and nature of the exhibit, the department 
superintendents reserve the right to rotate exhibits for display.  Exhibit displays should be in 
proportion to the main item or idea being displayed.  If the exhibitor chooses a display to 
illustrate what was learned, the following maximum size guidelines apply: 

 
 

8. If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate what was learned: 

 Posters may not exceed 24” x 36” in size. 
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 Chart boards, graph boards, project presentation boards, model displays, etc., may not 
exceed 48” x 48” in size. Maximum size is determined by measuring the flat (unfolded) 
dimensions. 

 Display boxes may not exceed 28” x 22” in height or width and 12” in depth.  
 

9. Chart boards, graph boards, project presentation boards, and model displays, etc., are not to 
exceed 4’x4' in size.  Maximum size is determined by measuring the flat (unfolded) dimensions.   

 

10. Display boxes are not to exceed 28"x22" in height or width and 12" in depth.   
 

11. Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects) should NOT be used in any 
exhibit.  Wildflowers taken from parks should NOT be used.  It is illegal to possess songbird 
feathers or nests.  Game animals "legally taken", such as pheasant, goose, duck, or quail are 
acceptable.  Purple loosestife (Lythrum salicaria) is a plant that should not be planted in 
gardens.  It has the potential of becoming noxious in Iowa.  Other dried established noxious 
weeds are acceptable to use in exhibits.  

 

12. Duplication of copyright material or design should not be used in a 4-H exhibit that is presented 
as original work by the exhibitor.  A copyright design cannot be displayed in a public setting 
(fair) without permission being granted from the owner of the copyright.  When the owner of 
the copyright has granted permission, the exhibit will be displayed and labeled appropriately.  
Those without permission cannot be displayed.   

 

13. All exhibits, activities and programs must represent appropriate safety procedures in the 
development of the exhibit and during the evaluation process.  This includes static exhibits and 
activities revolving around the communications program. 

 

14. Judging times for clubs will be provided. 
 

State Fair Exhibitors 

1. 4-H'ers who have completed 5th grade through 12th grade (or that equivalent.) are eligible 
to exhibit at the Iowa State Fair. Exception: Group exhibits from an entire club may include 
4th grade members. 

 
2. Eligible exhibits are an outgrowth of work done as a planned part of the 4-H‘ers participation 

in 4-H projects or programs during the current 4-H year. Exhibits can be done by an 
individual or group and may represent all or part of the learning in the project or program. 

 
3. Exhibits that do not comply with the class description, size guidelines, copyright restrictions, 

safety and approved methods will be disqualified and not put on public display.  
 
4. If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate what was learned: 

 Posters may not exceed 24‖ x 36‖ in size.  

 Chart boards, graph boards, project presentation boards, model displays, etc., may not 
exceed 48‖ x 48‖ in size. Maximum size is determined by measuring the flat (unfolded) 
dimensions.  
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 Display boxes may not exceed 28" x 22" in height or width and 12" in depth.   
 
5. Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects), or songbird feathers and 

nests may NOT be used in any exhibit. 
 
6. Copyrighted materials and designs may not be used in an exhibit that is presented as 

original work by the exhibitor. Exhibitors must include permission from the copyright 
holder/owner when using copyrighted materials. Exhibitors must give proper credit to the 
original source of all materials/designs used in exhibits. (See also special rules for Visual 
Arts and general copyright information for 4-H‘ers.) 
 

7. The 4-H‘er‘s goal and applicable exhibit standards will form the basis of the evaluation 
process.  Evaluation criteria will include demonstrated learning, workmanship and 
techniques, and general appearance and design. Exhibitors will receive written evaluation 
comments on the exhibits and a blue, red, or white Iowa State Fair exhibitor‘s ribbon. Refer 
to exhibit class evaluation rubrics for detailed evaluation criteria in each class. Rubrics are 
located on each 4-H project page at http://www.extension.iastate.edu/4h/projects   
 

8. A written explanation, audio recording, or video recording is to be included as part of each 
exhibit. The exhibitor should respond briefly to the following questions about the exhibit: 

 What did you plan to learn or do? (What was your exhibit goal(s)?) 

 What steps did you take to learn or do this? 

 What were the most important things you learned? 
 
***Check for additional requirements in exhibit classes for food and nutrition, photography, and 

visual art classes. 
 
9. All judges‘ decisions are final.  

 
10.  Each item in an exhibit must be securely labeled, including the name of the county, class 

number, and exhibitor‘s name.   
 
11. No entry fee is required. The exhibit should be selected at a county event. All entries must 

be made in the name of the county and certified by an Extension staff member. 
 
12. All exhibits must reach the 4-H Exhibits Building on entry day, Tuesday, August 9. 

Exceptions: Exhibitors participating in alternative evaluation/educational learning 
experiences will enter exhibits as determined for program participation. 

 
13. All exhibits must remain until Sunday, August 21, and checked out with the department 

superintendents before being removed from the 4-H Exhibits Building.  RELEASE TIME 
7:00 PM – 8:30 PM, Sunday, August 21, or Monday, August 22, 9:00-11:30 AM.  All persons 
picking up (one or more) exhibits must adhere to this schedule and county assigned time.

ANIMALS  
 
510 Animal Science  
An exhibit (other than the animal itself) that shows the learning about a large or small animal 
including beef, dairy cattle, dairy goats, dogs, horse & pony, meat goats, pets, poultry, rabbits, 
sheep and swine.  Ownership of any animal is not required.   
 
520 Veterinary Science 
An exhibit that shows learning about keeping animals healthy. 
 
 
AGRICULTURE AND NATURAL RESOURCES 
 
530 Crop Production 
An exhibit that shows learning about the growth, use, and value of field crops.  
 
540 Environment and Sustainability 
An exhibit that shows the connections between humans and their environment including energy, 
stewardship, conservation, entomology, fish and wildlife, or forestry. Includes collections.  
 
550 Horticulture 
An exhibit that shows learning about the growth, use, and value of plants, small fruits, vegetable 
and flower gardens, and landscape design.  (Garden crops and herbs are exhibited in classes in 
the 4-H Horticulture Department under 4-H Livestock.) 
 
