Foundation closing in on fund drive goal
With nearly $12,000 raised, the Greene County Community Foundation (GCCF) is close to reaching its annual endowment  fund drive goal of $15,000.  Residents and businesses are reminded that they still have a few weeks left to mail in their donations to qualify for the multiple tax advantages available this year.  

This year, donations to the foundation are eligible 501c3 state and federal charitable tax deductions.  Donors may also be eligible for an additional state tax credit from the Endow Iowa Tax Credit Program.  Revised tax laws eliminate the state tax deduction starting in 2010.

“Our goal this year is very achievable,” said Chris Wilbeck, GCCF board member and coordinator of the fund drive.  “If every household in the county donated just $5, we would easily meet the goal.  And, that $5 would be invested and its future earnings awarded as grants to our local non-profits who need ongoing funding to do their important work.   Now that’s a terrific way to make your $5 work for the future of our county.  So, by giving back to your community, you are giving forward for its future.”
Earlier this Fall, GCCF Marketing Committee Members Bill Monroe (chair), Reg Clause, Zoe Ann Havens and Karen Shannon of Jefferson, Kate Neese and Jan Scharingson of Grand Junction, Beverly Hoyt of Scranton, Julie Towers of Churdan and Chris Wilbeck of Rippey, prepared and mailed nearly 2000 donation request letters to a random sample of households and businesses across Greene County.  Donations have been coming in steadily since then.  Donors receive a letter back from the Greater Des Moines Community Foundation who processes GCCF’s donations and provides the tax credit application forms.
