Exhibiting at Boone County Fair:  On Friday, July 17 at 6 p.m. bring your flowers to the 
Community Building at the Boone Co. Fairgrounds.  Exhibits will be evaluated by Boone 
County Master Gardeners and ribbons presented. 
 
Small Blooms – Bring one or more sprays totaling at least three 
blooms in a clear bottle.  Soil should be removed carefully.  Petals 
should not be shriveled or fading.  Foliage under water level should 
be removed.  
 
Large Blooms - Bring three blooms in a clear bottle.  Disbud side 
shoots.  Soil should be removed carefully.  Petals should not be 

shriveled or fading.  Foliage under water level should be removed.
