• 2nd Avenue NE

• This is a large crack 

that could be a 

potential hazard for 

pedestrians, the crack 

is nearly the width of 

the entire sidewalk. 

Waukon 2

• 2nd Avenue NE

• This is a curb ramp 

leading to a cross walk 

that is in need of 

repair, and the curb 

could stand leveled off 

with the road. 

Waukon 3

• 1st st. NE

• This is a curb leading 

to a crosswalk that 

needs a ramp to the 

street to make it 

accessible to all. 

Waukon 4

• 1st st. NE

• This side walk is in 

reasonable condition it 

really just needs to 

have the grass 

surrounding trimmed, 

this will add at least 10 

inches to the width of 

the sidewalk. 

Waukon 5

• 1st Ave NE

• This is a common 
problem throughout 
the town.

• There is a ramp to the 
side walk coming 
from one direction but 
not the other, this is 
easily remedied with 
additional ramps.

Waukon 6

• This cat followed us 

for more than a block 

on our evaluation trip.

• This might make 

walking an 

uncomfortable 

experience for some 

pedestrians. 
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Waukon 7

• Allamakee st. NW

• This is a well marked 

crosswalk, however 

the ramp is in great 

disrepair, and could be 

a tripping hazard for 

pedestrians, right into 

the street. 

Waukon 8

• 1st Ave. NW

• This is a large crack in 

the middle of the 

sidewalk, a wheel 

chair or stroller could 

easily be stopped or 

stuck in this.

• It is also a tripping 

hazard. 

Waukon 9

• 1st st. NW

• This occurred 
sporadically in 
Waukon. A place 
where the sidewalk 
was uneven which 
could be difficult for a 
wheel chair or stroller 
to navigate, or even a 
tripping hazard. 

Waukon 10

• 2st Ave NW

• This is a wonderful 

example of something 

enhancing walkability!

• Open space with 

shade, a place to rest, 

and a drinking 

fountain is not too far 

away. 

Waukon 11

• 1st ME

• On this street no 

sidewalk exists.  This 

was a somewhat 

common occurrence in 

Waukon, the side walk 

at times just ended.

Waukon 12

• E. Main st. 

• This was a nice touch on a 

main street in Waukon, a 

well kept basket with nice 

flowers, and a bench on 

which to rest, there were a 

few of these and made 

Waukon appear walker 

friendly!
