The Union County Clover Kids are again in session for this 4-H year. There were 62 partici-

pants in attendance at the East Union Clover Kids this month and 38 at the Creston Center. We
had a great time with a little science magic.

We began our meeting by discussing the Golden Rule we practice at our meetings. | am happy
to report that al most everyone who is
want to be treated, o0 is the Golden Rul

Our story for the month was The Biggest Pumpkin Ever, by Steven Kroll. We found that sev-
eral of our Character Counts were exhibited in this story. Our word for the month was hazard-
ous. We were using nonhazardous substances in our science experiments; however, we learned
that we should always use care with non edible substances and should never leave them where
our younger brothers or sisters could get into them.

Jelly marbles and atomic slime were our projects this month. A discussion was held on poly-
mers. What is a polymer? A polymer is many molecules. Our slime was a long chain of mole-
cules. We combined two substances to make our slime. The first ingredient was a liquid, called
polyvinyl alcohol which can also be used to make things such as contact lens wetting solution,
sponges, ink for printers and some cleaning agents. Our second ingredient was a solution of an
old fashioned soap called borax. This second solution was what linked our two ingredients to-
gether to make our slime.

We found that slime is a really strange substance. It can behave both like a liquid and like a solid. If we
pulled it apart quickly it acted like a solid, but if we held it gently or stretched it slowly it acted more
like a liquid. One of the coolest things about our slime was that it had a special glow in the dark sub-
stance in it, so it would glow in the dark under black lights.



Our jelly marbles were super absorbent polymers. They were like magic. They started out like
tiny hard rocks; however, when they were put in water they could absorb up to 300 times there
weight in water. When we filled our cups of marbles full of water, our marbles seemed to disap-
pear. When we emptied the water they reappeared. Our marbles also acted as magnifying
glasses. There was a secret message on the bottom of our cups of marbles, when we filled our
cups with water the marbles disappeared and the message appeared. How did this happen? It
had to do with the way the light was refracted or bent.
