Bring enough fabric and thread to make a pillowcase for yourself and an ex-

tra one to donate.    

Please bring the following supplies: 

Coordinating cotton woven fabrics in fun prints and solids – for each pillowcase 

you will need 2/3 yard of the main fabric and 1/3 yard of the coordinating 

trim fabric.  Please pre-wash & dry.) 

Thread to match your main fabric 

A sewing machine in good working order, if you have one.  Remember to bring 

the manual, bobbins, cord, accessories, & needles.  Let us know if you need 

to borrow a machine.  (office has 1) 

Basic Sewing supplies (if you have them, we will have extras if you need to bor-

row): fabric shears and scissors, straight pins, 6” seam gauge, fabric mark-

ing pencil, measuring tape, seam ripper, pencil for notes. 

$3.00 for pizza and pop for lunch. 

 

We will also share ideas for goals and exhibit write-ups for fair, and discuss what 

the judges are looking for with the clothing exhibits and with the goal cards/write-

ups.  Bring exhibits you are working on if you have questions and would like help.

4-H Million Trees Project 

4-H clubs and members are invited to participate in the 4-H Million Trees 
(4HMT) project.  Members of the Belmont and Pacifica (California) 4-H Clubs 
launched the 4HMT project, a large-scale service-learning project with the goal to 
plant 1,000,000 trees across the United States to beautify America, absorb atmos-
pheric carbon dioxide, and combat global climate change.  The project founders 
hope that every one of the approximately 90,000 4-H clubs and units in the U.S. 
will participate in this community service, and plant at least a dozen native trees 
in their areas during the current 4-H year.  They hope that clubs will accept their 
invitation and adopt the project so members can enjoy the satisfaction of joining 
with millions of fellow 4-Hers to make a big difference in the world.

What is a 4 -H Junior Leader?  

A leader is the person with major responsibility for planning and carrying out 

an activity to help a group attain its goal.   

Project junior leaders may: 

Help the first year project members 

Conduct a club or county project workshop 

Give a club education presentation on project 

Assist leaders in planning project meeting 

Review fair rules for that project area 

4-Hôers may also be club junior leaders:          

Work with officers in your club 

Help members with presentations 

Help plan and carry out the club program 

Lead a specific activity ï fun, citizenship, etc. 

Be a committee chairpersonYouth leaders and county council are encour-

aged to enroll in leadership as a project.

Involve Youth as Partners in  

Planning Club Programs  

Developing a yearly club program helps keep busy families informed on the 4 -H 

clubsõ plans of upcoming months.  The time spent now setting dates and dividing 

responsibilities will prove very worthwhile later in the year.   

 

As you develop your club program, be sure to include club officers and to her 

members in the decision -making process.  This will give your members a sense of 

ownership and help them develop life -long skills like organization, responsibility, 

communication and leadership.   

 

Hints for club meetings:  prepare an agenda, have officers sit at a front table, 

meet in a circle, respect the person talking, consider all suggestions.  

WHAT IS LEADERSHIP?  

After knowledge or a skill is learned, a 4H’er learns how 
to teach or lead others.  Key words that show leadership 
include: plan, facilitate, conduct, provide, or instructed.  
A member may have planned & provided materials & 

conducted a workshop or activity; organized an activity 
or take responsibility for an activity.  HOW CAN YOU 

PROVIDE LEADERSHIP TO THE COUNTY?  

WHY DO WE SIGN UP FOR PROJECT AREAS? 

Q: What is a project?  Isnõt that what I take to the fair? 

A: When you sign up for a project, you are signing up for an area that you would 
like to learn more about this year ï not a fair exhibit.  When the fair rolls around, 
you can take exhibits (an outgrowth of what you learn) in your project areas.  How-

ever, you are not signing up now for what you want to take to fair next summer.  

Q: Why do we sign up for project areas?  

A: By signing up for projects now, at the beginning of the new 4-H year, you utilize 
the whole year to learn about whatever it is that you are interested in!  Also, by 
signing up on your re-enrollment form, the Extension Office knows what areas you 
are interested in and will give you publications so you can start working on your 
projects.  There is a spot on your re-enrollment form to mark if you are interested 

in receiving the literature that accompanies the project area. 

Q: What are publications? 

A: The 4-H program has tons of information available to help you grow in the areas 
you are interested in!  The publications that you can order are booklets that have 
fun activities geared towards your age-group that give you more in-depth look at 

the specifics of your project area. 

Q: There are over 45 project areas I can sign up for. How do I know what they 
are? 

A: The ñPick a Projectò paper, updated every year, lists all of the project areas 
(and publications/books available for each area).  You can get these newspapers 

from your club leader, at the Extension Office, or online. 

BEGINNING THE NEW 4 -H YEAR 2009/2010  

It’s time to Enroll in 4-H! 

If you want to continue to be a 4-H member or know someone who’s wanting to 

join 4-H, it’s time to re-enroll and become a member for the 2009/2010  4-H year.   

To enroll in the  4-H Community Club you need to: 

Be in 4th—12th grade. 

Submit a re-enrollment form.  This form tell us if you have a new address, the 

projects you are interested in learning about for the year, what club you be-

long to and much more important info. 

Pay your 4-H membership fee to the club.  Each club decides how much 

each member pays as sometimes the club will pay part of the membership 

fee or they will use the NEW Coop fees to assist.  To be a member of 4-H, 

fees are $30.  Some clubs will have a club fee too.  Ask your leader.
