4-H RECORDS ARE DUE   

 
It is now time for an important part 

of the 4-H year. The completion of 

your record keeping for the pro-

jects you are enrolled in.  The completion of 

your record keeping will determine your active 

membership status at the end of the 4-H year 

and your eligibility to exhibit at the county and 

state fair in 2010. 

 

It is important to complete records even if you 

did not take an exhibit to the county fair.  Be 

sure to complete the required information and 

have it to the extension office by 4:00 p.m. on 

September 4th. 

 

All record keeping forms are available from the 

office, your leader or are on the Cedar County 

web page ð www.extension.iastate.edu/cedar/

kids and teens/4-H.  You should click on the 

right hand side of the page on forms.  Be sure 

that you use the current forms.   
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COUNTY AWARDS    

 

Now is the time to start think-

ing about applying for a county 

award.  You have each worked 

hard in your project areas during the past year.  

A listing of all awards available and the award 

applications are available from your leader, from 

the office or on line at: 

www.extension.iastate.edu/cedar/kids and 

teens/4-H. 

 

All record keeping and the award applications 

need to be submitted to the office by 4:00 p.m. 

on September 4th. 

 

A committee will then review your record keep-

ing and award applications with the recipients 

being announced at your club family night. 

 

All members are also eligible to apply for 

awards for Junior Achievement, Intermediate 

Achievement, Senior Achievement and the 

Presidential Service Challenge. 

 

We also have the UPS (Utilizing Your Potential) 

award which can be filled out by leaders for 

youth they feel qualify. 

 

Remember that all forms are available at the ex-

tension Office or at - www.extension.iastate.edu/

cedar/kids and teens/4-H on the right hand side 

of the page.  
 

4-H SCHOLARSHIP 
 

All 4-H members who graduated this spring should 

turn in record keeping to be eligible for the 4-H 

scholarship.  You need to have records for the cur-

rent year as well as all of your 4-H records from 

your past 4-H years in the office by September 4th. 
 

AK-SAR-BEN 
 

Entries for Ak-Sar-Ben need to be completed and 

in the Extension Office by 4:00 p.m. on August 

12th.  The entry forms are available on the Ak-Sar-

Ben website, but entry must be made through the 

Extension Office. 

CLUB BOOKS 
 
Clubs and/or club officers need 

to turn in their treasurer book 

and secretary book to the Extension Office by Septem-

ber 4th.  If your club keeps a historianôs book we 

would encourage you to turn this into the office. 

 

ENROLLMENT FORMS 
 

It is almost time to start the new 4-H year.  Again 

this year, the enrollment forms will be mailed out 

to all 4-H members.  The enrollment form will 

also have the health form and the code of ethics 

attached to them.   

 

Be sure that you complete all of the forms and 

look over all of the information to be sure it is 

current and correct.  You need to be sure to circle 

Yes or No before each project that you were pre-

viously enrolled in, so that we have the correct 

information in the office. 

 

ALL RETURNING 4-H members must have 

these forms completed and returned to the of-

fice by 4:00 p.m. on December 1st. 

 

The 4-H year starts September 1st and you are not 

considered enrolled in the 4-H program until your 

forms are at the Extension Office.  Without en-

rollment forms in the office you will not be on the 

current mailing list for the newsletters or for spe-

cial mailings done from the office.
