Required: between 45 and 21 days prior to the fair.

(Recommended that vet administer the last shot.)

The entry form that you received requires the vaccine type, lot #, expiration date, & dates the shots

were given.

Fair Exhibits Made at School:

Remember that if you made something at school and would like to bring it to the fair as a 4-H Exhibit to be judged,
the goal of the project must have changed since school.

*For example—You make a pillow in home ec. class. You cannot bring that pillow to the fair to be judged for the
job that you did sewing it (you were evaluated for that at school). You could use the pillow in a group of
accessories at home in your room and do a report on why you put these accessories together with pictures of it
included. This would not be the same goal you had in school.

*Another example—Making a wooden shelf in shop class. You may have cut out the pieces, sanded the wood
and put the shelf together. After bringing it home, you decide to stain and varnish your shelf to hang in the house.
You can bring that to the fair, in the home improvement area, because you had a different goal than you did at
school.

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4-H Exhibit Judging Schedule 2009
*Clubs are assigned a specific time for judging of ALL (non-living) project areas. You will be asked to check-
in your exhibits at the check-in table in Skateland prior to your club’s assigned time (to let them know which
exhibits your brought) . At this time you will be given your double copy entry form back. Then, wait for your
club’s judging time. You will take the entry form with you to each judge that you need to and get judged. The
judges’ helpers will mark your ribbon placings on the entry form. You must turn in your entry form before
leaving the Skateland judging area or you will not receive premium money. Exhibits that have been
judged should be returned to your club’s booth for display (unless they are “held back” for State Fair
consideration—also all 4-H scrapbooks and pies will be held back to determine 1st, 2nd, and 3rd places).
*All exhibitors must be checked in by 2:00pm. During your club’s time, you will get your exhibits judged. Only
4-Hers may participate in conference judging. If the 4-H’er is not present, projects will be set aside for
judging at the judge’s convenience. 4-Hers may have only 3 fair exhibits evaluated per judge. If a 4-H'er has
had 3 judged and still has more to be judged, they must go back and wait for their turn again.

What will the judge ask?

Questions judges ask depend on your exhibit goals and the type of project. You will find it helpful to write a
clear, short, one-sentence goal statement before you begin to create your exhibit (and put it on your goal
card). After knowing your goals, the judge will ask you about the learning involved, that is, how information
was gathered, materials used, problems that were solved, and what new skills you learned. The judge will
also look at the general appearance of the exhibit as far as neatness and attractiveness. In addition, the
judge will want to know your future plans based on what you learned.

4-H Exhibits Release Time

The 4-H Exhibit Building will be closed at 5:30pm on Sunday, July 26th and then, the doors will be opened
and all exhibits will be released for you to take home at 6:00pm that evening. All exhibits must be checked
out formally with volunteers at that time. Please make sure that whoever is going to pick up your exhibits
knows that they will need to “check-out” before they leave! Any exhibits leaving the fairgrounds prior to that
time will not receive premium money.

*In the “$15 Challenge” participants are challenged to find outfits for $15 or less at garage sales, consignment
stores or clothing resale stores such as Thrifty’s, Goodwill or Salvation Army. Senior 4-H’ers are eligible to @

advance to lowa State Fair. Receipts will be required for your purchases. Hand written notes are acceptable

for garage sale items. The $15 Challenge does not include shoes or accessories, although an individual

participant may choose to include either or both in the $15 Challenge. Garments purchased at end of season

sales at regular outlets would not qualify for the $15 Challenge, but could still be used for Clothing Selection.
Guidelines for “an outfit” include a one piece garment such as a dress or a two piece ouffit consisting ofatop « =~
and bottom. You do NOT need to be enrolled in the clothing project area to participate.
