#1.  Cover Page...Be Creative!  A new cover page needs to be make each year. 

 Remember the information is for this past year, so the grade would be the one 
 you were in last year.  Place behind the Cover Page tab.  The current year 
 should be first. 
 

#2.  Table of Contents...Place behind the Table of Contents tab. 

 

#3.  Yearly Summary...A new form must be completed each year.  Place behind  the Yearly 

Summary tab and put the current year first..  The Yearly Summary,  
 2005-2006, should include the 4-H activities you participated in for the past year 
 within the club, county and state.  Any materials, clippings, photos, etcé that 
 would not go with a project record can be placed behind the Yearly Summary. 
 (i.e.:  Your 4-H clubsô photo was in the paper for a community service project that 
 you helped withðyou can put the picture in this section behind your Yearly  
 Summary form)  To get the form you can download it from the web or contact  
 your club leader or the Extension Office. 
 

#4.  Project Records...Complete a form for each project area that you were  

 enrolled in over the past year.  Place the current year on top.  You should have  a tab for 
each project area.  (i.e.:  Food & Nutrition, Photography, Market Beef,  etcé)You fill out one pro-
ject record for all the exhibits you took to fair in that  project area.   
 For example, if you took 3 photos to the fair you would fill out only one project 
 record and list all 3 photo exhibits on that one form.  You can fill out project 
 records for all the project areas you participated in this past year, even if you did 
 not take them to fair.  Project records are your goals, what you learned, and 
 what your future plans are in that specific project area.  You can use your  
 Fair Write-Up/Goals and Photo Exhibit Labels for your project records.  Please 
 place these behind the Project Record form.   
 *Photography areaðplease include only your Photo Exhibit Labelðnot your 
 photo(s). 
 *For market and breeding projects, an animal worksheet must be filled out too. 
  To get the form you can download it from the web or contact your club leader  
 or the Extension Office. 
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What Makes a Record Book Outstanding?  
An outstanding record is a combination of two parts:  

What have you, the 4 -Hõer, accomplished? 

How well have you recorded your accomplishments?  
Neat, Organized, and Complete  

Records should be neat, readable, and complete.  The sections should e easy to find, and the book organ-

ized in a logical fashion.  Remember that the newest records should always be on top.  Tabs are an excel-

lent way to separate sections.  Take care not to glue pages together when gluing photos and clippings.  

Consider Writing a 4 -H Story  

This is not required, but it is a great opportunity to tell about your 4 -H year in your own words.  It does 

not have to be long.  A couple of paragraphs will be fine.  

Tell about Learning  

Goals are what you hope to learn throughout the year.  A good goal should include what you want to learn, 

and how you went about learning it.  We learn a lot through our mistakes, so donõt be afraid to include any 

mistakes or set -backs in your write -up. 

Show Growth Through the Years  

You grow and change every year, so should your goals.  If your goals are the same for five years in a row, 

you have not shown any growth.  

Accurate  

Financial records need to be checked for accuracy.  Donõt just make up numbers, or copy them from last 

year. 

Start Early  

This can be the most difficult part of doing a record book.  If you start earlier, it wonõt be such an over-

whelming job.  Add to your yearly summary every few months.  This will help you to keep track of every-

thing.  Glue pictures and clippings on pages, and write the captions.  Get together with a few friends and 

work together.  It will be more fun, and you can help each other remember all of your activities.  

Get Involved  

Outstanding 4 -Hõers are involved 4-Hõers.  You need to look for opportunities to get involved and do 

things.  Volunteer to serve on committees in your club.  Take part in club and county activities.  If your 

club doesnõt offer activities, create your own!  You can plan and host a workshop for few other 4-Hõers, 

or plan a volunteer activity.  You can take charge of you own 4 -H career!  

Include Citizenship, Leadership, and Communications  

Involvement in these three areas is what really makes a 4 -Hõer and their record book stand out.  Many 

award decisions come down to what you have included in these sections.  If you want to work toward an 

award in a project area, be sure to look for ways to add leadership, citizenship, and communications.  Citi-

zenship is considered a service and can be as simple as raking leaves for someone, or bringing a meal to 

the elderly.  Leadership is when you take charge and lead.  You could volunteer to be the chair of a com-

mittee, or even start a committee if needed.  Communications is as easy as giving an educational presen-

tation to your club.
