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COUNTRY OF ORIGIN LAEBELING AND 4-H LIVESTOCK

The USDA is preparing for the mandatory COOL (Country of Origin Labeling) that went into effect September 30, 2008.
There is an excellent website for those wanting to know more details on the lowa Beef Center’'s webpage at:
http://www.iowabeefcenter.org/content/COOLhtm The process for 4-H'ers is relatively simple.

What4-HO0 er s Need to Do:

The lowa COOL Coalition has come up with a simple affidavit that can work for all species of livestock (beef,
sheep, swine, poultry, goat). This affidavit is located at:

Page 1 explains the steps needed to be taken as well as example documents that can be used for an audit trail.
Page 2 is the actual affidavit.

FSQA TRAINING FOR 4-H & FFA MEMBERS THAT WILL EXHIBIT LIVESTOCK

FSQA is a statewide program that all livestock exhibitors (except dog, horse, cat, or pet) are
required to take. We teach good production practices and also ethics. 4-H & FFA members
are required to attend one training each year. If the exhibitor is 12-14 years old as of
January 1, 2010 they may choose to test out. By testing out they do not have to attend the
training and they are certified until the age of 15. 15-18 year olds (by January 1, 2010) may
choose to test out instead of attending a training. This certifies them until they are 18.

We are encouraging anyone 12 and older to test out so our training class size is smaller and
the information can be geared toward 9, 10, & 11 year olds. Testing out can be done anytime
Ann is available. You will need to call ahead and set up an appointment with her. You cannot
test out during a training as Ann will be teaching.

If you need to take the training we have those dates set for this year. There will not be any
make up trainings available. Please call the Extension Office to reserve your seat at a
training.

We will be offering the following training sessions:

December 29: 1:30-3:30 p.m. (Held at the American Bank basement)

April 5: 1:30-3:30 p.m. (Held in the Lower Level of the Le Mars Convention Center)
May 27: 7:00-9:00 p.m. (Held in the Lower Level of the Le Mars Convention Center)

You will need to call ahead to pre-register for a session. There is no cost for this training.
