AREA LOCK-IN FOR 7THñ12TH GRADERS 

               Extension programs are available to all without regard to race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age or disability. 
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FSQA is a statewide program that all livestock 
exhibitors (except dog, horse, cat, or pet) are 
required to take.  We teach good production 
practices and also ethics.  4-H & FFA members 
are required to attend one training each year.  
If the exhibitor is 12-14 years old as of Janu-
ary 1, 2009 they may choose to test out.  By 
testing out they do not have to attend the train-
ing and they are certified until the age of 15.  
15-18 year olds (by January 1, 2009) may 
choose to test out instead of attending a train-
ing.  This certifies them until they are 18.  We 
have our training dates set for this year.  You 
need to make arrangements now to attend one 
of the following dates or call Ann to schedule a 
date to test out.  You can not test out during a 
training!  There will not be any make up times 

available this year.   Please note that any-
one who attended a training session from 
December 2007-July 2008 will need to at-
tend a training again this year or test out.  
Seating will be reserved for 9, 10, and 11 
year olds.  Older 4-Hõers need to consider 

testing out.

MARCH 2009 
MORE LIVESTOCK 
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The 4-H & Youth Committee has set forth the following policies that all Plymouth County 4-Hõers will need 

to abide by.  These policies are supported by the Extension Council and Fairboard. 

 

1. A 4-Hõer is required to attend a minimum of four business meetings during the calendar year between   
September1, 2008 and the Friday that Fair Livestock and Communication entries are due which will be 
July 17, 2009 in order to exhibit at the 2009 Plymouth County Fair.  Scheduled club meetings on the 
local club calendar are planned for 4-H members, leaders, and parents to attend.  Any additional club 
meetings beyond the club calendar should be called jointly by the club leaders and officers and all 
members and leaders must be notified.  A meeting is defined as one in which an actual business      
meeting occurs with a roll call, officer reports, old & new business, discussion, educational presentations, 
and time for recreation and refreshments.  Getting together for a bowling party, caroling, community 
service, volleyball tournament, achievement show, club tour, or other like event is not considered a club 

meeting unless a business meeting occurs as well.                                                              

2. NEW FOR 2009ñALL BEEF AND POULTRY PROJECTS WILL BE INCLUDED IN THE SPOT CHECK!  All 
beef, poultry, sheep and swine projects will again be spot checked following the May 1 identification 
deadline.  If any of the 4-Hõers animals are not found during the spot checks we will enforce a         
no-tolerance policy.  If you have ten hogs/lambs identified and only seven are located at your farm 
you will not show any hogs/lambs/BEEF/POLUTRY at the 2009 Plymouth County Fair.  You will not 
be given any warnings!  All 4-Hõers have signed a code of ethics form that states they will care for 

their own project to the best of their ability.    

3. If a 4-Hõer lives at a different location than their livestock is housed they will need to have that address 
on the identification form.  In this case the project needs to be within close proximity for the 4-Hõer to 
easily care for that animal on a daily basis.  For example, if Johnny 4-Hõer lives in town and his sheep 
are kept at his Grandpaõs place six miles out of town on the farm then Grandpaõs address will need to 
be on the     identification form.  It is not reasonable for the project to be 40 miles away at a friendõs 
farm.  The 4-Hõer needs to be the one in charge of that project and the primary care giver of that 

project as they have signed on in the Code of Ethics.   

4. 4-Hõers must be in good standing with their county in order to participate in state or interstate 4-H 
shows according to the State Livestock Handbook document 4-H 202.  Extension staff will withhold their 
signature from entry forms for these shows if 4-Hõers have not been in compliance with county guide-

lines.
