MANDATORY TO SHOW AT THE HARDIN COUNTY FAIR 
**Livestock ID Forms** 

 
All animals to be shown at the Hardin County Fair and State Fair must fill out an identification form 
and turn it into the Extension Office by May 15th.  There is an ID sheet for Breeding Beef, 
Breeding Sheep, Market Swine, Dairy, Dairy Goat, Horse and Pony, Dog, and Llama.  
Market beef, swine, sheep and meat goats that were previously weighed in are already on file at the 
office.  If you are planning on showing at the Iowa State Fair all information must be recorded.  
Livestock ID sheets can be picked up at the Extension Office or found at 
http://www.extension.iastate.edu/hardin/news/Livestock+ID.htm.  Office hours are 8am-12pm 
and 12:30pm – 4:30pm.  After hours, forms can be dropped in the night drop box located outside 
the north office door.   

DUE: MAY 15 
 
What happens if the paperwork is late?  You will not be able to exhibit or show at the county or 
state fair.  Please don‟t miss this deadline!

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DOG OBEDIENCE CLASSES 
Dog Obedience classes will continue to meet every Tuesday at the fairgrounds at 7:00pm.  Classes 
will continue to meet each Tuesday up until the fair.  Make sure to complete a Dog ID form by May

BUCKET BOTTLE OPPORTUNITIES 
A change to the bucket bottle calf division at the Hardin County Fair allows 
all grades to participate in the bucket bottle calf project.  All K-12th graders 
are eligible to show a bucket bottle calf at the Hardin County Fair.  
Competitive classes will be as follows:  Junior (4, 5, 6 grade); Intermediate  
(7, 8 grade), Senior (9, 10, 11, 12 grade).  A non-competitive class will be held 
for Kindergarten – 3rd graders.  The calf should be born between March 1 and May 31, 2009.  If 
purchased, the calf should be in possession of the exhibitor within 2 weeks of birth.  A bucket bottle 
calf booklet will need to be completed for all 4th-12th grade 4-H‟ers.  This booklet will need to be 
completed before interviews at the Hardin County Fair.  The booklets can be picked up at the 
Extension Office.  A Fair Entry form for 4th-12th graders and a Youth Entry form for K-3 graders 
must be filled out and turned into the Extension Office by the June deadline..  All bucket bottle 
calves need ear tags.  You may use your own tags or the Extension Office will have tags available.

Through…Educational Presentations

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BUCKET BOTTLE CALF OPPORTUNITIES  

 There will be three class divisions – Junior (4, 5, 6 grade), Intermediate (7, 8 grade) and 
Senior (9, 10, 11, 12 grade) 

 Each age division will be judge separately and one winner will be chosen in the junior 
division, intermediate division and senior division.  The respective winner from each division 
will compete for a Grand Champion Bucket/Bottle Calf.   

 Bucket/Bottle calves can only exhibit in the bucket/bottle calf division of the Hardin 
County Fair.   

 
FEEDER PEN 

 Rate of gain information will be calculated on each junior cattle feeder pen project and 
posted, along with weight, on each stall card.  Only steers with 2.4 pounds per day or better 
gain will be eligible for a purple or blue ribbon.  Only heifers with 2.2 pounds per day or 
better gain will be eligible for a purple or blue ribbon.  A 3% shrink factor will be provided 
due to hauling loss.  ADG will be (Fair weight x .03) – beginning weight) divided by days on 
test.   

 
SHEEP 

 All sexually intact sheep must have an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag.  
To register, call 1-866-USDA-TAG. 

 No grooming or clipping of lambs in the aisles of the sheep barn.   
 
GOATS 

 All sexually intact sheep must have an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag.  
To register, call 1-866-USDA-TAG. 

 All goats will be mouthed for age at fair check in.   
 
POULTRY 

 Broilers - individual bird weight of no less than 3.0 pounds and no more than 5.0 pounds.   
 
$15 CHALLENGE 

 Outfits must be purchased at a garage sale, consignment store, or resale shop; i.e. Goodwill, 

Salvation Army, or other stores of this type. (Handπmeπdowns or clothing as gifts that were 

selected by the 4πH‟er belong in Clothing Selection.) 
 
MISCELLANEOUS 

 Trailers should be parked in the hayfield north of the fairgrounds, on 9th Avenue.  

 NO PARKING IN THE CEMETARY during the fair.

CHALLENGE FOOD RECIPE 
What is a Challenge Recipe?  All 4-12 grade 4-H‟ers can participate in the 2009 Challenge Recipe 
competition at the Hardin County Fair.  4-H‟ers prepare the challenge recipe and bring it to the 
Youth Building to be judged on July 7th during Conference Judging Day.  Bring three samples on a 
paper plate with your name, grade, and 4-H club on a 4-H exhibit tag.  Tags can be picked up at the 
Extension Office, from 4-H leaders, or at the fair.  No interview, premium money, or state fair 
eligibility.  Prizes will be awarded to the top individual in Junior (4-6), Intermediate (7-8), and Senior 
(9-12) grades. 
 
