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A Safe Food class will be offered June 20, 2011 at Armstrong Research Farm near Lewis from 2:00 to 4:00 pm. Barb Fuller, ISU Extension Nutrition and Health Program Specialist will conduct this training program. It is designed to provide basic food safety and sanitation information useful to all foodservice employees.  This does meet the State sanitation training requirements for most foodservice operations. Topics covered include employee health and hygiene, prevention of cross contamination, time/temperature of foods, and proper cleaning and sanitizing practices. Material is based on Food Code 2005.
