RULES AND REGULATIONS  
 

No claim for injury to any person or property shall ever be asserted nor suit instituted or maintained against the Butler County 

Fair, its officers, or their agents, by or on behalf of any person, firm, or corporation of their agents, representatives, servants, or 

employees having license or privilege to exhibit on the Fairgrounds or occupy any space thereon. 

 

If any damage, loss or injury to person or property shall be approximately caused by reason of any neglect or willful act of any 

person, firm or corporation, their agents, representative, servants or employees having license or privilege to exhibit on said 

Fairgrounds, or occupying space thereon, the Butler County Fair shall in no manner be responsible therefore, and in case it be 

subjected to any expense or liability, all persons causing same or liable therefore shall indemnify the said Butler County Fair. 

 

The Butler County Fairboard will use diligence to ensure the safety of stock of articles entered for exhibition after their arrival 

and placement, but under no circumstances will it be responsible for any theft, loss, injury or damage done to or occasioned by, 

or arising from any animal or article on exhibition.  Therefore, the exhibitor shall indemnify the Fair Board, Department 

Supervisors, or other volunteers thereof against all legal or other proceedings in regard therein.  The Butler County Extension in 

cooperation with the Butler County Fair Board, accept exhibits and will exercise due care to protect them.  However, the 

Extension and the Fair Board cannot accept responsibility for loss or damage. 

 

Fair Ma nagement is not liable for accidents or theft. 

 

The Butler County Fairboard reserves the final and absolute right to interpret those rules and regulations and arbitrarily settle 

and determine all matters, questions, and difference in regard thereto or arising out of, connect with or incident to the fair. 

 



 

RULES AND REGULATIONS  Continued 
 

The Butler County Fairboard and department superintendents reserve the right to amend or add to those rules as they, in 

their judgment, may deem advisable. 

 

See schedule and department rules for entry times.  Goods and stock must be delivered on the grounds within the time 

scheduled, and put in place by the exhibitors and removed by them at the close of the Fair. 

 

All exhibits must remain in place until the scheduled release time per department guidelines.  Anyone removing any exhibit 

before that time will forfeit their premium money unless they have proper authorization.  Early release will be allowed 

ONLY IF cleared through the fair office prior to fair, AND written proof of participation in another show or fair is received 

at the fair office.   

 

 Any animal dying on the fairgrounds of unknown cause shall be posted at ownersô expense and disposed of.  No livestock 

are to be killed and dressed on fair property. 

 

Exhibitors making entries and not exhibiting shall forfeit all fees for space, stalls, and pens.  No refunds will be made for 

any reason, except by official action of the Executive Committee in each case.  All applications for entries or exhibits must 

be made in accordance with Rules of the Secretaryôs office and in accord with instructions found in the various 

departments. 

 

 Exhibitors accept responsibility that their exhibits are designated to the particular class and division to which they wish to 

have them entered as no change will be made after being on the Secretaryôs books. The responsibility must rest with the 

exhibitor.  The Fair Management will not accept responsibility for items entered in the wrong class. 

 

When there is no competition the Judges and the Department Superintendent shall decide whether the first, second or no 

premium shall be awarded. 

  
 No animal or article unworthy of premium shall receive one even if there is no competition.  Nor shall any animal or article 

receive a premium higher than its merit as interpreted by the judges.  It is the intention of the Fair Board and Department 

Supervisors that no premium or distinction of any kind shall be given to any animal or article not deserving of the prize. 

 

An exhibitor in any way trying to influence or obstruct the Judges in making awards shall be ruled out and shall not be 

allowed to compete in any class.  

 

No intoxicated or other improper and disorderly person will be permitted on the grounds.  Such individuals will be 

turned over to local law enforcement officers to be dealt with according to law.  

 

Parties wanting vendor/booth privileges must apply to the Secretary for location and secure permission before setting up. 

 

All entries and fees to be paid shall be made the Butler County Fair Secretaryôs office on the fairgrounds during the 

duration of the fair, or in advance using the Entry Form from this Fairbook and mailed to Krista Simpson, 1448 Joplin 

Ave., Waverly, IA  50677. 

 

 

COMPLAINT PROCEDURE  

All complaints must be in writing and be accompanied by a $100 fee.  This fee will be refunded in the event of a founded 

complaint.  The party filing the complaint will pay any testing costs incurred. 

 

Complaint against exhibition of either animal or article must be filed at the Secretaryôs fair office on the grounds before 

awards are made and will be considered before the hour of showing.  

 

The Fair Boardôs Complaint Committee will promptly investigate the complaint. 

 

Complaints against the awards must be filed with the Fair Secretary immediately after award is made, and will be 

considered by the complaint committee, which will examine cause of complaint and settle the dispute at once and no further 

hearing will be had.  No appeal will be heard or considered based on the statement that the Complaint Committee has 

overlooked articles or animals.

RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

 

1. All animals exhibited shall be owned and registered in exhibitors name at the time of making entries. 

2. All animals must be registered in exhibitorôs name and have registration papers available when making entries. 

 Exceptions:  Beef Breeding Class #14 Commercial and 2009 born calves.   

 Dairy Cattle with VIP or I.D. Grades will be shown in Class #10 Aged Cow.   

 Sheep exhibitors with animals under one year of age. 

3. All animals must have current official health papers signed by a veterinarian.  Health papers may be obtained for a fee 

by fair veterinarian by prior appointment. 

4. 1
st
 and 2

nd
 place animals in each class are required to bring animals back for Breed Champion.  All Breed Champion 

and Reserve Champion Breed animals are required to return to the ring for Supreme and Reserve Champion selection. 

5. Stalls for all Open Shows must be reserved at the secretaryôs office.  Bedding fees are included in animalôs entry fees.   

6. No straw allowed - universal bedding is provided with entry fee.   

 Bagged bedding is available upon request for $6.00 per bag. 

7. Exhibitors must keep stalls clean and alleyways behind stalls clear.  Alley fans will not be allowed.   

8. It is up to the discretion of the department superintendent to add or delete classes. 

9. Classes may be grouped together at the discretion of Department Superintendent. 

10. At least two (2) exhibitors must be entered per breed for a breed show.  If breed does not have two entries animals will 

be moved at the discretion of the Department Superintendent. 

11. Cattle are not eligible for showing if they are not broke to lead.    

12.  All animals must be in ring by time of final placing, or will be disqualified. 

13. All livestock exhibitors use the North Gate Entrance on Second Street.
