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Project Requirements:

Project Requirements:

1. Project open to 4-H members in grades K-12.

2. Own a calf born between January 1 and May 15 in the year of the county fair.

3. Turn in a special Bucket/Bottle Calf ID Form by May 15 (available from your 4-H Leader or the Extension Office).

4. Calf must be owned and fed on a bottle/bucket before the calf is two weeks of age.  The calf must no longer nurse a cow after two weeks of age.

5. Members are responsible for the care of the calf.  Care is to include feeding, training the calf to lead, keeping track of expenses, and looking after the calf’s health.

6. There will be a special class at the Butler County Fair during the Youth 4-H/FFA Beef Show for exhibiting these calves.

7. The calf can be beef, dairy, or a cross, steer or heifer.

8. Little Clovers will receive participation ribbon only and there will be no premium.

9. 4th – 12th graders will receive blue, red, or white ribbons and will receive premium.

10. The following criteria will be used for judging the bucket/bottle calves:

25 points – Presentation of the calf in the ring

20 points – Condition and health of the calf

  5 points – Quality of the calf

50 points – Members knowledge of the calf (age, breed); feeding (amount, cost, 


what & when, how much, etc.); care of the calf given by the     

                     member.  The judge will interview each member in the show ring as 


                      they are exhibiting their calves.
