*  Read your fairbook  - there is only one class for each project area.


*  No pre-entry required for non-livestock exhibits.



* ALL NON-LIVESTOCK ENTRIES WILL BE MADE ON A SINGLE COLORED SHEET.  (See copy of correctly filled out entry sheet on back of this sheet). Green sheets are for 4th-12th graders, yellow sheets are for Little Clovers. Leaders will have extra forms.  


*  A separate ½ sheet is required for each exhibit to list member’s goal, steps and what was learned.   Attach goal sheet to exhibit.  This sheet can be downloaded at http://

www.extension.iastate.edu/4h/projects.

*  A white entry tag will also need to be completed for each exhibit.  The office and 4H leaders will have extra tags available.

* You will find a sample copy of “4-H Exhibit Evaluation” in your packet.  We will have comment writers with each judge to write the judge’s comments for each exhibit.


* All Challenge Classes need to be on entry sheet and have an entry tag but do not need to have goals.



* All posters, other than Challenge Posters, must have a “Poster Communication Exhibit Report Form” attached.


* All photography exhibits need a “4-H Photography Exhibit Label” attached.


* All preserved foods need a “Preserved Food 4-H Exhibit Label” attached.


* Some classes in Visual Arts, Clothing, & Home Improvement require you to address the ‘Design Elements & Art Principles’ you learned about in the “”What I Learned” section of the goal sheet.  You can find more helpful information on the project web page.
