BUTLER COUNTY RECORD KEEPING
REQUIREMENTS

Why 4-H record keeping is important:
Record keeping is a very unique 4-H learning opportunity.  During and at the end of the year, your record keeping can help you think about and record what you have accomplished.  Record keeping is a process (method) that can be used throughout your life in many ways.  You can learn: how to set goals; plan and do things to meet your goal(s); collect and organize information; accept and complete responsibility;  tell what you really liked to do; get a better understanding of financial costs for projects  (specially livestock), and tell what you learned throughout your project.
Include the following in your 4-H records following order:
1. “Butler County Expected Standards” sheet - filled out and signed by 4-H member, 4-H Leader, and Parent/Guardian

2. Cover Page with the following information:

a. Name

b. 4-H Club

c. Current Grade in school

d. Number of years you have been in 4-H
e. Photo of yourself (optional)
3. Yearly 4-H Summary – current year only
4. General Support Materials (photos, news articles, clippings, 4H programs, etc.)
a.  A tab dividing general support and project areas is suggested

b. Only include non-project related support material here.  Please place support materials that relate to a project area that you are currently enrolled in with that project record.  If no project record is completed or a member is not enrolled in that project area for the current year then include materials in this section. 

5.  Project Records

a. It is recommended that Intermediates used the “Advanced” and Senior members use the “Experienced” project record forms available at the Extension Office or online.

b. Be sure to include any communication, leadership, or citizenship work completed.  (see back of this sheet for definitions

c. It is suggested to use tabs to divide project areas.

d. A Project Summary included in Yearly Summary won’t count as a completed project record for minimum one record or for project awards.

6. Project Support Materials (photos, news articles, clippings, 4H programs, etc.)
a. Project worksheets – (market/breeding animals, 4-H lifetime records, etc.)

b. Only include support material related to specific project behind corresponding project record form.

Local – your 4-H club


County – involves other Butler County 4-H members

Citizenship/Service – helping or working for the benefit of others or the community for no pay with the goal of benefiting someone else


Club examples – host a meeting, lead pledges, serve on a committee, 4-H’ers for 4-H donation, National 4-H Week promotion, club community service project, etc. 

County examples – herdsmanship at county fair, cleaning show rings and wash racks, picking up trash at fairgrounds, pre and post fair clean-up, work at fundraisers, etc.  


Project ideas – help a new 4-H member with a project, make a donation to charity related to project area, food pantry, needy family, serve on a committee to plan a community event, help others at workshops, prepare a display related to your project, take your project to show people, volunteer, make gifts related to your project, plant flowers in community, etc.

Communication – writing, talking to, or showing others in order to share ideas, knowledge, or skills


Club examples – answering roll call, club presentations, making posters for a club fund raiser, sharing ideas with committee, etc.


County examples – working exhibit, presentation, share the fun act, 4-H poster contest, speaking at a 4-H event, etc.


Project examples – create a display or poster related to your project, talk about or show your project to a class, community club, interview an expert in your project area, write newsletter or newspaper articles, etc.

Leadership – teaching others how to make or do something related to a project area or service work and/or organizing an activity.


Club examples – serving as a club officer, participating in a committee, helping a younger member learn a new skill or providing information.


County examples – serving on county council, assisting with livestock weigh-ins, conducting a project workshop


Project examples – showing a younger member how to lead an animal, teach how to measure ingredients, organize and conducting a project workshop.
