Carrots, broccoli and cauliflower are the 
popular vegetables but try something different, like celery, cherry tomatoes or peppers.   

• Popcorn is a great snack for your health and your pocketbook.  Air popped popcorn is the 
healthiest and most inexpensive choice.  Consider making your own snack mix with popcorn, 
cereals and small pretzels.   

• Low fat yogurt with fruits is a quick easy snack.
