2009 4-H Food Safety and Quality
Assurance Rules

Here are the county guidelines for the lowa 4-H Food
Safety and Quality Assurance (FSQA) Program for
this year:
e All 4-H/FFA swine exhibitors must be
certified in FSQA.
e All 4-H/FFA beef exhibitors (market including
feeder pens, breeding, and bucket/bottle calf)
must be certified in FSQA.



e All 4-H/FFA sheep (market and breeding)
exhibitors must be certified in FSQA.

e All 4-H/FFA dairy (cattle and goats)
exhibitors must be certified in FSQA.

e All other 4-H food animals (rabbits, poultry,
etc.) must be certified in FSQA.

e Youth, ages 9-11 by January 1, 2009, must
recertify in FSQA annually.

e Youth ages 12-14 by January 1, 2009, can
recertify annually or can test out. If youth
pass the test, certification will be good until
they turn 15 years of age.

e Youth, ages 15-19 by January 1, 2009, can
recertify annually or can test out. If youth
pass the test, certification will be good until
they graduate.

e Youth can be certified in FSQA by attending
an Extension sponsored FSQA training.
Youth are able to attend training in any
county; however, youth need to contact the
host county to pre-register.

e There will be no tape of the training available
for check-out.

There will be an open class for youth who live
in Palo Alto County and who have completed
kindergarten and up at the time of the show and a
class for 4-Hers and FFA youth. All exhibitors will
participate in an individual interview with the judge
prior to the show.

Any orphan or newborn lamb, wether or ewe, born
between January 1% and May 1* of the current year
may be shown. Lambs should be in possession of
the exhibitor within one week of birth. Lambs must
be bottle fed. No nursing permitted. Lambs are to be
halter broke and will be shown at halter.

All exhibitors in this class must pick up an ID form
from the Extension office, fill it out, and return it to the
office by May 1%. An exhibitor may identify up to
three animals but is limited to only one exhibit at the
county fair. These lambs are eligible to be shown
only in the Bottle Lamb Class. Lambs will need to
have a 4-H ear tag and a scrapie tag. More
information, including the show rules, will be sent out
to those who turn in an ID form.

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and who has completed kindergarten and up at the
time of the show. The Bucket/Bottle Calf Show is
scheduled for Friday, July 24™.

Any orphan or newborn calf, steer or heifer, dairy,
beef, or crossbred calved on/after March 15, 2009
and purchased by May 15, 2009 may be shown.
Calves should be in possession of the exhibitor within
two weeks of birth. Calves must be bucket or bottle
fed. No nursing permitted. Feeding a calf starter
feed is permitted and is a normal management
practice as the calves begin to grow. All calves will
be shown at halter.

All exhibitors must pick up an ID form from the
Extension Office, fill it out, and return it by May 15",
An exhibitor may identify up to three animals but is
limited to only one exhibit at the county fair. The calf
being exhibited must be eartagged by May 15",
More details will be sent to those youth who turn in
an ID form.

REMINDER: 2009 Fair Auction

Each livestock exhibitor is limited to 1 time through
the auction per species (beef, sheep, swine, dairy)
with 1 animal. Bottle lambs and bucket/bottle calves
do not go through the fair auction.

Breeding Heifer Identification Day

There will be a Breeding Heifer Identification Day for
all Palo Alto County 4-H/FFA members planning on
showing a breeding heifer at the Palo Alto, Clay, or
State fairs. On Saturday, April 18" from 9:00-11:00
a.m. all heifers to be shown at the county fair must
come to the fairgrounds in Emmetsburg. At that time
heifers will be checked for ear tags and tattoos and
ID forms will be filled out. Any heifers going to the
State Fair must be tattooed and the numbers/letters
recorded on the ID form. All heifers must have a birth
date and purebred animals must also have
registration number listed on the ID. Exhibitors of
purebred animals should bring registration papers
with them to make sure all information is correct. A
heifer identified as a breeding heifer which was
previously identified as a market heifer is no longer a
market heifer as double identification is not allowed.

Exhibitors not able to attend the Breeding Heifer
Identification Day must contact the Extension office
three days prior to the identification day so other
arrangements can be made. All breeding heifers
must be purchased by the 18™ and no IDs will be
accepted after that day.

Cow/calf pairs need to also be identified but do not
need to come on this day. They do need to be on an
ID form no later than the Breeding Beef ID Day (April

18th in 2009). ID forms are available at the
Extension office or on our website at
http://www.extension.iastate.edu/paloalto/kidsteens.h
tm.

Prospect Calf ID forms for Clay County Fair are also
available at the Extension office or on the above
website and are due no later than June 10™.

Weigh-in for derby swine is scheduled for Saturday,
April 18", from 9:00-10:00 a.m. at the fairgrounds in
Emmetsburg. Derby pigs will be tagged at weigh-in.
It will be assumed that swine exhibitors who do not
show up on this day at the designated time will not be
participating in this swine class.

Swine ID Forms

All swine ID forms for swine other than derby will
need to be filled out completely and turned into the
Extension office by May 1*. This includes notches,
tags, sex, color markings, and birthdate. An exhib-
itor may identify a total of 15 pigs on this form.

4-H/FFA Sheep Weigh-In

Weigh-in for 4-H/FFA market lambs to be shown at
the 2009 Palo Alto County Fair will be held Saturday,
April 25" at the fairgrounds in Emmetsburg from
10:00 AM-noon. Exhibitors need to have their
animals weighed and identified on this day. Lambs
are to be tagged at home prior to weigh-in. Tags are
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available at the Extension Office for $1.50 each. A
maximum of 12 market lambs can be weighed in. 1D
forms may be picked up from the office when you
purchase your tags.

* At this time we will also be offering to do the State
Fair verification process for exhibitors who want to
nominate lambs for State Fair or Ak-Sar-Ben. This
process includes weighing, tagging, retinal imaging,
and collecting hair samples. If you are planning to
participate in this process you must contact the
Extension office and let us know by April 23". This
will be our only site and date for State Fair verification
of sheep. During the weigh-in both exhibitor and
parent signatures will be required for each entry. If a
parent or exhibitor cannot be present at the weigh-in
a signed waiver must accompany the animal. Parent
and exhibitor waivers are available at the Extension
office. Anyone who has a scheduling conflict will
need to get someone else to get their animals to the
weigh-in site and will need to send the signed
waivers with that person.

4-H'ers wishing to participate in the State Fair may
nominate up to 15 lambs total. The cost to nominate
lambs will once again be $5.00 per head. There will
be an additional fee for those same animals wishing
to be eligible for Ak-Sar-Ben.
