General rules and regulations
1. Exhibitors must be members of a 4-H club or an FFA chapter within the county and

subject to all club, county and chapter rules and regulations. All exhibits must be 4-H or

FFA projects. All livestock projects must be identified on 4-H identification forms and

on file at the county extension office by May 15.
2 A 4-H'er or FFA member may exhibit at the fair the one consecutive summer following

high school graduation. Exhibitors must have completed the fourth grade to be eligible to exhibit.

4. All care will be exercised to insure safety of exhibits after arrival; however, the show

management will not be responsible for any loss or damage that might occur.

5. All exhibits will remain in place until Thursday afternoon. Clubs with exhibitors

removing livestock or static exhibits before the Thursday release time will be

penalized.

6. The sale or drinking of intoxicating liquors is prohibited on the fairgrounds.

7 Privilege for concessions and amusement rides will be arranged through the Fair Board

Secretary or the Fair Coordinator.

8. ALL clubs MUST be represented on fair clean-up days.
9. 4-H Ribbon Premium money will be paid out at the following times.

Saturday 9:00 AM – until judging is finished (static exhibit building)

Monday-Thursday 9:00 AM - 3:00 PM (Fair Office)

a) Summary sheets of static exhibits will be required to verify judging results.

b) Premiums NOT claimed during these hours will be forfeited.

c) NO late premiums will be paid.

d) Ribbon premium will be paid on static exhibits, pets, dogs, flower

arranging/houseplants, livestock judging contest, communications events and

fashion revue/clothing selection.

e) No individual ribbon premium will be paid on livestock exhibits.

f) Horse, Dairy, Sheep, Beef, Swine, Goats, Rabbits and Poultry exhibitors are allowed to

participate in the Livestock Ribbon Auction on Thursday evening.

g) Champion and Reserve Champion exhibits will be recognized with Champion (Dark
Purple) rosette ribbons and Reserve Champion (Light Purple) rosette ribbons. Any other special

recognition or awards will be listed in the Fair Book with each project area.

The Sioux County Farm Bureau will take pictures of the 4-H and FFA exhibitors to display in the Sioux

County Extension Service booth during the fair. Pictures will be returned to the club members for use in

their record books.

GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES

1. All 4-H and FFA animals must be in the member's care from the time the animal becomes the project until exhibit time. (Care is defined as feeding, grooming, and training.) 
2. The 4-H/FFA exhibitor must OWN all livestock.  When registration papers are involved, the papers must either be in the 4-H/FFA member’s name or show a logical family relationship.  4-H/FFA members need registration papers to be eligible to exhibit in the breed divisions at the Iowa State Fair.  Animals changing ownership after being identified as a project are ineligible to be exhibited as 4-H/FFA animals for the current 4-H year. (See official state rules on the back of the Identification sheet for each species.)

3. All entries (with an entry fee) must be delivered or postmarked by May 15. Make checks payable to "Sioux County Youth Fair". No entry fee refunds will be made in any division. No entries will be accepted after May 15. Exhibits will be placed in classes according to entry form. Send or bring entries to Sioux County Extension Service, 400 Central Ave NW Suite 700 Orange City IA 51041
4. All livestock must be identified by May 15 of the current year.  All animals must be listed on the appropriate identification form and be on file at the Extension Office.  A check will be made of all of the livestock divisions for the purpose of maintaining correct livestock identification.   LIVESTOCK NOT CORRESPONDING WITH THE IDENTIFICATION ON THE PROJECT IDENTIFICATION FORM WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE FAIR GROUNDS.  In the case of swine exhibits, animals must be sold directly from the fairgrounds.
5. Exhibitors with livestock that is NOT housed on the exhibitors premise (or home address) are required to complete a Project Location Form.  This is available from the Extension Office and due May 15, with the Livestock ID’s and Fair Entry Forms.   Random livestock ID checks will be made yearly.  Livestock NOT found on the designated site will NOT be eligible to show at the fair.
6. The Superintendents reserves the right to limit project numbers when stalling space is filled.  Superintendents will assign stalls and pens.

7. Grooming chutes for livestock will be put in designated areas.

8. Exhibitor will bring any feed, hay or equipment needed.

9. No unshielded fans (Blades or Belts) are allowed on the fairgrounds.

10. Responsibility for grooming animals for show is primarily the responsibility of the exhibitor.  In keeping with this fact, if assistance is needed it should be aimed at helping the 4-H’er learn new skills and the following will be enforced: clipping, trimming, grooming (excluding washing and blowing) at the fair shall be done only by the exhibitor, a family member of the exhibitor, or a current Sioux County 4-H or FFA member. If a violation is reported, Extension staff will meet with appropriate superintendents and 4-H Committee members to act on these issues on a case by case basis.  Action taken (including withholding of ribbon premium money and barring from current or next year’s show) will be based upon cooperation with the guideline.  “Family” definition: father, step-father, mother, step-mother, legal guardian, siblings or step-siblings, grandparents or step-grandparents).
11. Any artificial means of removing or remedying physical defects or conformation in animals exhibited will be considered fraud and deception.  Hair color cannot be altered.  Evidence of such treatment will result in the animal being barred from the current show or the exhibitor barred from showing the following year as is appropriate.
12. In the case of species divided into class by weight, and an exhibitor having more that one animal in the same class, the exhibitor may choose to have another current Sioux County 4-H’er or FFA member show the animal for them OR choose to show the heavier of the two animals in the next heavier weight class.

13. Dress code for all 4-H and FFA exhibitors will be the 4-H/FFA T-shirt for the current year and jeans of any color.
14. All 4-H/FFA swine, sheep, beef, dairy, dairy goat, meat goat, rabbit, and poultry exhibitors must be certified through the Food Safety and Quality Assurance (FSQA) program.
15. For livestock shows, should a Champion or Reserve Champion placed animal be disqualified after winning, the second and third place animals will move up respectively.  The Judge in each show will select the Grand and Reserve champion animals, as well as 3rd, 4th and 5th place animals for a “Top 5.” In the event that the grand and or reserve grand is disqualified, the trophies and ribbons will be returned and they will lose their place in the Parade of Champions. 
Health Requirements for Exhibit of Livestock and Birds at Local 4H and FFA Exhibition
1. Any evidence of warts, ringworm, foot rot, pink eye, mites, draining abscesses or any other contagious or infectious condition will eliminate animals from show. 

2. No individual Certificate of Veterinary Inspection will be required on animals, small animals (rabbits) or poultry exhibited at a County Fair, 4-H and/or FFA Exhibition, but must be inspected when unloaded or shortly thereafter by an accredited veterinarian.  Each show must have an official veterinarian.

3. Quarantined animals or animals from quarantined herds cannot be exhibited.

4. Swine exhibitors at local or county fairs that do not require a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, must sign and present an owner affidavit that the animals being exhibited did not originate from a quarantined herd and to the best of their knowledge, swine dysentery has not been in evidence in their herd for the past 12 months. Affidavits will be turned in with the fair entry by May 15.

5. FSQA certification is required for all food producing livestock exhibitors.   Evidence of certification must be turned in with fair entry by May 15. 

6. Stage V counties (at the time of printing in 2007 Iowa and Sioux County are Stage V) do NOT need to show proof of a negative herd test for Pseudo rabies.

7. All reproductively intact sheep (ewes, rams) must have an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag before being shown or sold.  All reproductively intact goats (does, bucks) must be identified with an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag or by an official USDA registered tattoo before being shown or sold.  This includes feeder animals, market animals or breeding animals.  4-H’ers who purchase ewe lambs should be sure they are tagged by the original owner and that an Owners’ Statement with flock information is provided.

8. All dogs and cats exhibited must have a current rabies vaccination certificate. EVIDENCE OF VACCINATION MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRY by May 15.
9. All poultry (including pigeons) exhibited must come from US Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks, or have a negative Pullorum-Typhoid test within 90 days of public exhibition and the test must have been performed by an authorized tester.  A distance of 10 or more feet and/or an 8-foot high solid partition must separate “Market classes” of poultry from all other poultry.

10. The official fair veterinarians must approve the use of any drug used during the fair.  This includes tranquilizers, medications etc.  To get approval, a form (available at the Extension Office or Fair Office) must be completed by the exhibitor and signed by the official fair veterinarian.  Failure to get approval for administration of any drug will disqualify the animal in question from the respective show and livestock sale.  Premium money will also be withheld.

11. Early release of livestock is prohibited EXCEPT and ONLY for animal health concerns and AFTER examination and recommendation from the fair vet and permission from the 4-H Committee, Superintendents and Extension Staff.

12. THE DECISION OF THE OFFICIAL FAIR VETERINARIAN WILL BE FINAL!

General Livestock Showmanship
Showmanship refers to the exhibitor’s:

· Personal appearance (proper show attire) cleanliness, attitude, interest

· Presentation of the animal – leading, posing, response to directions, use of equipment

· Preparation of the animal -Condition, cleanliness, grooming/clipping
1. To be eligible for premiums, the owner, except in cases of sickness or injury, must show all livestock, or where the club member has two exhibits in the same class, in which case another Sioux County 4-H/FFA Exhibitor may help. 

2. Livestock Superintendents will decide other circumstances involving substitute showmen.

3. If an animal is unmanageable in the ring, the superintendents will make a decision whether the animal may continue to be exhibited.

4. Exhibitor numbers are issued from the fair office for identification.

5. Exhibitors may use animals of immediate family members in showmanship classes, but each animal may only be used in one regular showmanship class.

Super Showmanship Contest
1. The top three senior showmen from each species (horse, dairy, sheep, beef, swine) will be expected to participate in the Super Showmanship Contest held on Thursday of the fair at 3:00 PM (or immediately following the Beef Show) in the Farm Bureau Show Ring.
2. Individuals not participating in the Super Showmanship Contest must be excused from participating by the livestock showmanship superintendent. (All species, other than beef, must indicate their participation on a sign up sheet in the fair office by Wednesday PM.) If a senior showman is excused from participating, the top intermediate showman will be asked to fill that position, until all positions are filled for each species.

3. Exhibitors who place in the top three in more than one species will begin showing in the species in which they placed the highest. If they placed equally in more than one species, the exhibitor will be allowed to choose which species they will begin showing.

4. In the event that an exhibitor qualified in more than one species, substitution will follow that same pattern as stated in rule #2.

5. Super Showmen will bring their own animal in the ring. Animals should be washed (not groomed) and ready to show one half hour prior to the contest.

Champion and Reserve Champion Super Showmanship

Livestock Ribbon Auction
Every exhibitor will go through the premium ribbon auction once. 

