Market Swine Weigh-In and Identification 

 

2009 Guidelines:  
1) Exhibitors may identify up to a maximum of 20 head of market pigs.  Derby swine are included in 
this total.  (An exhibitor in both 4-H & FFA count as 2 exhibitors.) 
2) A maximum of 7 market pigs; including derby may be entered at the fair. 
3) A maximum of 4 derby swine can be weighed and tagged per exhibitor and two may be exhibited 
at fair. 
4) Derby pigs count towards your exhibitor maximum of 20 head of market pigs being identified. 
5) The maximum weight of derby pigs at weigh-in is 70 pounds. 
6) Derby pigs will be placed through the top five at Fair.  The top two will receive trophies and the 
top five will receive cash awards. 
7) Derby swine are also eligible to compete for Grand & Reserve Champion Market Swine at Fair. 
8) Cost of the ear tags is $1.25 each and payable to ISU Extension.  Please plan to pay for your tags 
when the committee member is at your site. 
9) Identification Forms (ID Sheets) should be completed and returned with committee members at 
this time. 

 

Market Sheep & Meat Goat Weigh-In and Identification 

2009 Guidelines for Sheep:  
1) Market lead lambs & feedlot lambs must be weighed/tagged at the April 19th weigh-in to exhibit 
at Fair. 
2) A maximum of 15 market lead lambs may be weighed and tagged.  Six may be shown at fair with 
a maximum of 4 from any one face color (black, white, or speckle).  Individual lead lambs can come 
from your pen w/ a maximum of 2 lead lambs per pen. 
3) A maximum of 10 feedlot lambs may be weighed, tagged, identified and designated a pen at 
weigh-in.  Two pens of 4 lambs may be shown. 
4) The maximum weight of lambs at the April weigh-in is 80 pounds and the recommended 
minimum weight is 45 pounds. 
5) Cost of ear tags is $1.25 each and payable to ISU Extension.  Please pay at weigh-in. 
6) Identification Sheets (ID Sheets) will be completed for market sheep at this time. 
 
2009 Guidelines for Goats:  
1) Meat goats must be weighed/tagged at the April 19th weigh-in to exhibit at Fair. 
2) A maximum of 5 goats may be weighed and tagged.  Three may be shown at fair. 
3) Cost of ear tags is $1.25 each and payable to ISU Extension.  Please pay at weigh-in. 
4) Identification Sheets (ID Sheets) will be completed for meat goats at this time.
