20 POINTS – Grade Point Average and Class Standing

20 POINTS – Initiative and participation – school and extra curricular activities.

50 POINTS – Essay up to 500 words on “WHY I FEEL IT IS IMPORTANT TO FURTHER MY EDUCATION or “WHY I WANT TO PURSUE DAIRYING AS A CAREER”.
