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Dairy Princess Qualifications 
You qualify to be a Dairy Princess if you live on a dairy farm or if you  or your parents work on a Dairy farm, if you have any questions please ask.
The contestants must be willing to promote dairy products at activities and events through out the year with pride and knowledge of the value of dairy products.
All applicants will have a contest sponsorship fee of $75.00 we can assist you in finding a sponsor if you want help.  They pay a sponsorship fee that allows you to participate in this event. Be sure to send them a note of thanks and appreciation Please give us suggestions as your creamery, milk hauler, bank, vet clinic or feed dealer.

All contestants are asked to speak with their sponsors and line up and escort for the night of the banquet.  Your Father will escort you part way and your sponsor will escort you the rest of the way while your newspaper write up is being read introducing you to fellow dairy producers attending this years banquet.
You are asked to submit your photo and a resume story style so that it reads the way you want it to in the newspaper.  This will help with any errors on the part of the princess committee or the newspaper office, we are all human and hope your writing will give us a background of who you are and your personal accomplishments and future plans.
All applicants for Dairy Princess should be graduating seniors or less than 22 years of age.

Our newly crowned Princess will be expected to participate in all activities during June Dairy Month as well as events throughout the year.  Events vary from year to year.

The Dairy Promotion Board does expect the Princess and Alternate to make classroom visits to the elementary age children.  The Dairy Board will provide snacks to be served.

The Farm Bureau Board sponsors trips to local dairies and they provide the treats but do ask that you make an appearance and hand out the dairy treats.

The Northgate Care Center has a June event including an ice cream social they ask you to attend.

The Village has dairy days in June that they want all the contestants to serve shakes during that time.
All contestants will work at the county fair.  They will be responsible for a shift with their family or employers.  This is a good way to get to know your sponsor even better ask them to come and work in the Dairy booth with you and your family!
All contestants will work in the dairy wagon on the day of the Dairy Days parade in which all girls are expected to ride in.

The Princess will work at the Dairy Show at the Big 4 Fair and the Allamakee County Fair.

The Princess is expected to attend any event that the general public requests her to be at.  

Nursing home visits are popular among the elderly and there you just talk about your farm and show your crown and sash no treats are served this is more of a public speaking opportunity.

Radio spots will be done to promote June Dairy Month.Memorial Day Parade in Harpers Ferry, Dairy Day Parade, Corn Days Parades are required and the following are optional: Eitzen 4th of July Parade, Heritage Day Parade, Holiday Parade, St Patrick’s Day Parade.

Our Allamakee County Dairy Princess is expected to represent Allamakee County at the State Dairy Princess competition in August.

Midwest Dairy Association hosts a Princess Orientation in June.  The Princess is expected to attend that training as it prepares you for the state competition.  

Most events are more fun to do with someone and that is part of the reason why we have the Dairy Ambassador Program.  However, if the Princess and Alternate want to share responsibilities at the same event that is fine.  It is the responsibility of the Princess to invite the alternate or other contestants to events to assist if needed.  In the event that the alternate is asked to do an event, it is her ( the alternates )  duty to inform the princess of such event and request that she attend or if there is a need for more than 1 person then the alternate may attend also.  
In the event that the princess is unable to attend an event then the alternate should go if possible.   We want to represent and promote the dairy industry as much as we can.

Your appearances are limited to just Allamakee county unless you are requested by a neighboring county to share working a promotion event.

Your personal appearance is very important.  Be aware of too much make up, inappropriate attire such as clothing that shows a lot of skin.  Avoid wearing jeans when ever possible, foul language should be avoided!

This year we will be furnishing all the contestants with a polo shirt to be worn at promotions and parades.  The princess can wear her crown but does not need to wear her sash at each event.

A no tolerance rule concerning drugs, alcohol, or becoming pregnant means forfeiture of the crown and sash to the girl with the next highest points.
