Record Keeping

2.   Member must complete Yearly Summary.

Project record for at least one project or complete video,

audio tape or portfolio containing project information.

3.  All records submitted will receive certificates with top 

records receiving special recognition.

4.  Evaluation criteria includes evidence of knowledge 

gained, completeness of records, organization of 

materials and creativity.

5.  Awards may be won each year records are submitted.

INTERMEDIATE & SENIOR AWARDS

The Award Application Form and 4-H Project Recognition/Award Form 

must be submitted with records.

Project Recognition


1.   Awards available in all project areas as listed on County






      Award Application Form.

2.  Open to all youth grades 7-12 for year in which they are

submitting records.

3.  Must have been enrolled in the 4-H project area for 

which they are applying for a minimum of 2 years.

4.  Must have exhibited at fair in area for which they are

applying.

5.  Must submit current year’s records along with past 

records for the project area applying for an award.

6.  Evaluation criteria:  Shows growth in knowledge and






      skills and completeness of project records.

7.  Award is item related to project area.  Award may only

be won once for each project area.
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Project Award



1.   Awards available in all project areas as listed on County






      Award Application Form.

2.  Open to all youth grades 7-12 for year in which they are

submitting records.

3.  Must have been enrolled in the 4-H project area for

which they are applying for a minimum of 3 years.

4.  Must have exhibited at fair in project area applying for

an award.

5.  Must submit current year’s records along with past 

records for the project area applying for an award.

6.  Evaluation criteria:  Shows continued growth in 

knowledge, member shows evidence that they are 

continuing to challenge themselves.  Must show

evidence of citizenship, leadership and communication

activities related to project area.

7.  Award is a pin or medal.  Award may only be won once

for each project area.

Animal Science Roundup

1.   Open to all youth who will have completed 9th grade






      or above by the time the Roundup event happens.

2.  Must submit records for the livestock area they wish to

attend.  Areas included in the Roundup program are:

beef, dairy, goat, horse, sheep and swine.

3.  Selection based on growth and knowledge in the 

livestock area.  One youth selected for each species.

4.  Award is a paid registration to the Iowa 4-H Animal

Science Roundup program held in Ames each June.

Transportation costs not included.  Trips are sponsored

by Grundy County Cattleman; Grundy County Pork 

Producers; Grundy/Hardin Dairy Promoters.

SENIOR AWARDS


Individuals applying for the following awards must submit all

4-H records, not just the current year.

Agriculture Award


1.   To recognize a 4-H’er who has grown personally






      through participation in a wide variety of agriculture






      projects and activities.

2.  Must be in grades 9, 10, 11, or 12 for the year they

are submitting records.

3.  Must have 3 or more years of project work in the 

agricultural project areas and must have exhibited at

county fair in at least one of these areas.

4.  Award is a pin.  Award may only be won once.

Family & Consumer Science

1.   To recognize a 4-H’er who has grown personally






      through participation in a wide variety of family and






      consumer science projects (ex:  clothing, food and






      nutrition, child development) and related activities.

2.  Must be in grades 9, 10, 11 or 12 for the year they are

submitting records.

3.  Must have 3 or more years of project work in the family

and consumer  science area and must have exhibited at

county fair in at lease one of these areas.

4.  Award is a pin.  Award may only be won once.

Leadership Award


1.   To recognize individuals who have demonstrated 






      leadership in strengthening their local club and






      through participation on the county level or beyond






      in program planning, development and implementation.

2.  Open to youth in grades 11 or 12 for year they are

submitting records.

3.  Award is a pin and may only be won once.

Achievement 



1.   To recognize individuals who have demonstrated






      outstanding personal growth through a wide variety of






      4-H project and programs.  Demonstrate outstanding






      leadership and citizenship.

2.  Open to all youth in grades 11 and 12 for the year they

are submitting records.

3.  Award is a pin or medal and may only be won once.

Danforth Leadership Award

1.  To recognize individuals who have demonstrated 






     outstanding leadership qualities.  They have an alert






     and ever growing mind, demonstrated community 






     service and excellence in character.

2.  Open to youth in grades 11 or 12 for the year they are

submitting records.

3.  Award is “I Dare You” book.  May only be won once.

4-H Merit Award


1.   To recognize individuals who have participated in a 






      wide variety of projects and activities at the club and






      county level.  Has shown excellence of helping others






      through citizenship and leadership activities.

2.  Open to youth in grades 11 or 12 for the year they are

submitting records.

3.  May only be won once.
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4-H Scholarship


1.   To recognize outstanding graduating seniors for their






       leadership to 4-H at the local club and beyond.  Shows






       excellence in character and desire to “Make the Best






       Better”.

2.  Open to youth in grades 12 for the year they are 

submitting records.

3.  Award is $100 scholarship for continuing education. 

May only be won once.

2.  Club must notify Extension Office with date of

organization.

Club Historian Award


1.   To recognize excellence in the keeping of club’s






       historical records.

2.  Award may be won more than once.

1.   To recognize excellence in the keeping of club






       minutes, attendance and records.

2.  Award may be won more than once.

Club Treasurer Award


1.   To recognize excellence in keeping of club’s






      financial records.

2.  Award may be won more than once.

Club Activity Award


1.   Presented to a club for outstanding work in carrying






      out a community service project, promoting 4-H to






      others or other special project selected by club.

2.  Project must involve majority of club members.

3.  Club must submit “4-H Club Activity Award” Form

to the Extension Office.  Due at the time Record Books

are due.

4.  Award may be won more than once.
