v. **Plan for building of a Plastic Bubble Habitat to live in while you are on Mars. There are 11 parts to your habitat, 4 walls, Floor, Ceiling, Connecting Tunnel, Fan Tunnel, Door Flap,  Fan to inflate it, and a power strip to connect you to the power at our Mars Station.      You don’t have to bring it all, but you have to decide with the other two teams in your habitat who is bringing which parts. We have a checklist to help you make sure all of your parts will be coming on Link-Up Day.
vi. Plan a lunch for your travel to Mars. 

1. Must include all five food groups….Bread, meat and protein, Dairy, Fruit and Vegetable.

2. Must include at least a minimum of 10 ounces of Liquid per team member

3. Must not go over a maximum weight of 22 ounces per team member

4. Must be packaged so that when you are done eating your food, you have no more than 2 ounces of waste per member.
