Description:  Bubbles provide a fun and interesting way for students to learn about the science processes.  Don’t underestimate the power of FUN while learning.  Investigation is the key as students learn about matter, surface tension, energy, stability, and structure.

Session 1:  Bubble-ology and testing bubble makers
· Mixing the solution

· Test different types of bubble makers

Session 2:  Giving Bubbles a Hand
· Learn to make bubbles with just your hand

Session 3:  Bubble Cups and Bubble Art
· Make a bubble blower with a straw and cup
· Paint with bubbles

Session 4:  Magic Windows and Bubble in a Bubble
· Make bubble “window panes”

· Learn to blow one bubble inside of another

Session 5:  Bubble Shapes and Bubble Measurement
· Examine shapes within and bubble cluster

· Measure your bubbles to see who makes the largest one

Session 6:  Bubble Colors and Bubble Walls
· Examine the different colors in a bubble 

· Create GIANT bubble “window panes”

Session 7:  Chemistry and Bubbles
· Use baking soda to create bubbles

Session 8:  Kids in a Bubble
· Put children inside a bubble using a swimming pool and hula-hoop
