Kids’ Team is a group of educational activities for school-age children. Activities are divided into several categories, each designed to promote a different kind of learning. Originally, Kids’ Team was aimed at school-age children who were left unsupervised during school closings. Of particular concern are five to fourteen–year–olds who did not belong to peer groups or who were on the fringes of such groups. However, Kids’ Team can be used with any group of young people. Activities in Kids’ Team are designed to help students develop in the following areas:

· Communicating

· Getting along with others

· Learning to learn

· Making decisions

· Managing

· Working with groups

Each curriculum card in Kids’ Team has a heading that identifies which group the activity fits into, how long the activity should last, what age group the activity is designed for, what materials are needed and how to carry out the activity.
