Centered around the theme of dinosaurs, youth will explore the life and times of those fascinating creatures through a variety of hands on activities. The Leader guide provides several pages of background information on dinosaurs. It explains the definition of a dinosaur, discusses the era in which they lived, provides information on fossils, and introduces the modern theories which account for their extinction. The guide provides a list of materials and procedures for each activity. The activities include: a card game, making a book, playing group games, making fossils, a dinosaur egg hunt and many more fun activities. The guide also contains various fiction and non-fiction stories that you can share with the children. Extension also provides a kit complete with the materials that you will need to "dig those dinosaurs."

· To learn the definition of dinosaur.

· To define the period of time in which the dinosaurs lived and died.

· To learn how we know that dinosaurs lived by studying paleontology and fossils.

· To discover what scientists know and do not

· know about dinosaurs by learning about their size, what they ate, and how they reproduced.