560 Outdoor Adventures 
An exhibit that shows learning about backpacking, biking, camping, canoeing, fishing, hiking or 
other outdoor activities. 
 *Special Award to top ATV Safety Exhibit in 2011 
 
570 Safety and Education in Shooting Sports 
An exhibit that shows learning about safe and responsible use of firearms and archery 
equipment or wildlife management.  (The exhibit may not include actual firearms; archery 
equipment allowed if tips are removed from arrows). 
 *Special Award to top SESS Exhibit in 2011 
 
590 Other Agriculture and Natural Resources 
An exhibit that shows learning about agriculture or natural resources and does not fit in any of 
the classes listed above.

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CREATIVE ARTS 
 
610 Music 
An exhibit that shows learning about musical performance, composition and arrangements, 
instruments, musical styles or history.   
 
620 Photography 
An exhibit, either photo(s) or an educational display, that shows learning about photography 
from choosing a camera to modifying your photo.  Still photos only, not video.  

Photography Special Rules: 
1. Photographs may be either black and white or color. They may be processed from 

negatives, slides, or digital cameras and computer manipulation programs. Photographs 
must have been taken since your county fair of the previous year. 

2. Mounted photos can be (a) flush-mounted [no board showing] on mounting board, or (b) 
with mount borders [window mat or flat mount directly on board]. Exhibitors may cut their 
own mounting boards, use ready-cut window mats or have matting done professionally. 
4-Hers are responsible for design decisions such as border, color and size. Framed 
photographs (including floating frames) will not be judged. 

3. Non-mounted photos may be exhibited in a clear plastic covering. 
4. A series is a group of photographs or slides [3 to 5] that are related or tell a step-by-step 

story. Photographs must be mounted together in story order or sequence. Slides should 
be numbered. 

5. Digitally altered photos should include a copy of the photo before changes. 
6. Subject matter of photographs must be in good taste and be appropriate for public 

display in a 4-H setting.

630 Visual Arts  
An exhibit that shows learning through original art, exploration of an art technique, or study of 
any other visual arts topic. 

Visual Arts Special Rules: 
1. Exhibits made from kits or preformed molds will not be accepted. Exception: Preformed 

molds (greenware, whiteware) may be used to provide the appropriate surface for a 
process technique or application of original design. 

2. If the exhibit is a finished art object, the source or inspiration of the design, design 
sketches, or other process for creating the object and design must be included. 

3. Original works of art must be a creative expression of a design unique to the artist, or 
represent a significant modification to an existing design to make a new and original 
statement by the artist. 

4. Exhibition of derivative works created by a 4-H’er is prohibited without the written 
permission of the original copyright holder/owner. Use of copyrighted or trademarked 
designs, images, logos, or materials in 4-H visual arts exhibits is prohibited unless 
written permission has been obtained from the copyright or trademark holder/owner. For

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FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCES 
 
710 Child Development  
An exhibit that shows learning about children. Examples: child care, growth and development, 
safety and health, children with special needs, and careers in child development.  
 
720 Clothing and Fashion 
An exhibit that shows learning about style, fashion, design, thrifty spending, wardrobe planning, 
types of fabrics, and clothing care. Exhibits may include constructed or purchased clothing and 
accessories. 
 
730 Consumer Management  
An exhibit that shows learning through savvy budgeting, comparison shopping, money 
management, and consumer rights and responsibilities.  
 
740 Food & Nutrition 
An exhibit that shows learning through cooking, baking, eating and choosing healthy foods, 
including safety practices.  Exhibits may include prepared products or educational displays. See 
also 4-H 3023 ―Inappropriate Food Exhibits for Iowa 4-H Fairs‖ for additional information 
regarding prepared and preserved food products. 

Food & Nutrition Special Rules 
1. Any exhibit considered to be a food safety risk or portray a food safety risk will not be 

accepted, judged or displayed. 
2. All food products/exhibits should be appropriate for human consumption. 
3. Food product exhibits must be prepared, baked or cooked using only food grade 

utensils and containers. 
4. Products that require refrigeration will not be accepted, judged or displayed. 
5. Meat jerky products are prohibited. 
6. The recipe must be included for any prepared food exhibit; credit the source of the 

recipe. 
7. Preserved foods must include the Food Preservation Exhibit Label. Only food 

processed after August 1, 2010 is acceptable. Current USDA and/or Iowa State 
University guidelines for home food preservation must be used. 

8. Preserved food exhibits must include two product samples. One will be opened for 
evaluation and discarded; the second will be placed on display and returned to the 
exhibitor. All perishable food products will be discarded when removed from display. 

9. Prepared foods should be placed on a firm disposable plate or flat cardboard. Place 
food product exhibit in a reclosable plastic bag with entry tag fastened outside the 
bag. 

10. The use of alcoholic beverages in the preparation or production of 4-H food exhibits 
is NOT permitted.

An exhibit that shows learning through food choices, safe activities and skills such as first aid 
and CPR, careers, and healthy lifestyle choices.  
 
760 Home Improvement 
An exhibit that shows learning in planning, improving and caring for your home living space. 
Exhibits may include new or refinished/reclaimed/restored items. 
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770 Sewing and Needle Arts 
An exhibit that shows learning and skill in sewing, knitting, crocheting, or other needle arts, the 
use and care of fabrics and fibers, or the construction of clothing and other items.   
 
790 Other Family and Consumer Science 
An exhibit that demonstrates learning about a family and consumer science topic that does not 
fit any previous Family & Consumer Science class listed 
PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT 
 
810 Citizenship 
An exhibit that shows learning about or contributing to your community, your country or your 
world. 
 
820 Communication 
An exhibit that shows learning about written, oral, and visual communication skills in their many 
forms.  
 
830 Leadership 
An exhibit that shows learning about leadership skills and influencing others in a positive way. 
 
890 Self-Determined 
An exhibit that shows learning as part of your 4-H adventure and does not fit any other class.  
 
SCIENCE, ENGINEERING & TECHNOLOGY 
 
910 Digital Storytelling 
Any exhibit that demonstrates the application of technology to produce a creative 
movie/film/video. Exhibits may include a finished movie or video, creation of a detailed 
storyboard, editing techniques using digital video software, production techniques, or other 
display to share what was learned. Copyright permission must be obtained for any non-original 
material included as part of a film/movie/video. 
 