Chocolate Revel Bars 
1 cup butter or margarine 
2 cups packed brown sugar 
2 eggs 
2 teaspoons vanilla 
2-1/2 cups all-purpose flour 
1 teaspoon baking soda 
3 cups quick-cooking rolled oats 
1 14-ounce can (1-1/4 cups) sweetened condensed milk 
1 12-ounce package (2 cups) semisweet chocolate pieces 
2 teaspoons vanilla 
 
1. Set aside 2 tablespoons of the butter or margarine.  In a large mixing bowl beat the remaining 
butter or margarine with an electric mixer on medium speed for 30 seconds.  Add brown sugar; beat 
until well mixed.  Beat in eggs and 2 teaspoons vanilla.  In another large bowl stir together flour and 
baking soda; stir in oats.  Gradually stir dry mixture into beaten mixture.  Set aside. 
2. In a medium saucepan combine the reserved butter or margarine, the sweetened condensed milk, 
and chocolate pieces.  Cook over low heat until chocolate melts, stirring occasionally.  Remove from 
heat.  Stir in 2 teaspoons vanilla.   
3. Press two-thirds (about 3-1/3 cups) of the oat mixture into the bottom of an ungreased 15x10x1-
inch baking pan.  Spread chocolate mixture over the oat mixture.  Using your fingers, dot remaining 
oat mixture over the chocolate. 
4. Bake in a 350 degree F oven about 25 minutes or until top is lightly browned (chocolate mixture 
will still look moist).  Cool on a wire rack.  Cut into 2x1-inch bars.  Makes about 75 bars.

The theme this year will be 
holidays and seasons. Hardin County will select one photo to be displayed at the 2009 Iowa State Fair. 

Photos selected for the exhibition will also be considered for future 4πH promotional materials.  Any 
5” x 7” color photograph (vertical or horizontal), taken after January 1, 2007, that shows a 4-H‟er or 
group of 4-H‟ers involved in a project, doing community service, giving an educational presentation, 
enjoying a recreational activity, or anything else related to the 4-H youth program. Include a photo 
story to tell what‟s happening in the photo and explain why it‟s the best example of “4-H‟ers in 
Action!” from your county.  Captions are limited to 75 words or less. 
1. The photography entered in the challenge class cannot be entered into another class at the fair.   
2. 4-H‟er can have only one entry in the Photography Challenge Class.   
3. No mats, frames, or glass are permitted.  



4. Name, club, and address must be attached to back of entry. 
5. No goal sheets, elements and principles of design, or photo labels required. 
6. All entries in the challenge class will be judged on Tuesday, July 7. 
7. There will be three classes – 4-6 grade, 7-8 grade, and 9-12 grades based on Sept. 15, 2008.  
Prizes will be available to the top individual of each class.  Only one photograph will advance to the 
State Fair in 4-12 grade.  
 
 
 
 
The following updates and changes will be in effect for the 2009 Iowa State Fair 4-H Livestock 
shows: 
 
BEEF UPDATES 

Å New for 2009: No artificial tails allowed 

Å Fitting rule clarification (all species) - Family member is defined as: parent (mom, dad, step-
parent or legal guardian), brother, sister, step-sibling 

Å No coaching rule clarification - No coaching will be allowed from or near the ring.  This 
includes verbal or non-verbal coaching.  Violators will be escorted from the barn/showing 
area for the duration of the show.  

Å Remember: Commercial heifers MUST have a tattoo 

Å Hard to read tattoos: 
o Be sure exhibitor checks tattoo legibility PRIOR to Fair

RABBIT, CHICKEN, PET 
For youth K-3 grades showing a rabbit, chicken, or pet.  A Youth Entry form must be turned into 
the Hardin County Extension Office by Friday, June 12th.   

 
  MEAT GOAT  

For youth K-3 grades.  Meat goats must be 2009 spring meat goats.  A Youth Entry form and ID 
form needs to be turned into the Extension Office by June 12.  Meat goats must have an ear tag.  
Ear tags are available at the Extension Office.  
 
LAMB 
For youth K-3 grades showing a 2009 spring lamb.  A Youth Entry form and ID form will need to 
be filled out and turned into the Extension Office by June 12th. 
 
BUCKET BOTTLE CALF 
For youth K-3 grades.  The calf should be born between March 1 and May 31, 2009.  If purchased, 
the calf should be in possession of the exhibitor within 2 weeks of birth.  A Youth Entry form and 
ID form for K-3 graders must be filled out and turned into the Extension Office by June 12th.  All 
bucket bottle calves need ear tags.  You may use your own tags or the Extension Office will have 
tags available.  
 
SWINE 
Each K-3 grade exhibitor may bring one market pig of their own or participate in the Adopt-A-Pig 
(K-3 grade) program.  The Adopt-A-Pig project will be led by Ted and Rachel Mosher.  The 
program allows youth to learn about and exhibit a pig without purchasing the pig, feed, shelter, and 
show supplies.  Approximately six learning sessions will be held prior to the fair. Transportation of 
the pig to the fair will be provided.  Other responsibilities of exhibitors will be discussed at the 
learning sessions.  Participation in this program begins in June, please contact Ted Mosher at 641-
497-5257.  Adopt-A-Pig project is noncompetitive.  No entry fee and no premium paid for grades 
K-3.  A Youth Entry form and ID must be turned into the Extension Office by June 12th.