1. The Ribbon Auction will be held on Thursday evening in the Farm Bureau Show Ring.  The sale will begin at approximately 5:00 PM or immediately following the Super Showmanship Contest.
2. Livestock Ribbon Auction would include the following species: Swine (pens and individuals and derby), Beef (Cow/calf, Market, Breeding, BBC, Feeder Calf, Advanced Cattle Feeders), Sheep (Breeding, Market, Advanced Lamb Feeders), Dairy, Horse, Poultry, Rabbits, and Goats
3. Sale would begin with the Parade of Champions – Champion and Reserve Champions from each species 
4. Ribbon Auction order: 
· In 2007 the sale will begin with 4-H’ers with last names beginning with G, running through Z, then A through F.

· In 2008 the sale will begin with T through Z, then A-S.

· In 2009 the sale will begin with A through Z.

5. Exhibitor expectations and rules:

· NO ribbon auction premium will be paid to exhibitors who remove livestock or static exhibits before Thursday release time. (All species/all exhibits).

· ALL clubs MUST be represented on Thursday for Clean-Up.  Individuals must report to the Fair Office (located just west of the Farm Bureau Show Ring) and list their club and members who are helping with clean up
· 4-H’ers not participating in the Ribbon Auction should notify the fair office by noon on Wednesday.                                        

· Individuals wishing to participate in the Ribbon Auction, must be present unless a substitute “seller” has been registered at the fair office by noon on Wednesday

· Exhibitors MUST be ready to go through the sale ring at their assigned time or forfeit their ribbon premium money
6.  Load out times will be posted for each species of market animals for Thursday afternoon.
7.  Media and buyers will have names of livestock exhibitors and their parents prior to Thursday’s Ribbon Auction
Herdsmanship
All clubs exhibiting livestock will be evaluated. All animal areas will be evaluated including rabbits and poultry.    Each species will be evaluated separately with the daily scores posted in each barn.  A total composite score will be posted by the fair office.  Herdsmanship will be scored Monday – Thursday with NO FREE PASS on show days.

Herdsmanship is the responsibility of the exhibitor not the leaders or the parents.  

Daily visits will be made to the barns with points awarded to clubs in the following areas:

1 – Animals will be clean at all times with stalls and pens showing evidence of having been tended to throughout the day.








(4 points)

a. Animals adequately cared for with proper feed and clean bedding

b. Lead animals (beef and dairy) securely tied with 18-20 inches of lead.

2 – Equipment, grooming tack, and feed area clean and neatly arranged.

(4 points)

a. Cords and grooming equipment NOT cluttering the alley

b. Fork, broom, feed, show boxes, watering equipment neatly stored when not in use

3 – Stall cards in place and completely filled out 



(5 points)

a. Rate of gain, birth date, breed, ribbon placement (stickers available at the fair office)

4 – Courtesy, responsibility and conduct




(4 points)

a. Proper courtesy and conduct shown by exhibitors while interacting with the public and other exhibitors at ALL times and in ALL places

b. Exhibitors, not the adults, doing the Herdsmanship

5 – Exhibitors share of the alley kept clean 




(3 points)

a. NO camping out in the barns, ONLY essential equipment is allowed the barns.  NO couches, refrigerators, cooking equipment, picnic tables. Large coolers, etc.

Total possible points

Points will be tallied & the top 3 clubs awarded prize money and the Traveling Wheel Barrow and Pitchfork Award to be used by the winning club for the following Sioux County Youth Fair.  Prize money will be (1st-$75, 2nd-$50, 3rd-$25).  Preferential penning will be awarded to the winning club.
Livestock Judging Contest Rules

1. Each 4-H club or FFA chapter may enter as many teams as they may wish-each team consisting of four members.

2. 4-H or FFA members may enter as individuals

3. Classes to be judged will be determined by the superintendents of each species.

4. Individuals and/or teams must sign-up by 2:00 PM Tuesday at the Fair Office to participate.

5. Premium money is paid to individuals, not to teams.

1st Place Individual-Junior, Intermediate, Senior-$12.00

2nd Place Individual-Junior, Intermediate, Senior-$6.00

Champion Senior, Intermediate and Junior Livestock Judging Contest

Horse Division Rules
1. Horses will be exhibited at the Sioux County Youth Fair Grounds in Sioux Center on Monday of the fair. Projects should be on the grounds by 9:00 AM. Judging will begin at 10:00 AM. 

2. One show horse per exhibitor will remain on the fairgrounds in the horse barn until Thursday of the fair and the livestock release time.  Exhibitors choosing not to house their horses at the fair will forfeit their right to exhibit at the Sioux County Youth Fair the following year.

3. Each exhibitor may enter two horses maximum.  Additional horses may be identified by the May 15 deadline.

4. Proper identification will be a completed Iowa Horse 4-H ID or a photo of the horse attached to the Horse ID may be used in place of the drawing option.

5. At the time of entry one show horse will be identified as the horse that will remain on the fair grounds.

6. Each exhibitor is responsible for the control of his own animal.

7. An individual horse or pony may be entered and shown only once in any like class.

8. Exhibitors are allowed to enter only one pony or horse per class.

9. NO substituting of horses will be allowed during the show.  The exhibitor must ride the horse they identified at check-in as their game or pleasure horse for the appropriate class.

10. All classes must be specified by the entry deadline.

11. No two-year-old or older stallions will be allowed in any class.

12. Ponies and horses will be divided as follows: Ponies - under 14 hands.
Horses - 14 hands and over.

13. Dress for the 4-H/FFA Horse Show MUST include the current fair T-shirt, denim riding style jeans and belt and boots. 

14. Helmets are REQUIRED for all classes for all riders.  “Every ride, every time.”  The Extension Office purchased helmets for use by 4-H/FFA exhibitors.  Helmets will be available at the horse show. All sheep must be penned in assigned pens.
General Sheep Division Rules

1. No muzzles are allowed.

2. No icing of lambs allowed.  Only tap water may be sprayed or applied to the lambs.  No ice allowed in buckets or blankets.
3. No abusive handing including slapping or excessive modification of lambs will be allowed.

4. No drenching allowed.  Some of these products are not labeled for animal use.

5. Health concerns regarding dehydration of lambs should be referred to the fair vet.

6. No coloring agents or paint on any sheep.

Sheep exhibitors in violation of any of these rules will be barred from the current or following year’s show, depending on which is appropriate. 
7. Information regarding preparing and showing lambs is available at the Extension Office.
Purebred/Commercial Breeding Sheep

1. An exhibitor may exhibit a maximum of three (3) breeding sheep.  

2. Commercial ewes can be of any breed or mix.

3. Commercial ewe lambs are not eligible to show in a market lamb class.

4. Ewes will be classed the day of show at the discretion of the superintendents.

5. All Breeding Sheep, Purebred and Commercial ewes must be identified using 4-H tags.

Market Lambs
1. An exhibitor may exhibit a maximum of eight (8) market lambs, in any combination.

2. An exhibitor may exhibit a maximum two (2) pens of three and/or a maximum of (4) individual market lambs.  Individuals may be taken from a pen of three.  

3. All market lambs must be weighed on the first Saturday of May at the fair grounds from 9 am - Noon.  Lambs need to be tagged before this date.  A suggested weigh-in weight would be 55 to 75 pounds.  All market lambs are to be born after January 1 of the current year.
4. Lambs shown in market classes may not be shown in breeding classes.

5. Market lambs should have been sheared over the entire body with a regular comb.  No fleece length required but a #1 pelt is desired for resale.

6. Buck or wether lambs with incomplete castrations or pushups will not be allowed to show.

7. Market sheep will be weighed on Monday of fair week for classes.  All lambs will be weighed without blankets or covers.

8. Lambs will be classed the day of the show at the discretion of the superintendents.  If there are speckled or white face lambs, there will be a class for them.  Speckled face lambs will require a pronounced amount of speckling with the judgment made by the superintendents.

9. Average daily gain will be calculated on individual market lambs. 

10. The exhibitors of the top ten rate of gain lambs will be announced and recognized at the show (between the individual classes and the pens) as the “Rate of Gain Class”.  The top two rate of gain lambs will be considered Grand and Reserve Champion Rate of Gain Lambs and are eligible to compete for Grand Champion Individual Market Lamb.

11. Minimum rate of gain for all market lamb classes is .4 pounds per day.  Exhibits not meeting this minimum requirement are not eligible for a blue or purple ribbon.

Advanced Feeder Lamb Project  
1. Each 4-H’er may tag and weigh 3-5 lambs for an advanced lamb feeder pen.  Tags are available at the Extension Office.  The weigh-in date will be considered the starting point for the project and that weight will be considered the beginning weight.  The lambs must be weighed on a certified scale and weight tickets, with ear tag numbers, must be signed by the scale technician or whoever is running the scale. Generally the project will begin on the county market lamb weigh-in date in the spring. (the first Saturday in May)  The date could be earlier but no later.
2. There will be a limit of one pen entered/exhibitor but this will not affect the number of purebred or other market lamb projects entered.  The pen will be kept separate from other livestock for accurate feed records.

3. The beginning value of the project will be based on the local market price for the lambs the week the project begins, NOT the purchase price of the lambs.
4. In addition, the member's feed records, purchase price, and carcass sale price will be used to calculate economy of gain and return per $1 invested.  Points will be awarded on economy of gain, management, market acceptability, return per dollar invested and records.  Superintendents will determine points.

5. The Market Animal Worksheet (For Juniors) will be the input sheet for the project. (available online or from the Extension Office)  Feed and treatment records will be recorded for each two-week period of the project.  The 4-H’er will record the applicable data and will mail the forms to the superintendents once a month.  The records will be evaluated by the superintendents and then returned to the member.  All inputs are kept on this sheet.  This requires prompt mailing of the form.  Members should send the forms the 2nd Wednesday in June and the Wednesday prior to the fair.  In each case the forms will be returned to the member for further record keeping.  The feed records will be turned in at the fair office for the last time on Monday of the fair.

6. Grain costs for feed will be based on the local market price of the reporting period.

7. Superintendents will make management checks during the feeding period.  One check will be announced and one unannounced.  Superintendents will be evaluating cleanliness of water, feed bunk management and the feeding system (how feed is measured and weighed).  During the announced visit, the superintendents will visit with the 4-H’er and discuss the project with him/her.

8. At fair time the pens will be appraised for market acceptability and market price.  An order buyer will be retained to evaluate the projects for a live carcass evaluation to determine market acceptability.

Dairy cows:

1.  Registered or grade dairy animals may be shown.

2.  Animals will be exhibited by breeds.

3.  If there are not enough animals in a junior or senior class within a breed, the

     superintendents reserve the right to combine classes.