920 Mechanics 
Any exhibit that shows skills or learning in automotive, electrical, small and large engines, 
tractors, welding, and restoration.  
 
 *Special Award to top ATV Safety Exhibit in 2011 
 
930 Woodworking 
Any exhibit that shows learning about wood, woodworking techniques, and safe uses of 
woodworking tools and machines. Exhibits may include newly constructed or 
refinished/reclaimed/restored wood items.  
 
940 Science, Engineering & Technology 
Any exhibit that shows learning about or helps explain how science and technology help us 
interact with the world. Topics include aerospace, biological and chemical sciences, computers 
& networking, earth & climate, geospatial mapping (GPS/GIS), robotics, or any other application 
of Science, Engineering, or Technology.  
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Pie Baking Contest 

 

 
 

1. Any 4-H youth may participate.  Youth in grades 4
th

 and above may be judged.  Youth in 

grades K-3 may participate with an adult as for safety and assistance and will receive a 

participation ribbon. 

 

2. Judging will be in three divisions: Junior, Intermediate, and Senior.  A top winner will 

be selected for each division.  All participants will be awarded ribbons. 

 

3. Members must notify the Extension Office by June 17th to enter the contest.  Scheduling 

for contestants will be done prior to the event. 

 

4. Contestants should bring all supplies needed to create their pies, including pans, hot pads, 

utensils, etc.   

 

5. The pie must be ANY 9-inch, two-crust, FRUIT pie.  The recipe is to be included and a 

copy given to staff following judging.   

 

6. Contestants may bring the fruit pared and sliced or pitted.  Any other ingredients may be 

pre-measured.  Pies are to be in a 9-inch disposable pie tin. 

 

7. Contestants will be responsible for baking their pies from start to finish. 

 

8. Contestants will be responsible for cleaning up their working areas before they leave the 

building.  (Bring something to place under your pie during baking in case of spills or be 

prepared to clean your oven at the end of the day.) 

 

9. Judging will take place once all of the pies have baked and allowed to cool. 

 

10. Pies will be judged against a uniform evaluation.  Judges evaluation is on the back of this 

sheet. 

 

11. The contest will be held at the A.H.S.T. High School Home Ec. Room starting at 8:00 

AM on Thursday, July 21. Schedules will be sent to homes prior to fair.

b. A preparation room is to be used with one contestant per speaking site admitted 
initially and one additional contestant per speaking site admitted each ten minutes as 
the contest progresses. A contestant may not leave the preparation room until it is 
time to speak, nor may a contestant receive help from a parent, leader, other adult, or 
any other youth.

c. All reference material will be screened by a contest official on the following basis: 
(1) Contestants may bring his/her own books, magazines, or newspaper clippings for 
reference during the thirty minutes of preparation. 
(2) Reference material must be printed material such as books or magazines (cannot 
be notes, outlines, or speeches prepared by the contestant or by another person 
for the purpose of use for this contest). 
(3) Some relevant reference material will be available in the preparation room. This 
material will consist of historical material related to the 4-H program.

d. Each speech shall be the result of the 4-H‘ers own effort using approved reference 
material which contestant may bring to the 
preparation room. No other assistance 
may be provided. Plain 3"x5" note cards will be 
provided each contestant in the 
preparation room. If notes are used, the 3"x5" 
note cards provided must be used in 
delivering the speech. 
e. Only notes made during the preparation 
period may be used. 
f. Each speech shall be not less than four or 
more than six minutes, with five minutes 
additional time allowed for related questions which shall be asked by the judge. The 
contestant will be shown time cards in an ascending order (1, 2, 3, 4, 5) by the 
timekeeper. "Stop" will be used at six (6) minutes. 
g. Each contestant will be introduced by a contest time keeper by name and the county 
he/she represents and the contestant will be expected to introduce his/her speech by 
title only. 
h. Contestants are not permitted to use any props, gadgets, posters or audio-visuals of 
any sort. A podium will not be available. 
5. Speeches will be evaluated using the following criteria:

(2) Knowledge of the subject 
(3) Organization of material 
(4) Power of expression 
(5) Voice 
(6) Stage presence 
(7) General effect 
(8) Response to questions 
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6. A judge‘s critique/conference with each participant will be included as a part of the 
contest. 

Seals of Merit will be 
presented to those giving outstanding speeches. Seals of Excellence will be presented 
to those giving superior speeches.

1. Entries are due June 17, 2010. Entry and Bedding Fee must be paid at the time of sending entry into 

the Extension Office.  See the particular department for fee.  NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
2. Swine must be in place by 8:00 P.M. on Wednesday, July 20.  Sheep, Market Beef, Breeding Beef, 

Bottle/Bucket Calf, and Dairy must be in place by 11:00 A.M. on Thursday, July 21, Cow-Calf, Feeder 
Calf, and Horse entries must be on the grounds only at the time shown, to be checked in at the 
times noted.  All other livestock must remain on the grounds until 5:00 P.M. Sunday, July 24, unless 
released by the Fair Board.  All Swine must go directly to a slaughter facility upon release from the 
fair. 

3. Dr. Jim Hoffmann is the official veterinarian for the show. The decision of the official show 
veterinarian will be final. 

4. All entries are governed by the rules of each individual division of the Junior Show. 
5. Only Purple or Blue ribbon exhibits are eligible to be Champion or Reserve Champion. 
6. All Classification of animals is at the discretion of the 4-H Committee and the policies of that 

organization. 
7. All registered animals must have papers in order at time of entry. 
8. A member who is unable to show his/her own livestock because of a conflict or illness must notify 

the superintendent that a substitute showman will show the animal.  Substitute showmen must be a 
4-H or FFA member from this county who is eligible to exhibit at this County Fair. 

9. All livestock exhibitors will wear clean, neat 4-H or FFA shirt or white shirt or white blouse, and clean 
appropriate pants.  Horse and Dog exhibitors should see rules in Respective Departments on dress 
code. 

10. Breeding Beef - registered, commercial-, Bottle/Bucket Calf, and all Dairy should be in their barns by 
11:00 A.M. on Thursday, July 21,

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11. Cow-Calf and Feeder Calf entries will be checked by the superintendent prior to the start of their 
show. 

 

 

BEEF DEPARTMENT 
1. Entry fee shall be $6.00 per head. 