4.  Exhibitors may enter one animal per class.  If the superintendents choose to  

     combine classes resulting in an exhibitor having two animals in the same class, 

     both animals may be shown.  The second animal will need to be shown by another 

     4-H’er.

5.  If age of the animal is in question, the superintendents reserve the right to mouth any 

     animal to place it in the appropriate class.

6.  Showmanship is open to all members exhibiting dairy.  Exhibitors will be judged on the

     appearance of the animal and appearance or merits of exhibitor.

7.  All dairy cows (registered and grade) must be identified by May 15.  Acceptable 

     forms of identification are: 1) photo of front & left side of animal, 2) tattoo of breed 

     registry number, 3) breed association coded ear tag, or 4) 4-H ear tag. 

8.  2nd Year Dairy Bucket/Bottle Calves must be designated at fair entry time as either 2nd Yr  

     Dairy BBC or as the appropriate age division for dairy and show as same.

9.  Dairy animals must be owned by the exhibitor or in partnership with a family 

     member and identified to an individual 4-H’er.  When registration papers are 

     involved, the papers must be either in the 4-H’ers name or show a logical family 

     relationship.  Animals changing ownership after being identified as a project are 

     ineligible to be exhibited as 4-H animals for the 4-H year.  (See official state rules 

     on the back of the identification sheet.)
10. Families are asked to provide their own watering tanks or buckets. 

11. Dairy must be stalled in assigned stalls at all times during the fair.

12. Early release will be allowed ONLY for animal health concerns and AFTER recommendation from the fair vet and permission from the 4-H Committee, Superintendents and Extension Staff.

General Rules:

1. All goats must be identified by May 15th.  Goats must follow identification rules set fourth by the Scrapie program (all sexually intact goats must be identified with an individual Scrapie Flock of Origin identification tag or by an official registered tattoo and this flock number must be listed with the scrapie program).  All goats must be identified by Registration tattoo or 4-H tag.   At fair time tattoos must be well healed and match up exactly with the identification form filed at the office.

2. Registered or Grade goats may be shown.  Base date for determining age will be the date of the show.   

3. Swine Division Rules
Exhibitors may enter two pens of three, 2 individuals and an additional two pigs may be entered ONLY as derby pigs.  The total number of pigs allowed to be shown is 10 pigs.  Exhibitors are allowed to take one or two individuals out of a pen.   
General Swine Rules 

1. Members may ear tag a maximum of 16 pigs for market swine (an additional 6 pigs if ear tagged for derby swine.)  Ear tags numbers must be specified as market swine on the ID form by May 15.  Derby swine must be identified as derby swine on the ID form.
2. Entries may be purebred, crossbred, or grade pigs, either barrows or gilts fed for market, which were farrowed after January 1 of the current year.

3. All swine must be tagged and identified on the official ID sheet by May 15.  All youth must thoroughly complete the ID form-including; ear notches (if used), tags, sex, color markings and birth date of all swine.  (Forms will be sent to the State 4-H Office and used for verification at any 4-H show.) 

4. Exhibitors list ear tag numbers of each pen and individual before weighing on form provided at the fair.  No switching will be done after the form is turned in and the pigs are weighed.  All swine will be tattooed at weigh-in time

4. Exhibitors may show in any combination of two market pens of three and two individuals. 

5. Individuals will be shown in either a barrow or gilt class.

6. All swine entered in class SW2 (individual swine) will be evaluated using an ultrasound device.  This will take the place of the swine carcass show. This procedure will provide information to the judge as well as the exhibitor.  Premiums will be paid to the top five places in both the barrow and gilt ultrasound division.

7. All swine exhibited at the Sioux County Youth Fair must be consigned directly to a slaughter establishment from the exhibition.
8. No oils or coloring agents will be allowed on hogs exhibited at the fair.

Swine Derby Class

1. All Derby entries must be weighed individually between April 2 and April 9 (as designated by superintendent) at a county designated weigh in site.  Strict bio-security measures will be used for disease control.

2. Entries must not weigh over seventy pounds on April 2.  A one pound a day allowance will be given for every day that entry is weighed after April 2.

3. Each exhibitor may weigh in up to six entries in the Derby contest.  Pigs entered in the derby may not be identified for the market show or vice versa

4. All Derby hogs will be shown as individuals.  Gilts and barrows will be shown in the same class.  Classes will be split for the derby show based on the fair weight of the entry.

5. Each exhibitor may show up to 6 total hogs at the fair.  The same hogs may not show in the market and derby show.  Each individual may exhibit a maximum of two derby hogs.  If an exhibitor shows two derby entries, they may also exhibit two individuals in the live show.

6. The champion live derby hog will be determined by the judge based on physical appearance.

7. The overall Champion Derby will be determined by placing the entries on lean gain per day on test.  This will be calculated by using the ultrasound information at the fair in comparison to the total pounds gained by the entry.  Awards will be given to the top ten places.

Beef Division Rules
All Beef Classes (except 1st year feeder calves and cow/calf pairs) must be weighed and in place between 7:00 and 11:00 AM, on Monday of the fair.

· Breeding Heifer projects DO NOT have to be weighed. 

· All beef exhibitors MUST check in at the scale.

Each exhibitor is eligible to enter and exhibit three feeder-calf projects each year.  This means: three calves born after January 1 the year of show; three breeding heifers or market beef in second year feeder-calf classes (must have been exhibited at fair by SAME INDIVIDUAL as calves the previous year); three market beef; and three breeding heifers.  

General Beef Rules

1. There will be no outside tie out pens- animals are to remain in their respective stalls or designated tie out stall.
2. One grooming chute per 2 animals will be allowed.  Exhibitors must request a chute tag on their livestock entry form.  Tags will be mailed to exhibitors prior to the show and must be on the chute at all times during the fair.

3. Superintendents will reserve the right to designate areas for grooming chutes based on traffic flow and safety in the building.

4. Fans are limited to ONE per animal.
1st Year Bucket/Bottle Calf 

Superintendents-- Kenton Witt

1. Any 4-H'er is eligible to participate.

2. Any newborn or orphan calf (steer or heifer) that was calved between March 1 and May 15 of the current year may be shown in the first year bucket/bottle calf (BBC) class.  The animal may be purchased.

3. First year bucket/bottle calves must be in possession two weeks after birth; tagged (4-H ear tag) and identified on the ID form by May 15.

4. The exhibitor may identify and show a maximum of 2 animals in 1st Yr BBC.

5. The calf must be a bottle/bucket calf, not a sucking calf.

6. Calves will be shown at halter.

7. Exhibitors will complete a report of their exhibit, due at the Extension Office the Wednesday before the fair.

8. Evaluation for first year bucket/bottle calves will be based on:

a. What exhibitor has learned about care and raising of calf 

b. Cleanliness and proper showing (halter placement, etc.) of the calf (there will be no clipping)

c. General health, condition and management of the calf and 

d. Exhibitor’s knowledge of the project

e. Conformation or quality of the calf WILL NOT be considered since purchase should not be on this basis*

9. Exhibitors are encouraged to keep the animals for breeding or market classes the following year.

10. Ribbons will be awarded to all 4-H'ers based on the evident care and health of the animal. Participants in the Bucket/Bottle class will be eligible to go through the Ribbon Premium Auction.

11. Should class breaks be necessary, they will be determined by weight and posted by 8:00 am, Monday of the fair. 

12. Calves MUST be vaccinated at least one (1) month before coming to the fair with IBR, BVD Types 1-2, BRSV and PI3.  A booster may be given 3 to 4 weeks later.  Other vaccinations that are suggested could include:  Clostridium, Haemophilis, Pasturella, Salmonella and Mycoplasma.

*Evidence of severe blemishes, deformities, injuries or ill health will result in disqualification and the animals will not be allowed to remain on the fair grounds.  Determination will be made by the fair vet, superintendents and Extension Staff.

2nd Yr Bucket/Bottle Calf guidelines

1. All 4-H'ers who exhibited the previous year in the 1st Yr bucket/bottle calf class are eligible.

2. Any 1st Yr bucket/bottle calf may be exhibited as a 2nd Yr BBC calf

3. All 2nd Yr bucket/bottle calves must be weighed at the market beef weigh-in or before January 15 of the current year, excluding breeding heifers and dairy heifers.

4. Feed records must be kept from Market Beef Weigh-in Date until the Wednesday before the fair when they are due at the Extension Office (regardless of whether or not they need to be at the market beef weigh-in). These forms will be returned to the 4-H'er and may be added to their 4-H record keeping for the current year.

5. Calf must remain in the care of the 4-H'er from the beginning of the project until fair time.

6. The exhibitor may identify and exhibit up to two animals.

7. Calves will be exhibited in their own class at the fair: 2nd Yr bucket/bottle calf, beef steers, 2nd Yr BBC beef heifers, 2nd Yr BBC; Holstein steers will be incorporated into the beef show; 2nd Yr BBC calf dairy calves will show in either their own 2nd Yr BBC class or in their age appropriate class in the dairy show (not both).

8. Exhibitors will complete a report of their exhibit, which will be due at the Extension Office on Wednesday before the fair.  Forms will be available at the Market Beef weigh-in or at the Extension Office.

9. Placement will be based on Show ring evaluation.

10. Ribbon placement will be awarded after each class.

11. Division winners will be eligible to compete for grand champion.

12. Exhibitors of 2nd year BBC will show the animal in only one class, either as a 2nd Year BBC or in the appropriate age class in the Dairy show or corresponding class as market beef or breeding beef.
Advanced Cattlefeeder Project
Superintendents: Jared Terpstra, Garrit Englin

1. A member entering this project shall have only one entry consisting of three to five steers or heifers purchased and weighed between September 30 and April 1.  Purebred, grade, or crossbred cattle may be shown in the class.  Pens must be kept separate from other livestock on the farm.

2. Special stall cards will be used having this information: Cost of cattle per 100 pounds; Weight when purchased; Total first costs of cattle; Average daily gain; Total feed costs per calf; Average weight at fair time; Feed costs per 100 pounds of gain to break even.

3. Members of a family may enter more than one Advanced Cattle Feeder project as a single exhibit, thus paying a single entry fee, receiving one ribbon but they both get to go through the ribbon auction.

4. Exhibitors must keep accurate feed records.  All commodity type feed stuffs (corn, hay, etc.) will be standardized and priced monthly.  The corn price will be the monthly average in price at the Farmers Cooperative Society, Sioux Center.  The participants will still report all their prices.    

5. Exhibitors participating in the Advanced Cattle Feeders Project must attend one educational meeting prior to the fair.  Dates for meetings and topics will be determined after all projects have begun.                          