2. All Market Beef projects are to be enrolled by January 15, 2011. A total of 6 market beef animals per 
individual may be shown. 

3. Market steers and heifers not making minimum weight will be evaluated as feeders and not eligible 
for Breed or Grand Champion honors.  For steers, 1,050 lbs; heifers, 950 lbs. 

4. Market Beef Classification.  Market beef steers and heifers will be shown by weight classes only and 
will not be shown by breeds. 

5. Graphite or mortar dust will not be allowed on beef cattle and exhibitors using the same may be 
disqualified at the discretion of the judge. 

6. Bedding - All exhibitors must use the provided common bedding and must clean stalls out on Sunday 
evening prior to leaving fairground.  The Fair Board reserves the right to withhold premiums for 
stalls left un-cleaned.  Exhibitors are responsible to see that their areas are neat and clean.  Used 
bedding is to be placed in spreaders that will be placed at several locations near the barns.  An 
optional tie out area will be designated for beef exhibitors not wishing to leave animals in barns.  
Any animals tied out, must be in designated area.  Tie out areas will be included in exhibitors’ 
herdsmanship responsibility.   

7. Failure to properly clean out barns and tie outs could result in loss of ALL premium monies.

Blank. 
NOTE:  All beef-breeding heifers must be identified with a readable tattoo in the ear.  Tattoo must be 

registered with the County Extension Office by May 13, 2011.  All breeding heifers should be in their 

barns by 11:00 A.M. on Thursday, July 21.  The Superintendent will walk through the barns to check 

Tattoo and registration papers (except for cow-calf entries) on Thursday between 11:00 A.M. and 12:30 

P.M. 

CLASS NO.  208 - Commercial Breeding Heifers - Any non-registered beef breeding heifer or cow, or cow 

with calf may be exhibited. The beef superintendent will classify the non-registered animals, by age.  All 

heifers must be calved between Jan. 1 and Dec. 31, 2010, must have tattoo in ear. 

NOTE: Tattoo must be registered with the County Extension Office by May 13. TATTOO (except for Cow-

Calf entries) will be checked between 11:00 A.M. and 12:30 P.M. on Thursday, July 21 in the barns by 

the Beef Superintendent. 

 

CLASS NO.  209 - Beef Feeder Calf Class -To qualify in this division each calf (heifer or steer) entered 
must have a certified birth date and be the offspring of a breeding female enrolled as a 4-H Beef 
breeding project and recorded with the County Extension Office by May 13 on the regular 4-H Livestock 
Identification form. 

The office certifies some upon making the entry.  The sire and dam need not be registered but the 

dam must be identified as a 4-H beef breeding project.  Calves to be exhibited in this division must be 

identified by ear tag, and recorded in the local County Extension Office on or before June 15. Entries 

may be a heifer and / or a steer, born before June 1, 2011. 

CLASS NO. 210 -Bottle/Bucket Calf - Any newborn or orphan calf – bull, steer, or heifer, dairy, beef or 

crossbred, calved between January 1 and May 1 of the current year may be enrolled.  Calf must be in 

possession of the exhibitor within 2 weeks of birth, identified by ear tag or tattoo, and enrolled, with 

birth date, on 4-H Livestock ID form by May 13 at the Extension Office.  Calves must be bottle or 

bucket fed.  No nursing permitted after possession. 

1. Exhibitors may show a maximum of 2 calves, heifer, bull, or steer, any combination. 
2. Calves are to be shown at halter. 
3. The Beef Superintendent will classify the bucket calves at his/her discretion. 
4. All bottle/bucket calves should be in their barns by 11:00 A.M. on Thursday, July 21.  The 

Superintendent will walk through the barns to check tag numbers/tattoo on Thursday between 
11:00 A.M. and 12:30 P.M. 

5. Entries in this class will pay the regular beef entry fee. 
Judging will be based on: 

1. What the member learned about the care and management of calves. 
2. Showing the calf, with emphasis on what the member learned. 
3. Cleanliness, general health, condition and management of the calf and the exhibitor’s knowledge of 

this project area.  
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CLASS NO. 219 – Market Beef Feedlot project -. 
Judging – at the members home date to be determined.  Cattle need to be stalled together as a 

pen and judged in their pens with participants present.  Feed and financial data will be required for final 
placing. 
          Families may share a pen. Steers must be identified as to which pen they belong to if there is more 
than one pen at weigh-in. It is recommended that you weigh in four calves in case of sickness or death; 
however only three heifers or steers will be allowed. You may not participate if there are less than three 
calves. Special pens will be available at fair if the exhibitor chooses-this is optional.          
           1. All general rules apply. 
           2. Market Pens of Three must have been weighed at beef weigh in or have a sale ticket with  
weight’s from the time that they were purchased, and identified on the Livestock Market Beef I.D. form 
by January 15. Exhibitors may weigh in three or four steers and or heifers 
           3. Market Beef Pens are to be fed as a pen and records kept. 
4. Calves will not be washed, clipped or fitted. They will be shown in their "natural" state. 

 

DAIRY DEPARTMENT 

CLASS NO.   212 - Dairy Cattle 
1. Exhibitors are limited to a total of 4 entries with no more than two in any one class. 
2. Entry fee $6.00 per head. 
3. Heifers must show dairy breed characteristics. 
4. Animals will be assigned to classes by the superintendent of this Class after entries are received. 
NOTE:  All dairy-breeding heifers must be identified with a readable tattoo in the ear.  Tattoo must be 

registered with the County Extension Office by May 15. 

NOTE:  TATTOO in all Dairy heifers will be checked between 11:00 A.M. and 12:30 P.M. on Thursday, July 

21 in the barns by the Beef Superintendent.

1. All market sheep must be born on or after January 1, 2011 Exhibitors may show 5 individual market 
lambs. From the 5 individuals, the exhibitor may show one pen of 3.  Lambs may be enrolled as a 4-
H project, FFA project, or a combination. 

2. Each exhibitor may exhibit no more than two entries per class in breeding classes. 
3. Market lambs, weighing less than 100 pounds will be evaluated as feeders and will be ineligible to 

win championship honors.  
4. The sheep show will be divided into two divisions, one for black faced sheep and one for white faced 

and speckled sheep. Winners will be selected in each division in the COMMERCIAL EWE classes as 
well as the MARKET FLOCK classes.  Division champions will then show for Grand Champion 
Commercial Ewe, Grand Champion Market Lamb, and Grand Champion Pen of Three Market Lambs. 