6. Judges will appraise pens at an appointed weigh-in time at Tri-State Livestock for market acceptability and price.  Each animal will be weighed and judged individually.  Youth will be on hand to record weights, quality and yield grade information.  This information will be kept by the youth and used to calculate profitability of the pen.

7. Close outs will be calculated by youth participants on Monday at 4:00 PM. (allow 1½ to 2 hours).  All ACF participants are required to be present.  Adults will be available to assist in this process.

8. A new marketing option will be available to participants whose pen is ready to market before the fair.  These cattle may be sold early.  However, carcass data is required for final evaluation of the project.  Exhibitors of those pens NOT exhibited at the fair will NOT be allowed to go through the ribbon premium auction, unless they have other beef projects at the fair.

Project superintendents will make determination of points.

Exhibitor will be responsible for marketing and selling their project.

Breeding Heifers and Market Beef 

1. Members may weigh and identify up to six market beef by January 15 of the current year.  Animals must be weighed on county weigh-in date to be eligible for rate of gain.  Weigh-ins will take place at the Sioux Center Cooperative Confinement from 9:00 – noon.  ALL market beef exhibitors are asked to have their animals at THIS weigh in date and location – Iowa State Fair and AkSarBen verification will take place at this weigh-in as well.  If the 4-H or FFA member cannot be present – they must make other arrangements to have their animals at this weigh-in and sign any waivers required by out-of-county shows.

2. Purebred, grade, or crossbred steers or heifers may be shown.  All livestock intended for breeding purposes will be barred from the market classes.  Each calf must show in the class assigned by the superintendent.

3. Superintendents reserve the right to combine breeding classes if there is a minimum of entries in certain breeds.

4. Breeding heifer projects must be identified by May 15 by tattoo or 4-H ear tag.

5. Not more than three market beef may be exhibited by one exhibitor.  This does not include feeder calf and/or advanced feeder projects.

6. 2nd year feeder calves shown in the second year classes will be shown as one of the following: Market Steers, Market Heifers, Breeding Heifers. (Order of showing and further breakdown of classes is at discretion of superintendents.)

7. Market calves will be shown in classes divided by weight at fair time only.

8. Market beef exhibitors placing in the top 5 rate of gain will be recognized with blue ribbons and with #1 as the Champion ROG and #2 as Reserve Champion ROG.  These participants will be announced between the Breeding Beef and Market Beef Show.  “ROG” Champion and Reserve Champions will be eligible to compete for Grand Champion Market Beef.

9. Minimum rate of gain for all market beef classes is 2.0 pounds per day for market heifers, market dairy steers (2008), 2nd Year BBC, and 2nd Yr Feeder Calves and 2.3 ppd for market steers.  Exhibits not meeting this minimum requirement are not eligible for a blue, purple ribbon or to compete in any championship selection.

Beef Rate of Gain

County weigh-in starting weights and final weights on arrival at the show will be used in figuring the rate of gain on entries in this department. Only those animals weighed at the official 4-H weigh-in and on designated scale are eligible for rate of gain competition.  The top five places will be awarded purple and blue awards.  Only animals with a starting weight registered in the rate of gain contest will be entered.  Rate of gain is a part of all market beef projects.   Rate of gain information will be available for the judge's use.   Final weight will be taken on arrival Monday of the fair.

 1st Year Feeder Calf Project

1. Calves must be born after January 1 of the current year.  Calves must be identified either by tattoo or ear tagged using tags available at the County Extension office.  Up to six (6) calves may be identified and listed on the Livestock ID form due at the Extension office by May 15.  Birth date must be included on ID form.

2. Each exhibitor is eligible to enter and exhibit any three of the six feeder calves identified.  This means: three calves born year of show.  No bulls will be shown in second year classes.

3. Calves (market animals) shown the first year must be weighed in by January 15 deadline the following year, and designated if they will be eligible for second year class only or regular market class only.  Breeding heifer exhibitors will indicate this on their identification forms.

4. First year calf projects will be shown as:  

· Steer Calves 

· Heifer Calves 

(Order of showing and breakdown of classes by weight or age is left to discretion of superintendents.)

5. First year feeder calf projects must be weighed from 8:00 am to 9:00 am on Saturday of the fair.

6. All members who exhibit first year calf projects are encouraged to exhibit the project the following year.

Cow/Calf

1. Calves must be born after January 1 of the current year.  Cows must be tattooed or ear tagged and identified on the livestock ID form due at the Extension Office by May 15.

2. Calves must be ear tagged with 4-H ear tags or tattooed and identified on the 4-H livestock ID form due at the Extension Office by May 15.  Birth date must be included on the form. 

3. Cows must have been shown previously in Breeding Heifer classes to be entered in the Cow/Calf class.                                                           

4. Classes will be split between 1st calf heifers and mature cows.                                            

5. Cows and calves must be shown at halter.  Project member must lead cow; a current 

4-H or FFA member must assist with calf.

6. Each member may enter up to two cow/calf pairs.

7. Cow/calf entries must be in place by 11:00 AM on Saturday of the fair. They will be released immediately after the show.

Poultry Division Rules
Poultry Definitions:

* Sizes: Standard or Bantam. Bantams - diminutive size in a distinct breed or miniatures 

of a large (standard) breed, often 1/4th - 1/5th the size of the standard size bird.

* Broiler-Fryer: Chickens weighing less than 4#.

* Roaster: Chickens weighing over 4#.

* Cockerel: shall be a male bird hatched after Jan. 1 of the current year.

* Cock (or Rooster): shall be a male bird hatched prior to Jan. 1 of the current year.

* Pullet: shall be a female bird hatched after Jan. 1 of the current year.

* Hen: shall be a female bird hatched prior to Jan. 1 of the current year.

* Breeding Trio: shall consist of 1 male and 2 females of any age.

* Pen of Three: shall consist of 3 cockerels or 3 pullets.

* Pen of Two: shall consist of 1 male and 1 female duck of any age.

* Individual: shall consist of 1 chicken, duck, goose, turkey or “other“ poultry as listed below, male or female, of any age unless otherwise stated.

Poultry Guidelines:

1. An exhibitor is limited to entering 8 pens. These may be individuals, pens of 2 or 3 or a combination thereof.

2. An individual bird cannot be a part of a pen of 2 or 3 and must be penned separately.

3. The exhibitor must state class to be entered, at time of check in.  Superintendents will assist with classing the entries.  No changes will be made thereafter.

4. Any poultry found to be in ill health shall be disqualified and shall be removed from 

the premises immediately.

5. All poultry exhibited must come from JS Pullorum-typhoid clean or equivalent flocks 

or have a negative Pollorum-typhoid test within 90 days of public exhibition. The 

test must have been performed by an authorized tester and evidence of a negative 

test must be presented upon registering.

6. Classes not included in the American Standard of Perfection are: PBF1, PBF2, PR1, 

PR2, PO1, PO2.

7. All poultry must be washed and groomed before check-in at the fair.

8. Exhibitors are responsible for proper care of their poultry and cleaning of pens. 

Poultry area is also judged for herdsmanship.

General Rules
1. Entries must be the work of the exhibitor.   

2. Dress code for exhibitors will be a 4-H T-shirt for the current year and any color jeans, pants, or skirt. 

3. A display "box" is NOT required for an exhibit to qualify as a display.  Non-perishable foods may be displayed on fabric and/or foil covered boards, cutting boards, baskets or heavy paper plates and covered with a plastic bag tied with a "twist tie".  Items that require refrigeration such as cream fillings, cream pies, meat or broth relish trays, cheeses, egg, custards, etc., will not be accepted, judged, or displayed.  Food products must be unquestionably safe to eat when they are entered whether tasted or not.  (Ask for the publication “Inappropriate Food Exhibits for Iowa Fairs” available at the Extension Office.) If a box is used it should not exceed 10" x 12" x 14" dimensions. Emphasis will be placed on the product quality.  Posters or banners should not exceed 22" x 28" and will include illustrations, pictures, charts, words, etc.

4. Each club will be allowed space for a club booth, based upon the number of exhibits entered.  If your club wants and/or needs a smaller or larger booth than past years, please make your needs known.

5. A goal sheet must accompany all exhibits.  On this sheet will be listed 

• Member’s goals

• Steps taken to complete the project

• What was learned and future plans for the project 

Long write-ups to accompany the exhibit are discouraged, unless the member will not be present for the judging process.  This goal sheet can be entered in the member’s record keeping after the fair 


6. Each piece of the exhibit must be labeled in an inconspicuous place with the name, club, and class entered.

7. Only double crust or crumb top fruit pies can be exhibited.  Cream pies or cream fillings are NOT allowed as exhibits.

8. Icings and frostings made with raw eggs are NOT acceptable. Cream cheese frostings made with commercially available cream cheese are acceptable if made with at least four (4) cups of sugar per 8 ounces or less of cream cheese.  Whipped cream cheese frostings made without powdered sugar are NOT acceptable.  Frostings made with meringue powder are acceptable.  Frostings and glazes made of powdered sugar, milk, and vanilla or other flavorings are acceptable.  Note that frostings and glazes will “melt” in hot, humid weather and may interfere with product evaluation.  

9. Jams & Jellies must be prepared using the water-bath method.  NO paraffin or microwave methods.  Current USDA and/or Iowa State University guidelines for home food preservation methods must be used.  Ask for the publication “Preserve It Right – Making Fruit Spreads,” available at the Extension Office.  No refrigerator jams are acceptable.  *Current USDA and/or ISU guidelines for home food preservation must be used. Call

1-800-262-3804 for current researched information.
10. Clothing items may be worn prior to exhibiting, but should be laundered or dry cleaned before exhibiting.  Sewing baskets will be evaluated in the area of clothing.

11. Family and Consumer Sciences exhibits may be selected for the Iowa State Fair.  Sioux County members who are 7th graders or older are eligible for the State Fair.  A 4-H'er may have only one exhibit chosen for the State Fair in Family and Consumer Sciences.

12. Articles too large to be easily transported to and from the State Fair are the responsibility of the individual.  The Extension Office will arrange for a car to transport exhibits to state fair.  Any article too large to fit in the car with the other exhibits will be the responsibility of the 4-H'er.

13. Copyright rules will be applied to all fair exhibits.   (see Iowa State Fair rules or ask the Extension Office for a copy of the publication “Use of Copyright/Trademarked Material In 4-H Fair Exhibits and Activities”)

14. Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects) should not be used in any exhibit.  Wildflowers taken from parks should not be used.  It is illegal to possess songbird feathers or nests. Game animals “legally taken” such as pheasant, goose, duck or quail are acceptable. Purple loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria) is a plant that should not be planted in gardens. It has the potential of becoming noxious in Iowa.  Other dried established noxious weeks are acceptable to use in exhibits. A person shall not sell, offer for sale, or distribute teasel (Dipsacus sp.) biennial, the multiflora rose (Rosa multiflora), purple loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria), or seeds of them in any form in this state.