5. Exhibitors are expected to care for their lambs in an acceptable manner.  NO muzzles are allowed. 
No icing of lambs allowed. Only tap water may be sprayed or applied to lambs. No ice allowed in 
spray buckets or blankets. Any abusive care including slapping or excessive modification of lambs 
will be grounds for disqualification at the discretion of show officials. 

6. All lambs must have four feet on the floor in the show ring at all times. Lifting feet off the ground or 
placing on any support or altered ring surface is not acceptable. Exhibitors will receive one warning 
if they are found lifting or slapping lambs. Second offenses will result in automatic exhibitor 
disqualification. 

7. All commercial ewes and market lambs must be slick shorn prior to entering the check-in line and 
also must be slick shorn for the show.  No butt wool will be allowed. Suggested fleece length for 
Purebred ewes-1/4 inch with ¾ inch maximum. 
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8. There will be no coloring agent or paint used on any sheep. Sheep in violation will not be allowed to 
show.  

9. All market lambs and commercial ewes need to be ear tagged.  Market lambs must be weighed in at 
the weigh-in days set up by the County 4-H Committee.

SHOWMANSHIP 
 

1. Members who exhibit livestock at the fair are automatically in the showmanship contest.  All 
exhibitors may compete.  A person may win showmanship only once in each Senior, 
Intermediate, and Junior Division, for each species of livestock.  

2. Exhibitors will be considered for showmanship only when exhibiting their own livestock, and 
must exhibit their own livestock in the showmanship contest. 

3. A Senior, Intermediate, and Junior Showmanship contest will be held in each division.  Juniors 
are 4th, 5th, & 6th Graders; Intermediates are 7th & 8th Graders; Seniors are 9th thru 12th graders. 

4. Order will be Juniors, then Intermediates, and then Seniors.  Intermediates and Seniors will be 
expected to answer some questions. 

5. Dress Code: All Livestock exhibitors will wear clean neat 4-H shirts or FFA shirts, or white shirt, 
or white blouse, while showing, and clean appropriate pants.   

NOTE: Horse exhibitors – rules of horse department will govern this dress code. 
 
BEEF SHOWMANSHIP OVER-ALL CHAMPION: A special Beef Showmanship Grand Prize will be awarded.  
Any beef exhibitor may compete regardless of age, previous winnings, or classes entered.  A trophy has 
been donated and will be presented to the winner. 
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DOG SHOW 
GENERAL RULES 
1. Any member enrolled in the 4-H or FFA dog project is eligible. Dogs must be identified by May 13. 
2. No exhibitor may enter more than one entry per class.  Dogs must exhibit in obedience and/or 

conformation to be eligible for the fun class. 
3. All dogs must be crated or on leash at all times.  Only dogs being shown are allowed at ringside. 
4. Dogs may be any breed or crossbred for obedience, but must be purebred for conformation. 
5. Dogs must be owned by exhibitor or immediate family member for conformation, but may or may 

not belong to exhibitor in obedience. In either case, exhibitor is responsible for 95% of the animal’s 
care and training. Dogs being sent away or professionally trained are not eligible to be shown at 
county or state levels. 

6. This is not an AKC sanctioned show; however, AKC rules are being used as guidelines. 
 
HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 
1. Exhibitor MUST present a current health and rabies certificate at check-in.  DHL and Parvo Corona 

are also required.  Exhibitors are responsible for obtaining a copy of this certificate from their Vet 
before the show date. 

2. Bitches in season are NOT to be brought to ringside.  Superintendents are to be notified the morning 
of the show so proper precautions can be taken. (NOTE: Bitches in season may show only in 
obedience and may not exhibit in any other class or at state fair) 

3. Dogs will arrive clean and groomed with no outward signs of illness or pests. 
 

EXHIBITOR CONDUCT 
1. Exhibitors shall not strike dogs or use any other unnecessary harsh physical means of treatment or 

discipline at any time.  Doing so is grounds for disqualification and loss of all premiums. 
2. Exhibitors will be ready with dogs when their class is called, and will remain until dismissed. 
 
DRESS CODE 

1. Exhibitor’s appearance will appear neat and clean.  A white shirt or blouse with a 4-H emblem or 
armband, or a club t-shirt, neatly tucked into dress slacks or blue jeans; it is preferred girls wear 
a skirt of culottes, but not required. 

2. Belts must be worn with jeans. 
3. Long hair (girls or boy) must be neatly tied back. 
4. Shoes should have non-skid soles and fit properly. 
5. Absolutely NO sandals, thongs, caps, hats or shorts are to be worn. 
   

AGILITY 
A Junior, Intermediate, and Senior agility class will be held for each division.   
NOTE:  Dogs must have attended and trained at an agility class and at least 6 sessions to compete.   
 
OBEDIENCE 
GENERAL RULES 
1. Entries in this division are open to purebred or mixed breed dogs may or may not be owned by 

exhibitor.  But in all cases, they must be trained, cared for (95%) and handled by the exhibitor! 
2. Dogs may be entered in not more than two obedience classes with handler having only 1 entry per 

class. 
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3. Dogs may not be disciplined in the ring.  Severe discipline is grounds for dismissal from the show site 

and loss of all premiums and privileges. 
4. Dogs with obedience titles (C.D., C.D.X.) may only show ABOVE their title.  Dogs winning first or 

second place must move up to the next level the following year. 
5. Dogs will be shown in proper fitting choker collar and 6 foot nylon or leather leash.  No other collar 

is to be worn.  Tags and flea collars must be removed. 
 
CLASS NO.  406 - Pre-Novice A – For dogs and exhibitors in their first year of 4-H dog obedience training.  
Dogs will heel, stand for examination and do the figure 8 all on leash.  They will recall on leash and do 
sits for one minute and downs for three minutes on leash.  Dog must not have completed any leg 
toward any CD degree.   
 