15. Fair officials assume no responsibility for exhibits but will guard against damage or loss.

16. The 4-H Exhibit Building will be open Monday from Noon to 9:00 PM.; Tuesday and Wednesday from 10:00 am to 9:00 PM. Thursday 10:00 am to 3:00 pm.  Each club with a booth will be assigned specific times to serve in the building.   Each club will provide four youth and two adults to answer questions, patrol for exhibit protection, and clean up as needed.

17. Exhibits may NOT be removed before 3:00 pm Thursday.  ALL clubs should return cement blocks, dividers and peg board to the designated spot in the exhibit building.  Clubs not represented for clean up will be penalized.  THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.

18. For static exhibitors and communication events at the fair the following class breaks will be made according to grade in school in the school year that precedes the fair:

Junior

4th, 5th, 6th grades

Intermediate
7th, 8th grades 

Senior

9th grade and older

19. Exhibits will be awarded premiums on the basis of Blue, Red, White ribbon quality.  Premium money paid as follows:

• Current summary sheets of static exhibits will be required to verify judging results.

• Static exhibits are limited to premium payout on 2 projects within a project area (as designated on the summary sheet).  Premium will be paid for the top 2 ribbon placements if more than 2 are exhibited and judged.  There is NO limit on the number of exhibits allowed to be judged.

• Premiums NOT claimed during these hours will be forfeited.

• No late premiums will be paid.

• Ribbon premium will be paid on static exhibits, pets, dogs, flower arranging/houseplants, and fashion revue/clothing selection, communication, 1st and 2nd place individual livestock judging.

• No ribbon premium will be paid on livestock exhibits.

• Horse, Dairy, Sheep, Beef, Swine, Rabbits, Goats and Poultry exhibitors will participate in the Livestock Ribbon Auction on Thursday night.
Food and Nutrition
In addition to the general rules 4-H’ers entering Food and Nutrition exhibits must follow these special rules: 
· The recipe (ingredients, preparation instructions, time, temperature) MUST be included for any prepared food exhibit. 
· Source of recipe must be credited. 

· Preserved foods must include the Food Preservation Exhibit Label, VI-991201-WB/SAS.  Only food processed after August 1, of the previous calendar year is acceptable. 

· Type of food 

· Method of preservation 

· Processing time 

· Date processed 

· Source of recipe and/or method of preservation (if a publication, include name and date)

1. Preserved foods exhibits MUST include two (2) product samples.  One will be opened for evaluation and then discarded. The second will be on display and then will be returned to the exhibitor.  Perishable food products will be discarded when removed from display. 

2. Prepared foods should be placed on a firm disposable plate or flat cardboard.  Consider this recommendation rather than pans, plates, china, or baskets due to potential damage or loss. Place exhibit in a re-closable plastic bag with entry tag fastened outside the bag. 

3. Due to safe handling concerns during processing, no meat jerky product exhibits are allowed.   

4. All food products and food preparation procedures used, illustrated, or described must be unquestionably safe.  5. Any exhibit considered to be, or to portray, a food safety risk will not be accepted, judged or displayed. 

6. The use of alcoholic beverages in the preparation or production of 4-H food exhibits is NOT permitted. 

7. All food products/exhibits should be appropriate for human consumption/nutritional evaluation. 

8. Food Product exhibits must be prepared, baked, or cooked using only food grade utensils and containers.   
Food and Nutrition Classes
Class FN 521A, Food Preparation and Safety (including Food Preservation) — Includes, but not limited to, prepared food product, product evaluation, food preparation terms, storage practices, etc. 

Class FN 521B, Consumer Behavior and Management — Includes, but not limited to, resource management, product comparison, meal planning and service, purchasing, food packaging and recycling, nutrition labeling, etc. 

Class FN 521C, Nutrition and Wellness — Includes, but not limited to dietary guidelines, nutrient functions, physical health, etc. 

Class FN 521D, Other Food and Nutrition Ideas — Exhibit can tell or show any special related topic such as measurement of ingredients, eating out, special recipe collection, cultural food traditions, food science “whys,” careers, etc. 

Home Improvement
Class HI 531A, Design in the Home — An educational display, notebook, poster or other type of exhibit such as a design element or art principle, explaining design of an item, selecting an item illustrating design, etc.  Must include explanation of how a minimum of two (2) design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit.  

Class HI 531B, Furniture in the Home — Includes, but not limited to, reclaimed furniture, room plans, furniture styles, historic furniture, buymanship, etc.  Must include an explanation of how a minimum of two (2) design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 

Class HI 531C, Accessories for the Home — Includes, but not limited to, wall accessories, nature accessories, flatware selection/coordination, table design, lighting design, etc.  Must include explanation of how a minimum of two (2) design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 

Class HI 531D, Fabrics in the Home — Includes, but not limited to upholstered furniture, pillows, curtains, table linens, storage protection, etc.  Must include an explanation of how a minimum of two (2) design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 

Class HI 531E, Maintenance in the Home — Includes but not limited to cleaning plan, storage, energy conservation, recycling, own home away from home, etc.  If appropriate, include an explanation of how the design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 

Class HI 531F, Other Home Improvement Ideas — Any other exhibit which is an outgrowth of a home improvement project or program such as decision making process, careers, etc. If appropriate, include an explanation of how the design elements or art principles were used in this exhibit. 

Clothing, Sewing and Textiles
Class CL 511A, Clothing Design and Creative Sewing — Includes, but not limited to, constructed garments or accessories; design illustrations, sketches, models, etc.; modified, designed or recycled garments; making a garment that enhances the way you or others look, design, or sew for others, etc.  Application of design elements and art principles must be explained when appropriate. 

Class CL 511B, Choosing Clothes and Learning About Fabrics — Includes, but not limited to, purchased garments or accessories, textile fiber or fabric characteristics, choosing clothes or accessories to enhance the way you or others look, labeling, etc.  (Include only one shoe, earring, etc. if part of the exhibit.) Application of design elements and art principles must be explained when appropriate. 

Class CL 511C, Clothing Safety and Care — Includes, but not limited to, decisions about clothes for sports, temperature control and protection, laundry experiences, clothing care, etc. 

Class CL 511D, Other Clothing and Sewing Ideas — Any other exhibit that is an outgrowth of a 4-H textile and clothing educational experience.  Could include but not restricted to:  1) exploration of ethnic or historical clothing; 2) dress as a means of expression; 3) clothes for special needs of handicapped, elderly, children; 4) cultural expression through clothes; 5) career or processes in the textile and/or apparel industry; 6) decorative processes such as textile dying, printing, embroidery, knitting, or quilting; 7) construction of household textiles. The exhibit may be an object, notebook, or poster. Application of design elements and art principles must be explained when appropriate.
Child Development
Class CD 501A, Child Development — Educational display or other type of exhibit relating to a child development project/program, such as age appropriate games and toys, original stories, babysitting, toy safety, positive guidance and discipline, kids with special needs, careers, etc. Exhibit information should include what you have learned:  1) about yourself and/or 2) about children while creating and using this exhibit and/or 3) about what the child gained or learned from use of the item in the exhibit.
Expressive Arts Division
Photography
Recommended: Photographs SHOULD be brought to the fair in a “ZipLock” bag for protection.
Special Rules

Please use the State Fair “4-H Photography Exhibit Label” (Revised January 2002) for county fairs as well. 

Special Rules 

1. Photographs may be either black and white or color.  Photographs may be processed from negatives, slides, or digital cameras and computer manipulation programs. Photographs exhibited must have been taken during the current 4-H year.   

2. If photos are mounted, they can be (a) flush-mounted (no mounting board showing) on mounting board, or (b) with mount borders (window mat or flat mount directly on board). Exhibitors may cut their own mounting boards, use inexpensive ready-cut window mats, or have matting done professionally.  In all cases 4-H’ers are responsible for design decisions such as border width, color, and size. Framed photos, including floating frames, will not be judged. 

3. If photos are not mounted, they may be exhibited in a clear plastic covering, such as photo album pages. 

4. A series is a group of photos or slides that are related or tell a step-by-step story. Photos must be mounted as one unit in story order.  Slides should be numbered and/or displayed in sequence. 

5. The “4-H Photography Exhibit Label” (Revised January 2002) must be completed and attached to each photo exhibit entry. Tape to back of mounting or fold label, as appropriate, for each exhibit. Label is available at county Extension office. 

6. Captions are optional.  If used, they should be short. 

Photography Classes
Class PH 851A, Mounted Photograph or Series — Individual or series photos where the exhibited photo is at least 5x7 inches (exposed area of print).  Larger photos may be cropped if necessary for better composition, but to no smaller than 5x7 inches.  Series entries should consist of three to five photos (each 5x7 minimum) mounted as one piece. Mounting is required for all entries in this class.  See item 2 above for mounting suggestions. 

Class PH 851B, Single Photograph or Series — A photo of any size may be considered in this class. There is no minimum size. Series entries should include three to five photos.  If the series is mounted, it should be done as one piece.  See item numbers two and three above for exhibiting suggestions.
Class PH 851C, Contemporary/Creative Photography — A photograph that is understood to be a creative, imaginative, or experimental departure from realism.  Examples of Contemporary/Creative Photography may include:  abstracts, derivations, distortions, black light, bas-relief, diazochrome, posterization, solarization, multiple exposures, montages, kodalith, multiple images with trick lenses and similar processes.   

Special exhibit requirements: 

a. Photograph must be mounted but not framed. 

b. Current 4-H Photography Exhibit Label must be attached to the back of the exhibit. 

c. A detailed report must be attached clearly stating the process used to achieve the desired effect. Each step and materials or equipment used must be included in this report. 

d. Where possible, a copy of the photo before manipulation should be included with the report. 

Class PH 851D, Photography Idea — This class is designed for creative photography and experiments that do not fit into the previous classes.  Photos or educational displays in this class may make use of creative camera techniques, darkroom techniques, mounting and exhibiting techniques, or computer enhancement, just to name a few possibilities.  Above all, creativity and originality are valued.  If exhibit is a photo or collage of photos, it must not be framed and must have the photo exhibit label. 
Visual Art
Special Rules 

1. Articles made from kits or preformed molds will NOT be accepted.  EXCEPTION: See class 821B item #2. (Kits are defined as any prepackaged item where the manufacturer predetermines the materials and the design. Examples of preformed molds would be purchased greenware or whiteware.)   