CLASS NO.  407 - Pre-Novice B – For exhibitors who are in their second year or greater of dog obedience 
or for exhibitors who have not achieved a qualifying score in Pre-Novice A at the previous year’s County 
Fair 4-H Dog Show or for first year project exhibitors who have achieved a qualifying score in a non 4-H 
dog obedience show or have a dog with previous experience.  Dogs will heel, stand for examination and 
do figure 8 all on leash.  They will recall on leash and do long sits for one minute and long downs for 
three minutes on leash.  Dogs must not have finished any leg towards any CD degree. 
 
CLASS NO.  408 - Sub Novice – For dogs and handlers with two years or less of obedience training.  
Exercises:  heel on leash, figure 8 on leash, recall OFF leash, stand for examination OFF leash, sit-stay (1 
minute) and down stay (3 minutes) OFF leash.  Dogs may not have any CD degree to show in this class 
 
CLASS NO.  409 - Novice A – For exhibitors with three years or less of dog obedience who have achieved 
a qualifying score in a 4-H dog obedience show in a Pre-Novice A or Pre-Novice B class at the previous 
year’s County Fair 4-H Dog Show.  A qualifying score is not required to advance to this class.  Dogs 
entered in this class may not be entered in class 406, 407 or 408.  Dogs will heel and do figure 8 on leash 
and heel of leash, stand for examination off leash, recall off leash, do long sits for one minute and long 
downs for three minutes off leash.  This class is open to dogs that have not completed their third leg 
towards any CD degree.  
    
CLASS NO.  410 - Novice B – For exhibitors who have achieved a qualifying score in Novice A at the 
previous year’s County Fair 4-H Dog Show.  Dogs will heel and do figure 8 on leash and heel off leash, 
stand for examination off leash, recall off leash, do long sits for one minute and downs for three minutes 
off leash.  This class is open to dogs that have not completed their third leg toward any CD degree.  Dogs 
entered in this class may not be entered in classes 406 thru 409.  
    
CLASS NO.  411  - Graduate Novice A – This class is open to project exhibitors of three or more years 
who have achieved a qualifying score in a 4-H dog obedience show in the Novice A or B at the previous 
year’s County Fair 4-H Dog Show.  However, a qualifying score is not required to enter this class.  Dogs 
will open heel free, drop on recall, dumbbell recall, recall over broad jump OFF leash and long down 
with handler out of sight for three minutes.  Dogs entered in this class cannot be entered in Class 406, 
407, 408, or 409.  Open to dogs that do not have any CDX degree.

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4. All cats will be shown in a plain nylon or leather collar and leash.  No tags, metal rhinestones or any 
other decoration will be allowed.  Collars with elastic are not 
acceptable because of the potential for the cat to slip out.  Flea 
collars must be removed 

5. Cats must be shown by exhibitor except in Best of Show classes.  A 
substitute must be a 4-H member. 

6. Cats will appear clean and disease free.  Nails must be clipped for 
safety or cats may be de-clawed. 

7. Because of susceptibility to disease, no kitten under 4 months the 
day of the show may be shown. 

8. Please note: while county fair offers separate classes for premier 
cats and unaltered cats, State Fair rules require all cats over 8 
months to be altered. 

9. Cats should be checked-in 15 min. before show time and ready at 
ringside for judging.

HERDSMANSHIP AWARD 
All clubs exhibiting livestock (Beef, Dairy, Sheep, or Swine) will be eligible for a special traveling plaque 
or trophy.  Award will determine as follows: 
 
1.   The average ratings for all divisions in which the club has entries will be used. 
2.   In case of a tie, the number of animals entered divided by the number of members exhibiting 

livestock will be used, the high score winning.  If a tie still exists, a coin flip will determine the 
winner. 

 

LIVESTOCK SALE 
A Premium Auction of market beef, swine, meat goats, and market lambs will be held on 

Monday following the fair.  Only livestock exhibited at the Fair will be eligible to be entered in the sale.  
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Livestock exhibitors must decide if they want to enter market animals in the sale.  No livestock 
exhibitors are automatically entered in the sale.  If the exhibitor enters livestock in the sale they will be 
required to present their project at the sale arena according to the sale schedule prepared by the 
County 4-H and Youth Committee, Fair Superintendents, and the East Pottawattamie County Extension 
staff. 

The sale will be conducted in the following manner.  Only market beef, market swine, and 
market lambs will be sold in a Premium Auction. No breeding livestock may be entered!  Potential 
buyers will bid on each project on a dollar basis.  As indicated, the money they bid will be a “Premium” 
to the exhibitor.  The bidder will not take ownership of the animal.   If ownership is desired by the buyer 
or the member, a private agreement between the member and the buyer should be made.   Following 
the auction, members will have an opportunity to sell their livestock as follows:  Market beef projects 
will be sold on a carcass basis at Tyson Foods in Denison, subject to any premiums or discounts in effect 
at that time (Carcass weights under 550 lbs. will be discounted accordingly, therefore live weight 
recommendation is 950 lbs.), to include trucking and any other costs of selling.   All cattle delivered to 
Tyson Foods will automatically be entered in the carcass contest.  Management will attempt to secure 
bids for Market Lambs, Meat Goats and Market Swine that meet market weight guidelines of the 
industry.  If able to secure bids, Market bids for these species will be posted during the fair with a sign-
up period available to the exhibitors. 
 

REMINDER TO EXHIBITORS:  ALL SWINE AT THE FAIR MUST BE HARVESTED AFTER THE FAIR AND 
CANNOT RETURN HOME EXCEPT THOSE FOLLOWING THE RULES OF THIS DOCUMENT UNDER SECTION 
4-SWINE, AUJESZKY’S DISEASE (PSEUDORABLIES)-ALL SWINE, PARAGRAPH #3. 
 

The following general rules will apply to the Livestock Sale: 
1. Each member may sell no more than 2 (two) head of livestock at the sale.  Champions are included 

in this number.   
A 2% commission will be charged to each sale entry to pay expenses incurred in conducting the sale. 
2. ALL LIVESTOCK TO BE SOLD AT THE SALE MUST BE LISTED BY ENTERING AT THE 4-H OFFICE.  THE 

DEADLINE FOR SALE ENTRIES IS ONE HALF HOUR AFTER THE COMPLETION OF THE SHOW FOR THE 
PARTICULAR SPECIES.  Exhibitor will be required to sign an affidavit of RESIDUE FREE 
COMMITMENT in order to sell at this time as well.  Remember, animals are not automatically 
entered in the sale.  This includes champions. 