2. If the exhibit results in a finished art object, you must include the picture of the source of design, the design sketches, or process for creating the design.  This might include cut paper designs, sketches, a piece of tree bark, doodles, or magazine pictures (identify the magazine and issue.) 

3. The written description of the exhibit must identify the design element(s) and/or art principle(s) used in this particular exhibit and how it is used. (Example: "I used the primary colors of red, blue, and yellow to emphasize the geometric shapes" not just "the element I used was color".)  Design elements are line, shape, color, texture, and space described in the project manual "Celebrate Art" Unit 1, pages 11-13. Principles of design are rhythm, proportion, emphasis, balance, and unity described in the project manual "Art in Your Future" unit 2, pages 10-14.  Also refer to publications 4H-633 Color and 4H-634 Design, Exploring the Elements & Principles. 

4. Copyright logos, designs, or trademark materials should not be used for visual art exhibits on public display at a fair or other setting without written permission.  If written permission has been obtained for an exhibit in the technique class, it should be included in the written support materials of this exhibit.  For display purposes, exhibits will then be labeled "Copyright permission granted". These materials are never appropriate for the Original Art class.  You do not need to request permission to use the 4-H emblem. This is granted to you as a member of the 4-H program, as long as you are not making money from its use. 

Visual Art Classes
Class VA 821A, Original Art — Original art should be an exhibit that has a design unique to you.  By using one medium or a combination, an individual creates an object that is not recognizable as another's work.  Trademarks, logos, and other copyrighted images cannot be original since some other artist has already designed and created it.  You must identify and explain the application of the design element(s) and art principle(s) featured in this exhibit and describe or explain the source of the design.   

Is my project considered original art?  Does one (or more) of the following questions help describe what your exhibit is about?  If it sounds like your exhibit, it should probably be in the Original Art class. 

1. Did your idea come from something you thought up, the placement of geometric shapes, or something viewed in nature? 

2. Did you see a design, magazine picture, painting, etc., that gave you an idea and you made major changes to that idea? (Include the source of design and explain the major changes.) You know it is a major change if you quickly look at your original source and your exhibit and they DO NOT seem similar. 

3. Did you create your exhibit by observing things around you like looking at a still life or from a photograph you took of a scene? 

4. Are the people in your exhibit (drawing, painting) ones you observed, studied, sketched, or photographed and not people you saw in a magazine or other photograph?  (If the person is identifiable from your picture, did you request their permission to use them in your art work?) 
Class VA 821B, Design and/or Technique Exploration — This exploration class is an exhibit that provides an individual the opportunity to explore a medium, practice a skill, or study a design element or art principle. An explanation of the application of design elements or art principles used when making the exhibit must be included. This exhibit may be an object, portfolio, display, poster, or organized sketchbook. If a non-original design source is used, its origin (where the idea was found, any pictures, sketches, etc.) must still be credited.  Logos, trademarks, pictures or designs that are copyrighted may only be used if permission for this specific use has been granted from an authorized authority.  The written permission must be included in the support materials provided with the exhibit or the piece is not legal for public display and will be disqualified.  For display purposes, those exhibits with written permission will be labeled “Copyright permission granted”. 

In this class 

1. Directions may be used to make the exhibit (basket weave pattern, quilt pattern, process instructions i.e. tie dying). Include the source of instructions or copy of the instructions.  In your write-up be sure to focus on the design elements or art principles used in making decisions to develop the exhibit. 

2. It may be a process evaluation shown by examples that demonstrate a different step of the process needed to complete a finished product.  This process evaluation is the only acceptable place to exhibit portions of greenware or whiteware to provide the appropriate surface to illustrate the process techniques being explored.  Processes could include glazes, paint blending, surface preparation to the final product.  A finished product will only be used in the evaluation to determine level of accomplishment of the goal. 

3. A portfolio showing several examples of practicing techniques of a medium where you used design ideas from photos, magazines, pictures.  You must credit the sources of design ideas. 

4. You may use a series of rubber stamps, stencils, etc. to create a design, develop technique or study color and texture.  Detailed explanation of the use of the design elements/art principles is required.   

5. Create a picture while practicing and improving your technique(s) of drawing, shading, blending, etc.  The write-up focuses on the techniques practiced to demonstrate skills in applying the design elements and/or art principles. 

Class VA 821C, Other Visual Art Topics — Exhibits might include study on an individual artist, style, craft business or marketing process, planning group tour, career options, etc. 

Record Keepin
Class RK -- Exhibit your 4-H record keeping system (ex. record book, portfolio, audio, videotape) Any format is acceptable.

Societal Issues
Class IS 950A — Any exhibit by an individual or group that is an outgrowth from an Extension 4-H educational experience.  Exhibits might include, but are not limited to, topics such as water quality, erosion, pollution, radon, substance abuse, teen pregnancy, animal welfare/rights, etc.  Include information on: 

· What is the societal issue? 

· How does my/our goal relate to the issue? 

· What did I/we learn about the issue? 

· How can I/we best communicate the importance of the issue? 

· What did I/we do to educate others about the issue?

4-H Historical/Family Heritage 

Because an item has historical or family significance does not automatically make it an appropriate exhibit for the Historical/Family Heritage class.  The member needs to involve one more adults, and learn about and share the significant historical/heritage aspect of the learning.  For example:  James wants to refinish and restore an antique clock. The clock belonged to his great-grandparents and once was in the neighborhood country school. The clock has been passed down in the family but now needs repair. James wants to restore the clock and exhibit the finished item in the Historical/Family Heritage class. 

Q: Is this an appropriate Historical/Family Heritage class exhibit? 

A: While the clock may have historical value, and certainly has value to his family, this alone does not make the restored clock a Historical/Family Heritage exhibit.  From the information in the question, it appears that James is going to restore this clock on his own, perhaps with advice from someone who knows about clocks and refinishing.  If this is all he is planning to do, the Historical/Family Heritage class is not an appropriate choice for this exhibit. His goal seems to be restoration of the clock so it might be prominently displayed in the family home.  Depending on what is involved in the restoration, classes in Home Improvement, Science & Engineering, or Self-Determined are likely more appropriate classes for exhibition of the clock. 

To be a Historical/Family Heritage exhibit, James needs to involve an adult(s) in the development of the exhibit, beginning with the goals.  He also needs to go beyond the restoration of the clock. For example, James (with his adult partner) could learn and document the history of the clock. He could explore questions such as:  Was this a common type of clock used in rural schoolhouses? What is the family connection to this school? Did family members attend this school?  How did the clock get to the family from the schoolhouse? How long was the schoolhouse in operation?  He could interview people who might have attended that school.  James needs to do something to explore the historical/heritage aspect or significance of that clock.  Restoration alone does not meet the purposes of the Historical/Family Heritage class. 

PURPOSE:  This class is designed to help participants gain a greater appreciation for and to focus on 4-H history and family heritage.  Emphasis is also provided for an intergenerational focus. Participants (youth and adults) are encouraged to learn and share more about the history of 4-H in Iowa and/or their family heritage.  This class is designed and intended to provide an opportunity for 4-H’ers and adults to form a team in planning and developing an exhibit to share together learning related to 4-H history and heritage. 

Special Exhibit Guidelines 

1. Each county may enter two (2) exhibits in this class. If two exhibits are selected, at least one (1) must be a 4-H history/4-H heritage exhibit.   

2. The 4-H youth exhibitor(s) will receive a special recognition certificate, in place of a ribbon. 

3. The exhibit must be an outgrowth of a 4-H learning experience planned and completed by one or more 4-H’ers, of eligible exhibitor age, with one or more adult(s). 

4. The exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done, through 4-H, to accomplish a goal(s) determined jointly by all the participating 4-H’ers and adults. 

5. Exhibits might be an actual product, poster, display, report, notebook, model, video tape, audio cassette, etc. 

 6. The exhibit should include the following information: 

· What was the goal(s)? Include for both 4-H’er and adult participant(s).   

· How was the idea for the exhibit determined and developed? 

· What responsibilities did each participant, youth and adult, involved in the learning experience complete? 

· What was the learning of this experience for each individual?  This might include what you learned about working with each other. 

· What were the benefits of this experience for the participants 

· (youth/adults/together)? 
· What plans do you have to continue this interest? 

6. Exhibitors are responsible to read and comply with the Iowa State Fair “General Exhibit Rules” including size, copyright where applicable, safety, etc. to be eligible for Iowa State Fair entry. 

Class HF 811L, 4-H Historical/Family Heritage — Any exhibit by one or more 4-H’ers with one or more adult(s) which is an outgrowth of a goal identified by the participants. Topics might be related to the history of: 4-H, a 4-H project, educational experience, activity, family heritage, Iowa, etc.
Go the Distance
General Rules 

This class is designed to help participants gain a greater appreciation for and understanding of the role nutrition and physical activity has in promoting health and well-being.  Participants are encouraged to learn about how nutrition and physical activity affect the overall health (including physical performance and disease risk) of an individual or group.  This class is intended to provide an opportunity for 4-Hers, as an individual, club or team, to plan and develop an exhibit that shares what they have learned about nutrition and physical activity in relation to health. 

Special Exhibit Guidelines

1. Each county may enter two (2) exhibits in this class for the state fair.  

2. The exhibit must be an outgrowth of a 4-H learning experience planned and completed by one or more 4-Hers, of eligible exhibitor age. 

3. The exhibit is to be an outgrowth of work done, through 4-H, to accomplish a goal(s) determined by the 4-Her(s). 

4. Exhibits might be an actual product, poster, display, report, notebook, model, video tape, audio cassette, physical activity and menu plan, etc. 

 
5. The exhibit should include the following information: 

 
a. What was the goal(s)? 

 
b. How was the idea for the exhibit determined and developed? 

 
c. What responsibilities were completed by each participant involved in the learning experience? 

 
d. What did you learn about nutrition and physical activity? 

 
e. What plans do you have to continue this interest? 

5. Exhibitors must comply with the Iowa State Fair ‘General Exhibit Rules,’ including size, copyright where applicable, safety, etc., to be eligible for Iowa State Fair entry. 

Go the Distance Classes
GD 960A — Any exhibit, by one or more 4-H’ers, which is an outgrowth of a goal to explore an area of nutrition and physical activity for personal development.  

GD 960B — Any exhibit, by one or more 4-H’ers, which is an outgrowth of a goal to provide leadership in the areas of nutrition and physical activity in a group setting (ex: family, club, community). 