3. Other 4-H market beef projects that were not shown on a halter can be entered in the carcass 
contest.  If a member is interested in this option, the animal must be delivered to the Fairgrounds no 
later than 6:30 pm Monday, July 25, 2011. 

4. At the completion of the auction, sheep and swine will be loaded for their destination.  Market beef 
will remain tied up until approximately 7:00 P.M. on Monday evening, when they will be loaded for 
Denison.  Members should be present to assist with loading.  We hope this will help the member 
avoid possible discounts that can be associated with mixing cattle from different places prior to 
slaughter. 

BROILER OR RABBIT SALE 
Members may sell broilers or rabbits at the auction on Monday just prior to the Livestock Sale.  
Members must notify the office of intention to sell broilers or rabbits by Sunday noon.  Member agrees 
to dress, freeze, and deliver the broiler to the buyer within a reasonable distance within one week of the 
Fair.  Buyer may take animals live if he or she chooses.  Broilers and rabbits sold must have been 
exhibited at the fair.

SECTION 1 - GENERAL 

All animals, poultry and birds intended for exhibition within the State of Iowa will be considered under 

quarantine and not eligible for showing until the owner or agent presents a CERTIFICATE OF VETERINARY 

INSPECTION, stating the animals, poultry or birds are apparently free from symptoms of infectious or 

communicable diseases as determined on clinical inspection by an accredited veterinarian within 30 days 

(14 days for sheep) prior to date of entry to exhibition grounds.   

INDIVIDUAL CERTIFICATES OF VETERINARY INSPECTION WILL NOT BE REQUIRED in certain classes, if the 

division superintendent has made prior arrangements with the official fair veterinarian to have all 

animals and/or birds inspected on arrival and prior to exhibition. 

ANY EVIDENCE OF WARTS, RINGWORM, FOOT ROT, PINK EYE, DRAINING ABSCESSES, OR ANY OTHER 

CONTAGIOUS DISEASE WILL ELIMINATE THE ANIMAL FROM THE SHOW. 

 

SECTION 2 - BREEDING CATTLE 

 

TUBERCULOSIS (Iowa is Class Free): 

 Cattle originating from an accredited-free state or zone may be exhibited without other testing 

requirements when accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection that lists official individual 

identification. Cattle from a herd or area under quarantine for tuberculosis may not be exhibited.  Cattle 

from a state or zone which is not an accredited-free state or zone must meet the following requirements: 

Negative whole herd test conducted within the last twelve months and an individual animal test 

conducted within 30 days of the exhibition, or 

Originate from a tuberculosis accredited-free herd, with the accredited herd number and date of last test 

listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 

BRUCELLOSIS (Iowa is Class Free): 

A. Native Iowa cattle originating from a herd not under quarantine can be exhibited without other 

testing requirements when accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, showing individual 

identity. 

B. Cattle originating outside the state must meet one of the following requirements: 
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Originate from Brucellosis Class "Free" states, when accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection and showing individual official identification, or 

Official vaccinates under 24 months (beef), 20 months (dairy), when accompanied by a Certificate of 

Veterinary Inspection, showing official calf hood vaccination and individual official identification, or 

3. Animals of any age originating from a herd not under quarantine when accompanied by a 

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, showing a report of a negative brucellosis test conducted within 30 

days prior to opening date of exhibition and individual official identification, or 

4. Originate from a certified brucellosis free herd, accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection, showing individual official identity, herd number, and date of last test, or 

5. Calves less than 6 months of age when accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, 

showing individual official identification. 

 

NOTES: 

1. All brucellosis tests must have been confirmed by a State-Federal Laboratory. 

2. All nurse cows which accompany calves to be exhibited must meet above health requirements. 

 

SECTION 3 - MARKET BEEF CATTLE 

 

Steers and beef- type heifers exhibited in market classes must be accompanied by a Certificate of 

Veterinary Inspection, showing individual identification for each animal and originate from a herd not    

under quarantine. 

 

SECTION 4 - SWINE 

GENERAL: 

All swine must be individually identified on a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection and originate from 

herds or areas not under quarantine.  Plastic tags issued by 4-H officials can be substituted for an official 

metal test tag, when an additional identification (ear notch) is also recorded on the test chart and 

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. All identification is to be recorded on the pseudorabies test chart and 

the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
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BRUCELLOSIS (Iowa is Class Free): 

Native Iowa Swine--No brucellosis test required for exhibition purposes. 

Swine from Out of State--All breeding swine six months of age and older must either: 

A. Originate from a Brucellosis Class "Free" state; or  

B. Originate from a brucellosis validated herd with herd certification number and date of last test 

listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection; or 

C. Have a negative brucellosis test conducted within 60 days prior to show and confirmed by a 

state-federal laboratory. 

 

AUJESZKY'S DISEASE (PSEUDORABIES) - ALL SWINE (Iowa is Stage V) 

Native Iowa swine.  Native Iowa swine originating from a Stage 4 or lower status county must present a 

test record and Certificate of Veterinary Inspection that indicate that each swine has had a negative test 

for pseudorabies within 30 days prior to the show (individual show regulations may have more restrictive 

time restrictions), regardless of the status of the herd, and that lists the individual official identification.  

Native Iowa swine originating from a Stage 5 status county must present a Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection listing individual official identification.  No pseudorabies testing requirements will be 

necessary for native Iowa swine originating from Stage 5 counties. Electronic identification will not be 

considered official identification for exhibition purposes. 

Swine originating outside Iowa.  All exhibitors must present a test record and Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection that indicate that each swine has had a negative test for pseudorabies within 30 days prior to 

the show (individual show regulations may have more restrictive time restrictions), regardless of the 

status of the herd, and that lists the individual official identification. Electronic identification will not be 

considered official identification for exhibition purposes.   

Swine that return from an exhibition to the home herd or that are moved to a purchaser’s herd following 

an exhibition or consignment sale must be isolated and retested negative for pseudo rabies not less than 

30 and not more than 60 days after reaching their destination.  (Code of Iowa 166D.13 (2).) 