GD 960C — Any exhibit, by one or more 4-H’ers, which displays citizenship in the areas of nutrition and physical activity within a community (example: senior living center, school).  
Personal Development Division 
Class PD 865A, Camping — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a camping project or activity such as camper safety, fire building, rainy day activities, outdoor cookery, day camp plan, selecting camping equipment, equipping a backpack, resource file of camping activities, etc. 

Class PD 806A, Citizenship — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a citizenship project or program such as responsibilities with family, club, community, world, plan community service activity, learn about local and county government, study family heritage, etc. 

Class PD 811A, Communication — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a communication project or program such as describing the communication process, methods of communicating, or a product based on a communications method which might include slide/tape, videotape (done in standard play), or feature news stories; or theatre arts such as costuming, sound effects, props and staging, etc.   

Class PD 831A, Health — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a health project or program such as personal health analysis, physical fitness plan, home health hazard hunt, body systems and functions, daily food intake plan, minor injury treatment, community health services, effects of smoking, etc. 

Class PD 841A, Leadership — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a leadership project or program such as types of leadership, analysis of personal leadership styles and qualities, processes to determine the identification of community needs, resource analysis, activity plan, or youth as partners. 

Class PD 871A, Music — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a music project or program such as study of a composer, music history, comparison of types of music, composing an original song, teaching music to others, making a musical instrument, sharing musical programs, etc. 

Class PD 881A, Safety — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a safety project or program such as home hazard hunt, organize safety poster contest, conduct farm safety program, attend CPR training, develop home fire safety plan, etc. 

Class PD 891A, Self Determined — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a self determined project or program which does not fit any other project class.

Science, Mechanics and Engineering Division

Class ME 401A, Aerospace — Flyable model built from a kit or original design. 

Class ME 401B, Aerospace — Educational display or other type of exhibit showing an aerospace idea such as forces involved in flying, model rocket photography, safety in flying model rockets or airplanes, test for rocket stability, etc.; may include scale models or kits to illustrate a concept. 

Class ME 421A, Automotive — Repaired or restored vehicle.  [NOTE: Cars will be on display at the Iowa State Fair one day only, Thursday, August 10.] 

Class ME 421B, Automotive — Educational display or other type of exhibit showing an automotive idea such as safe operation, maintenance plan, comparison shopping, principles of systems operations such as electrical, braking, air bags, etc. 

Class ME 901A, Computer — Educational display or other type of exhibit showing: 

· an original computer program written by the exhibitor in a common computer language, including documentation; or 

· an applied use of existing software (database, spreadsheet, graphic design, etc.) including printouts of the application showing work product; or 

· an other idea that is an outgrowth of participation in a 4-H computer project or program. 

Class ME 611A, Electric/Electronics — Constructed or repaired article or educational display or other type of exhibit showing an electric or electronic idea such as safety, construction techniques, lighting effects, electrical energy sources, etc. 

Class ME 451A, Small Engine — Repaired or restored operating engine or educational display or other type of exhibit showing a small engine idea such as maintenance, function of parts, comparisons, etc. 

Class ME 441A, Tractor — Repaired or restored tractor. NOTE: A Conference Judging opportunity for exhibitors in class 441A will be offered during exhibit check-in, August 8. Tractors will be displayed outside and/or in a tent throughout the Iowa State Fair, August 10-20. 

Class ME 441B, Tractor — Educational display or other type of exhibit related to tractor showing an idea such as safe operation, maintenance plan, engine components, operation costs, principles of engine operation, safety hazards, etc.  

Class ME 411A, Welding — Constructed article or educational display related to welding showing an idea such as safety, types of welds, comparisons of welds, etc.   (NOTE: Large items may be displayed outside.) 

Class ME 461A, Woodworking — New constructed and finished article. (NOTE: Large outdoor items may be displayed outside.) 

Class ME 461B, Woodworking — Educational display or other type of exhibit showing a woodworking idea such as type of woods, wood finishes, safety precautions, tools and proper use, wood fasteners, woodworking skills and techniques, etc. 

Class ME 893A, Science and Technology — Educational display or other type of exhibit showing how science and math help us understand the world.  May include constructed article, posters, portfolios, notebooks, etc., to show and explain what was learned. 

Class ME 601A, Other Science, Mechanics and Engineering Ideas — Any other exhibit that is an outgrowth of a 4-H science, mechanics and engineering project or educational experience that does not fit any previous classes listed.  Note: large items may be displayed outside. 

Agriculture and Natural Resources Division
Class AG 101A, Animal Science — Any exhibit (excluding an animal itself) that is an outgrowth or a small or large animal project or program including beef, dairy, goat, dog, horse, pets, poultry, rabbit, sheep and swine.  Ownership of an animal is not required for entry in this class. Exhibit topics might include, but are not limited to, selection, feeding, financial management, waste management, use of records, health care, housing or career opportunities. 

Class AG 211A, Conservation — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of a conservation project or program such as soil conservation, creating habitats, wetland restoration, energy conservation, planting windbreaks, etc. 

Class AG 701A, Crop Production — Any exhibit, that is an outgrowth of participation in a corn, soybean, small grain or forage project or program.  If the exhibit involves a crop specimen, include the variety and planting date.  Exhibit topics might include, but are not limited to, variety selection, plant growth, planting, plant nutrition, weed, insect or disease control, environmental protection, harvesting, storage, marketing, or career opportunities. 

Class AG 221A, Entomology — A general or special collection, from an entomology or bee project (excluding live specimen.), or any exhibit that is an outgrowth of an entomology or bee project or program such as life cycle, bee management, products (honey, wax), equipment, diseases, pests, habits of insects, insect genetics, IPM scouting, etc. 

Class AG 706A, Forestry — General or special collection, i.e., leaves, seeds, etc. 

Class AG 706B, Forestry — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a forestry project or program such as insect or disease control, growth stages, type of tree for intended use, etc. 

Class AG 711A, Horticulture — An exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in flower gardening and ornamentals, home garden, small fruit crop, and vegetable crop project or program. Exhibits might include such ideas or concepts as cultivar selection, plant nutrition, insect, weed or disease control, harvesting, preservation, marketing, careers, etc. To exhibit vegetable specimen (project), refer to the 4-H Horticulture Show Department. 

Class AG 711B, Home Grounds Improvement — Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a home grounds improvement project or program.  Exhibits might include ideas or concepts such as landscape plans, techniques, selection of landscape plants, garden design, garden features, careers, etc.   

Class AG 741A, Plant Science — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of a plant science project or program such as collections plant growth, plant parts, soil structure, soil maps, germination, cross breeding, root systems, etc. 

Class AG 231A, Veterinary Science — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of a veterinary science project or program such as maintaining health, cause and prevention of disease, internal parasites, public health, careers, etc. 

Class AG 911A, Fish and Wildlife — Any exhibit that is an outgrowth of participation in a wildlife project or program such as fish and wildlife identification, observation, habitats, fish and wildlife harvest, other activities, etc. 

Class AG 880A, Safety and Education in Shooting Sports — Any exhibit which is an outgrowth of participation in a SESS project or program such as archery, rifle, shotgun, muzzle loader, etc. Topics may include selection of equipment, record keeping in scoring, safety practices, care and storage of equipment, ethics, etc. 

Class AG 301A, Other Agriculture and Natural Resources Ideas — Any other exhibit that is an outgrowth of a 4-H agriculture and natural resources project or educational experience that does not fit any previous class listed.
Flower Arranging
1. Entries must be in place by 12:30 PM, Monday of the fair.

2. All fresh flowers used must be non-commercial; grown in your own garden or that of a friend or neighbor.  Any fresh flowers purchased at a retail outlet will automatically disqualify that entry.

Note--prepare as recommended in publication available from the Extension Office: “Preparing Cut Flowers and Houseplants for Exhibit.” 

3. Mechanical aids such as wires are allowed, but should not be visible to the eye.
4. Fresh, silk, wood, feather, and/or pigskin flowers may be used.  Dried weeds (excepting those noxious weeds that are prohibited – refer to General Rules) - may be used to create a flow of line in some arrangements.  Plastic flowers and/or foliage are not acceptable.

5. Entry is judged on your creativity.  

6. No wall hangings will be accepted. 

7. One Champion ribbon and one Reserve Champion ribbon will be given over-all with all age groups competing together.  A "Best of Show" plaque will be awarded. Flower arrangements and houseplants will compete for this honor.

8. All entries are released on Thursday at 3:00 PM.
Flower Arranging Classes

Class FA 1-- Any arrangement made by the 4-H'er

Class FA2 - any arrangement using a bud vase and 1-3 fresh flowers with appropriate greens and accents.

Class FA3 – “Iowa’s Choice” – Any arrangement using Iowa’s natural plants and an appropriate container – see General Fair rules for noxious weeds and wildflowers.

Class FA4 –“The Show” – Any arrangement using fresh greenery with silk and/or fresh flowers, an entertainment or “show” theme and an appropriate container.  Movies, Broadway shows, or musicals may be your inspiration. 

Class FA5 – “Holiday” – Any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers with a holiday theme and an appropriate container.

Class FA6 – “Celebrate 4-H” - Any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers and using 4-H symbols and an appropriate container.

Class FA7 – “Kids!” - any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers and reflects the joy of children

FA8 – for appropriate year

2007 – ISU 150th Birthday – any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers and reflects Iowa State University

2008 – Iowa Agriculture - any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers and reflects the importance of agriculture in Iowa and Sioux County

2009 – My Home Town - any arrangement using silk and/or fresh flowers and reflects your hometown 

FA9 – Iowa 4-H Youth Conference theme for appropriate year
Houseplants

1. Plants should be in the 4-H'ers care a minimum of four months previous to exhibiting.

2. A 3 x 5 card should accompany houseplants at fair entry time.

The card should include:

A. Plant's name

B. Proper care

C. Why did you choose this plant

D. Was your plant purchased or started from a "slip"?

E. Date of transplant

F. How long have you been caring for this plant?

3. No commercial leaf gloss. Clean leaves with a water/milk mixture.

Note--prepare as recommended in publication:  “Preparing Cut Flowers and Houseplants for Exhibit.”

4. Houseplants need to be entered by 12:30 PM, Monday of the fair.

5. Houseplants will be conference judged.

6. One champion ribbon and one reserve champion will be given over-all, with the age groups competing together.  A "Best of Show" plaque will be awarded. Flower arrangements and houseplants will compete for this honor.

7. Exhibits are released Thursday at 3:00 PM..

Houseplant Classes

Class HP1 -- FOLIAGE-any non-blooming houseplant – a single plant entry or a grouping of several green plants in one container.  They will be judged not only on the condition of the plant, but also on the container (does it complement the plant, is it in proper perspective to the size and height of the plant, etc.) and also the growth record (new shoots, etc.).