SECTION 5 - SHEEP AND GOATS 

All animals must be individually officially identified on a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection and originate 

from herds or areas not under quarantine. The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection for sheep will require 

clinical inspection by an accredited veterinarian within 14 days (30 days for goats) prior to date of entry 

to exhibition grounds.   

A.  All sexually intact sheep must be identified with an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag 

and this number must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.   
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B.  All sexually intact goats must be identified with an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag 

or by an official tattoo registered with USDA (to register, call 1-866-USDA-TAG), and this number must be 

listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.   The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection must also 

include a statement certifying the herd’s participation in the Scrapie program. 

Any evidence of club lamb fungus, ringworm, draining abscesses, foot rot, sore mouth, or any other 

contagious disease will eliminate the animal from the show. 

Goats originating from outside of the state - must originate from a state certified brucellosis free herd, or 

from a class "free" state (brucellosis), or have a negative brucellosis test performed within 90 days of the 

exhibition.  In addition, they must originate from a herd having a negative Tuberculosis test within the 

last twelve months or from a class "free" state (TB); or have a record of a negative tuberculosis test 

performed within 90 days of exhibition. 

  

 

SECTION 6 - HORSES AND MULES 

All horses shall be accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection with individual identification, or 

a description of the individual animal.  These requirements apply to all horses entering the fairgrounds. 

 

Native Iowa horses and mules can be exhibited when accompanied by an individual Certificate of 

Veterinary Inspection listing a description of the individual animals. 

 

All equine originating from outside the state shall be accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary 

Inspection listing a description of the individual animals; and indicating that each animal six months of 

age and older in the shipment has had a negative official equine infectious anemia test within twelve 

months of importation.  The testing laboratory, accession number, and date of test must appear on the 

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.   

 

SECTION 7 - POULTRY AND BIRDS 

All poultry exhibited must come from U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks, or have had a 

negative Pullorum-Typhoid test within 90 days of public exhibition and the test must have been 

performed by an authorized tester.  (SEE GENERAL SECTION 1.B)  

 

SECTION 8 - DOGS AND CATS 
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Accredited veterinarians must be approved to 

administer tuberculosis tests on Cervidae. 

All dogs and cats exhibited must have a current rabies vaccination certificate (SEE GENERAL SECTION 1.B) 

SECTION 9 - FARM DEER 

“Cervidae” means all animals belonging to the cervidae family, and “CWD susceptible cervidae” means 

whitetail deer, blacktail deer, mule deer, red deer, and elk. 

Native Iowa cervidae.  Native Iowa cervidae may be exhibited from a herd not under quarantine without 

additional testing for brucellosis or tuberculosis.  Native Iowa cervidae may be exhibited without other 

testing requirements when accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection that lists individual 

official identification. 

 

All CWD susceptible cervidae must have originated from a chronic wasting disease monitored or certified 

herd in which these animals have been kept for at least one year or were natural additions. Cervidae 

originating from a herd with a diagnosis, signs, or epidemiological evidence or an area under quarantine 

for chronic wasting disease shall not be exhibited. The following statement must appear on the 

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection: 

 

“All Cervidae on this certificate originate from a chronic wasting disease monitored or certified herd in 

which these animals have been kept for at least one year or were natural additions. There has been no 

diagnosis, signs, or epidemiological evidence of chronic wasting disease in this herd for the past year.” 

Other cervidae.  For all other cervidae, the following statement must appear on the Certificate of 

Veterinary Inspection: 

 

“All Cervidae on this certificate have been part of the herd of origin for at least one year or were natural 

additions to this herd. There has been no diagnosis, signs, or epidemiological evidence of chronic wasting 

disease in this herd for the past year.” 

 

 

 

Cervidae originating outside Iowa.  Cervidae originating outside Iowa must obtain an entry permit from 

the State Veterinarian’s Office prior to import into Iowa.  Cervidae originating outside Iowa which are six 

months of age or over must originate from a herd not under quarantine and be tested negative for 

Tuberculosis (TB) within 90 days of exhibition by the Single Cervical Tuberculin (SCT) test (Cervidae), or 

originate from an Accredited Herd (Cervidae), or originate from a Qualified Herd (Cervidae), with test 

dates shown on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. Herd status and SCT test are according to USDA 

Tuberculosis Eradication in Cervidae Uniform Methods and Rules effective January 22, 1999. 
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Cervidae originating outside Iowa which are six months of age or over must also be tested negative for 

Brucellosis within 90 days of exhibition, or originate from a Certified-Brucellosis Free Cervid Herd, or a 

Cervid Class Free Status State (Brucellosis). This negative status must be determined by Brucellosis tests 

approved for cattle and bison and tested in a cooperative state-federal laboratory. 

All CWD susceptible cervidae must have originated from a chronic wasting disease monitored or certified 

herd in which these animals have been kept for at least one year or were natural additions. The 

originating herd must have achieved a CWD status equal to completion of three years in an approved 

CWD monitoring program, and the CWD herd number and enrollment date must be listed on the 

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.  Cervidae originating from a herd with a diagnosis, signs, or 

epidemiological evidence or an area under quarantine for chronic wasting disease shall not be exhibited. 

The following statement must appear on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection: 

 

“All Cervidae on this certificate originate from a chronic wasting disease monitored or certified herd in 

which these animals have been kept for at least one year or were natural additions. There has been no 

diagnosis, signs, or epidemiological evidence of chronic wasting disease in this herd for the past year.” 

 

Other cervidae.  For all other cervidae, the following statement must appear on the Certificate of 

Veterinary Inspection: 

 

“All Cervidae on this certificate have been part of the herd of origin for at least one year or were natural 

additions to this herd. There has been no diagnosis, signs, or epidemiological evidence of chronic wasting 

disease in this herd for the past year.” 

SECTION 10 – RABBITS AND OTHER SPECIES 

(SEE GENERAL SECTION 1.B) 

 

THE VETERINARY INSPECTOR IN CHARGE SHALL ORDER ANY ANIMALS, POULTRY OR BIRDS, WHEN 

FOUND TO BE INFECTED WITH ANY CONTAGIOUS OR INFECTIOUS DISEASES, TO BE REMOVED FROM 

THE FAIR OR EXHIBITION.