Class HP2 -- BLOOMING HOUSE PLANTS-several varieties in this category might include: violets, begonias, peace lilies, geraniums, gloxinias, etc.  Entry must be in bloom at the time of judging.  Judging will include the blossoms, foliage, container and care record.

Class HP3 -- SUCCULENTS-members of the cactus family.  Since cacti require very little care; this category requires that entrant must group several cacti in a dish garden adding colored stones, and/or novelties.  Entry will be judged on arrangement of dish garden and condition of cacti.

Class HP4 – MIXED PLANTS- arrangements using a mixture of foliage and succulents and appropriate accents.  Entry must include plants that grow well together, using the same light and water conditions.  Entry will be judged on plant conditions, arrangement and choice of container. 

Fashion Revue
1. 4-H'ers will compete as either 
· Juniors (4th-6th grades)

· Intermediates (7th-8th grades)
· Seniors (9th grade and above)
2. Fashion Revue garments may also be used as an entry for a clothing exhibit.
3. Judging will be on the following basis (an over-all evaluation):

a. The Individual - poise and personal grooming.

b. The Outfit on the Individual - style and fabric suitable and becoming, color

becoming, pleasing color combination, accessories attractive and appropriate

additions, appropriate notions, well-pressed, and construction as it affects

appearance.

c. Knowledge of fabric content, care and appropriate for garment

All participants (boy or girl) to qualify for participation in the state event should: 

 a. Have been enrolled in a 4-H Clothing project in the current 4-H program year. 

 b. Model a garment or outfit the entrant has constructed, hand-knitted, machine-knitted, or crocheted during the current 4-H year. 

· A garment or outfit consisting of one to three pieces such as party clothes, tailored suits, vest, slacks, shirt, skirt, active sportswear and/or coats are acceptable as Fashion Revue entries. 

· Blouses shirts, and sweaters are usually considered as garments.  If they are used to complete an outfit, they may be constructed or selected. 

· All other accessories and undergarments may be constructed or selected. 
5. Up to four (4) participants may be selected to represent Sioux County in the Iowa State Fair Fashion Revue. Senior 4-H’ers may participate more than one time in the

State Fair Fashion Revue program and must have been enrolled in the 4-H clothing project for at least one year.

6. The garment chosen for the State Fair Fashion Revue may not be chosen for state fair

as a constructed garment (in a clothing project exhibit class).

Clothing Decisions - formerly Clothing Selection

1. 4-H'ers will compete as either 
· Juniors (4th-6th grades)

· Intermediates (7th, 8th grades) 
· Seniors (9th grade and above)
2. One boy and one girl and one minority may be selected to participate at the Iowa State Fair. Members may

participate at State Fair once as a senior and must have been in the 9th-12th grade to be eligible.

3. Criteria for your clothing selection should include the following: 
a. Is the outfit appropriate for the activity?
b. Does it fit your personality? 
c. Does it look good on you? 
d. Is the cost reasonable? etc.

3. Criteria for judging will be on the following basis (an over-all evaluation):

a. The Individual - poise and personal grooming.

b. The Outfit on the Individual - style and fabric suitable and becoming, color becoming, pleasing color combination, accessories attractive and appropriate additions, appropriate notions, well-pressed, and construction as it affects appearance.
c. Knowledge of fabric content, care and appropriate for garment

4. Members may enter both the Fashion Revue and Clothing Selection, but may be selected for State Fair in only one event.

Clothing Selection Guidelines 

All participants (male or female) to qualify for participation in the state event should: 

 a. Select and/or purchase an outfit that represents the 4-H’ers goal or intended use for the selected outfit. 

 b. Have had experience(s) in choosing shopping alternatives, evaluating fit, quality and construction features, price and cost comparison. 

NOTE: Outfits may be selected and/or purchased from any source, including consignment shops, used clothing stores, etc.  Clothing items which are home-sewn are not eligible unless the completed garment was purchased from a used clothing source.  Clothing items which are custom sewn specifically for the participant are not eligible. 
Communications Division Rules 
Each individual member presenting a communications exhibit may enter each area once.  Each member presenting a communications exhibit with other 4-H members may enter additional events. (Example: A 4-H’er may enter a Share the Fun! Act once as an individual event, but he or she may enter additional Share the Fun! acts with a partner and/or club. This will be true in all Communication areas.)
Point of Emphasis: Educational and Working Exhibits – Topic selection should be an outgrowth of the presenter’s 4-H experience or 4-H project work.    
Posters 

This component of the Iowa State Fair 4-H Communications program is to provide the opportunity for 4-H’ers to communicate to the public using the non-verbal form of communication on a poster. The objective of this class is to provide the opportunity for 4-H’ers to tell a story or idea visually about 4-H to the general public. 

Poster Communication (Class 811J) 

1. Poster exhibits are to be entered in the static exhibit database. 

2. Each county may have two entries in this component of the 4-H communications program. 

3. Only one poster per 4-H’er. 

4. Any currently enrolled 4-H’er who has completed 5th grade through 12th grade, may create a poster for this class at the Iowa State Fair.  This includes 4-H’ers of organized 4-H clubs, EFNEP, CRD, Urban and 4-H special interest groups, and 4-H school enrichment programs. 

5. All posters must be designed on, or affixed to, standard poster board or foam core board—size minimum of 14” x 20” or maximum of 15” x 22”.  Posters may be vertical or horizontal. Posters may be any medium: watercolor, ink, crayon, acrylic, charcoal, oils, collage. Posters cannot be 3-dimensional. Materials used to make the poster may not extend more than 1/8 inch above the poster or foam core board.   

6. Each poster must have the completed 2005 Poster Exhibit Entry Form (VI-8128-SAS) attached to the back. Duplicate label as needed. 

7. Posters cannot incorporate copyright material or exact copies of other promotional designs, such as the Iowa 4-H Youth Conference theme logo. 

8. The 4-H Clover is a protected emblem.  4-H'ers may include the 4-H clover, but do not copy/print other material over the 4-H clover. 

 9. The themes for “Communicating Through 4-H Posters” are: 

 
a. 4-H is . . . (open to 4-H’er’s interpretation) 

 
b. Join 4-H 

 
c. Current Iowa 4-H Youth Conference theme
 
d. Current Iowa State Fair theme 

Educational Presentation
1. Presentations may be on any topic. The topic should determine the length, but

Intermediate and Senior presentations should not exceed twenty-five minutes. Junior

presentations should not exceed fifteen minutes.

2. Point of Emphasis: Introduction, Body, Summary/Conclusion. Educational presentation participants are expected to include all three of these in their presentation. Ask for the 4-H Communications resources, including the new “Express Yourself” 4-H CCS units, reference the importance of an Introduction, Body, and Summary/Conclusion in speeches, demonstrations, and presentations.
3. Presenters are expected to comply with all copyright/trademark regulations.  Copyrighted material may not be distributed without permission. 
4. The composition of your educational presenters can be any combination of junior,

intermediate and senior 4-H'ers. A team consisting of youth that are of mixed ages must

be entered in the class of the oldest team member.

5. Educational presentations prepared for school activities or competitions are eligible.

6. Participants in Educational Presentations are invited to give their presentation at the

Tuesday evening Fashion Revue. 4-H'ers wishing to do so should contact the Fair

Office.

7. A maximum of five presentations may be chosen to advance to competition at the Iowa

State Fair.  Junior participants in this department must be in the 5th or 6th grade to participate at the State Fair.

8. A maximum of two Junior and/or Intermediate presentations may be chosen to compete

at the Clay County Fair.
Junior Presentations: 
4th, 5th or 6th grade by Sept. 15 previous to the fair

Intermediate Presentations: 
7th, 8th or 9th grade by Sept. 15 previous to the fair

Senior Presentations: 
10th grade or older by Sept. 15 previous to the fair

Extemporaneous Speaking
1. Each contestant will select one of the available topics thirty minutes before the contest.  The general nature of the topics will be related to 4-H.  Each contestant will have 30 minutes to prepare.

2. Contestants may bring his/her own books, magazines, or newspaper clippings for reference during the preparation time.  It cannot include notes or outlines for the speech.  Materials may be screened for that purpose.
3. Extension staff will also provide general 4-H resources and a place to prepare.

4. Each speech shall be the result of the 4-H'ers own effort.  No other assistance may be provided.  Plain 3X5" note cards will be provided to each contestant.

5. Only notes made during the preparation time may be used.

6. Each speech will last 4-6 minutes with five minutes additional time allowed for related questions, which will be asked by the judge.  The contestant will receive a warning after five minutes have elapsed.  

7. No props, gadgets, posters or audiovisuals may be used.

8. A judge’s critique with each participant will be included as part of the contest.

9. Participants must be in the 9th grade or older by September 15 previous to the fair.  

10. Two participants may be selected to represent the county at the State Fair.

Share the Fun!
1. Skits, songs, stunts, short one-act plays, dances (folk, square, modern, tap) plus other

entertainment will be acceptable.

2. Clubs may have as many entries as they wish for county competition.

3. The presentation must not exceed eight minutes in length. Acts will be stopped

after this time has elapsed.

4. Skits must be sensitive to the diversity of Iowa's population. Acts must be in good taste

and not offensive to minority groups.

5. Share the Fun participants are invited to perform their act at the Fashion Revue on
Tuesday evening. 4-H'ers wishing to do so should contact the Fair Office.

6. A maximum of three acts may be chosen to advance to competition at the Iowa State

Fair. There is no limit on the number of times a 4-H'er can participate in Share the Fun

programs. State fair participants must be in the 5th grade or older by September 15

previous to the fair.

Working Exhibit Division Rules
1. Working exhibits provide an opportunity to communicate with an audience in an informal

way. It should teach the observers a specific skill.

2. Many stages of the exhibit or product should be ready so that any step can be

discussed. No set format should be used. Questions that might be asked as opening

conversation include: 
· Have you seen? 
· Would you like to know how to? 
· May I show you how?

3. Subject of the working exhibit should be an outgrowth of the 4-H'ers experience, and

should be of interest to the general public.

4. Working exhibits entered at the Sioux County Fair will be scheduled to run for 45

minutes beginning at 10:30 am, Tuesday of the fair.

5. 4-H'ers participating in this division must provide their own equipment, such as tables,

extension cords, and supplies.

6. Copyright materials should not be duplicated and distributed without permission

from the source. (check with the Extension Office prior to the fair if you have

questions.)

7. Working Exhibits may be selected for State Fair competition. Teams may consist of

mixed ages and must be entered in the class of the oldest team member.
